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SECTION 1 LAKE CITY

1.1 Description

Lake City is located at 36°13"27"N 84°9"21"W / 36.22417°N 84.15583°W / 36.22417; -84.15583
(36.224234, -84.155902)[3]. It is the northern terminus of U.S. Route 441. Lake City is situated
at the northeastern boundary of Anderson County and extends into Campbell County.

According to the United States Census Bureau, the town has a total area of 1.6 square land miles
(4.1 km). Elevation is 855 feet.

1.2 History

Lake City was previously named Coal Creek, and acquired that name from the creek that runs
through town, not from the coal deposits on its watershed. The creek was probably named for
settler John Cole in the early 1800s. Old records and deeds spell the name of this stream as
“Cole” Creek, not “Coal” Creek.

In 1835, two young civil engineers, Henry H. Wiley and William S. McEwen, entered, surveyed,
and secured grants on most all the mountain lands in Anderson County, as well as countless
acres in Campbell and Morgan counties in Tennessee. This work was completed in
approximately 1848.

McEwen and Wiley were not only landowners, but dreamed of a bright future for the area. Coal
Creek had not yet developed and they envisioned a town springing up near the Briceville
junction. They set aside 50 acres of land called "The Neutral Ground" to be used to start a new
town called McEwensville. An early pioneer, John Reynold, previously owned the tract, located
along both sides of Waldons Fork of Coal Creek.

In 1881, Gustave Murmann, a civil engineer, resurveyed the tract, establishing 90 parcels.
Parcels were sold to Richard Chapman, (later owned by Joe Andrews’ widow), T. Hale, T.J.
Thomas, Abner Brooks, Mrs. Thomas Watts, David Thomas, and Joseph Richards. One parcel
was sold to the colored M.E. Church with the stipulation that if a church ceased to exist there, the
land would revert back to Coal Creek Mining.

The town of Coal Creek built up around the railroad and developed faster than McEwensville. In
1853, the town of Coal Creek had one log house; the post office was established in 1856. Calvin
Queener opened the first store. Later, Rufus Edwards, Charles McCarsey, Heck and Petree, D.H.
Blackburn, and John Bittle opened businesses. One business was known as the Black Diamond
Store.

Farming and timber were the two main sources of income in early Coal Creek, Tennessee. The
area was rich with coal deposits, but extracting and shipping it were two major drawbacks. Some
coal mining was performed prior to the Civil War (1861-1865). Transportation for this process
was performed via the river/streams system, or by wagons to Clinton, where the coal was loaded
onto a train. The Knoxville Iron Company, co-founded by Welsh immigrants in 1868, began
mining coal in the Coal Creek Valley in the late 1860s, initially hauling the coal from the mines
via wagon, and later by railroad after the completion of a Knoxville and Kentucky Railroad line
between Knoxville and Coal Creek in 1869. Upon the arrival of the railroad, a depot was
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constructed, and the official name was changed to “Coal Creek.” By 1873, except for the small
homesteads and land grants given to military individuals, much of the land was, and still is,
owned by the Coal Creek Mining and Manufacturing Company. In 1888, Coal Creek had a
population of 3,000, and the Anderson County Savings Bank was chartered on August 23, 1888.

Coal Creek and the nearby town of Briceville were the site of a major lockout of coal miners in
1891, which resulted in the town of Coal Creek being occupied by the state militia for over a
year after miners attempted to force an end to the use of unpaid convict labor in the mines. This
labor struggle, known as the Coal Creek War, was eventually resolved in the coal miners' favor
with the abolition of Tennessee's convict labor program. The Fraterville Mine disaster of 1902
occurred nearby, in the village of Fraterville. About 300 Coal Creek miners, many of them
veterans of the Coal Creek War, perished in the 1902 (Fraterville) and 1911 (Cross Mountain)
mine disasters.

Coal Creek was incorporated in 1909. The town's current name of Lake City was adopted in
1936 after the completion of Norris Dam formed an artificial lake above the dam. Lake City was
incorporated in 1939.

1.3 Significant Characteristics

When the floodgates of Norris Dam were closed in 1936, Norris Lake was created, opening Lake
City to the pleasure boat and sports fishing industries. As a part of the Tennessee Valley
Authority project designed to put people back to work from the Great Depression, Norris Dam
State Park was begun in 1933. The park encompasses approximately 4,038 acres. There are miles
of trails for hikers to enjoy through forested valleys and ridges.

The State Park is located at 125 Village Green Circle, Lake City, TN. and is open seven days a
week until 10:00 pm. The park office is open from 8:00 am to 4:30 pm 7 days a week.

