Any


dead, unhealthy or missing Plants must be replaced with locally adapted vegetation which conforms


with the initial planting standards of these regulations. In the event that plant material is severely


damaged due to an unusual weather occurrence or other act of God, the responsible entity shall have


one year to replant. Failure to maintain plantings and other features of a required landscaped area in


an attractive and healthy state shall be considered a violation of these regulations and subject to


enforcement as provided for herein.