Norris Lake has about seven hundred miles of shoreline. It features the most beautiful scenery in
the TV A reservoir system. There is plenty of opportunity for guests of the park to boat, fish, and
water ski. The park has a fully equipped marina, a boat ramp open to the general public, and
rental pontoon boats for cruising around the lake.

There are two camping areas in the park, one with twenty-five sites and the second with fifty
sites. They are equipped with grills, tables, water and electrical hook ups, a modern bathhouse,
dump station, and Laundromat. There are also some primitive sites in the eastern section.

Good fishing can be found in the lake and the river below the dam, with brown and rainbow
trout, bass, crappie, and walleye being the most abundant species.

In 2007, Lake City unveiled plans for a National Coal Miners’ Museum to celebrate the region’s
local mining heritage and relate the history of the 1902 Fraterville and the 1911 Cross Mountain
Mine disasters. A small museum is now open adjacent to the library, and efforts continue to raise
funds for the proposed $18 million proposed project.

1.4 Population and Demographics

It should be noted that although this is a 2011 Plan update, the city level results of the 2010
census were not published prior to the completion of this Plan.

As of the census of 2000, there were 1,888 people, 815 households, and 485 families residing in
the town. The population density was 1,186.1 people per square mile (458.5/km). There were
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900 housing units at an average density of 565.4/sq mi (218.5/km). The racial makeup of the
town was 98.78% White, 0.11% African American, 0.48% Native American, 0.16% Asian,
0.26% from other races, and 0.21% from two or more races. Hispanic or Latino of any race was
0.42% of the population.

There were 815 households, of which 27.9% had children under the age of 18 living with them,
38.7% were married couples living together, 16.9% had a female householder with no husband
present, and 40.4% were non-families. 37.3% of all households were made up of individuals and
19.5% had someone living alone who was 65 years of age or older. The average household size
was 2.17 and the average family size was 2.84.

In the town the population was spread out with 21.9% under the age of 18, 5.9% from 18 to 24,
24.8% from 25 to 44, 23.8% from 45 to 64, and 23.5% who were 65 years of age or older. The
median age was 43 years. For every 100 females there were 78.4 males. For every 100 females
age 18 and over, there were 71.3 males.

1.5 Economy

The census of 2000 reported that the median income for a household in the town was $14,844,
and the median income for a family was $21,895. Males had a median income of $25,469 versus
$17,115 for females. The per capita income for the town was $10,615. About 31.8% of families
and 32.0% of the population were below the poverty line, including 31.7% of those under age 18
and 23.7% of those age 65 or over.

In each Mitigation Action Plan, every
proposed action is assigned to a specific local department or agency in order to delegate
responsibility and accountability and increase the likelihood of subsequent implementation. This
approach enables individual jurisdictions to update their unique mitigation strategy as needed
without altering the broader focus of the countywide Plan. The separate adoption of locally
specific actions also ensures that each jurisdiction is not held responsible for monitoring and
implementing the actions of other jurisdictions involved in the planning process.

The mitigation actions proposed by each of the Anderson County jurisdictions participating
under this Plan are contained in individual Mitigation Action Plans (MAPs). Each MAP has been
designed to address the specific hazard risk and unique needs of the jurisdiction.

1.10 Mitigation Actions

The actions listed in the Lake City Mitigation Action Plan serve as an easily understood menu of
mitigation policies and projects for local decision-makers who want to quickly review their
jurisdiction’s respective element of the countywide Plan. In preparing the individual MAPs, each
jurisdiction considered its overall hazard risk and capability to mitigate identified hazards as
recorded through the risk and capability assessment process and to meet the countywide
mitigation goals and the unique needs of the community.
The Mitigation Action table contains the following information:
e Responsibility = the responsible department or agency.
¢ Funding Source = appropriate agency budget and private/public grants.
e Estimated Cost/Benefit = the dollar cost of implementing the action vs. the dollar benefit
of having the action in place, i.e., Cost of $1,000, Benefit of $10,000 =($1,000/$10,000).
The cost/benefit estimates of action items are based on previous and/or expected
expenditures and estimated cost avoidance or reduction in life or property loss.
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The estimated completion date is an estimate of the completion year and may cross two
budget years. In many cases the action item is completed annually or is ongoing.

“STAPLEE” uses multiple factors under the categories of Social, Technical, Administration,
Legal, Economic and Environment. The original “STAPLEE” factors have been modified to
enhance the prioritization process. The enhancements include adding life, property, and
economic items to the Social category and implementing weighting factors to Social and
Economic categories. A weighting factor of 3 is used for loss of life, property, and economic
loss. A weighting factor of 2 is used for cost/benefit items. The actual table used for
prioritization is at the end of this section.
