A. SUPERVISION: Contractor consults with the University of Alabama in Huntsville concerning details of scheduling of all work. Contractor has a competent person in charge of his work at all times to whom the University of Alabama in Huntsville may issue directives and who shall accept and act upon such directives. Failure for the supervisor to act on said directives shall be sufficient cause to give notice that the Contractor is in default of contract unless such directives would create potential personal injury of safety hazards. 

1. All labor, supervision, equipment, materials, and supplies necessary for the execution of this work must be provided for by the contractor at no additional cost to the University of Alabama in Huntsville. 
2. All debris disposal will be provided by the contractor at no additional cost to the University of Alabama in Huntsville.
  
B. TRAFFIC CONTROL: Is the total responsibility of Contractor and is coordinated with the proper department of the University of Alabama in Huntsville. The contractor shall be solely responsible for pedestrian and vehicular safety and control within the work site and shall provide the necessary warning devices, barricades, and personnel needed to give safety, protection, and warning to persons and vehicular traffic within the area. Blocking of public streets shall not be permitted unless prior arrangements have been made with the University of Alabama in Huntsville and is coordinated with the appropriate departments. Traffic control is the responsibility of the Contractor and shall be accomplished in conformance with State, County, and Local codes. 
 
C. CLEAN UP: The work site is left equal to or cleaner than pre-work conditions. It shall be the responsibility of the Contractor to remove and dispose in a proper and acceptable manner all debris resulting from the maintenance operations. 
 
D. DAMAGES: Done by the Contractor to any person or property, public or private, are the total responsibility of the Contractor and are repaired or compensated for by the Contractor to the satisfaction of both injured party and the University of Alabama in Huntsville. 

E. INSURANCE: Contractor shall be fully insured as specified and shall be completely covered by State Workers' Compensation during the life of this contract. The Contractor shall have liability insurance in the amount of $2,000,000.00 for each occurrence and shall name the Board of Trustees and the University of Alabama in Huntsville as an additional insured on its policy for the work being performed at the University of Alabama in Huntsville. 

G. SUBCONTRACTS: The Contractor will not be allowed to subcontract work under this contract unless written approval is granted by the University of Alabama in Huntsville. The Subcontractor, as approved, shall be bound by the conditions of the contract between the University of Alabama in Huntsville and the Contractor. The authorization of a Subcontractor is to perform in accordance with all terms of the contract and specifications. All directions given to the Subcontractor in the field shall bind the Contractors as if the notice had been given directly to the Contractor. 

H. EXECUTION OF CONTRACT: The successful Bidder shall, within two (2) calendar days of the written notice of selection as the successful bidder, enter into contract with the University of Alabama in Huntsville on forms included within the bidding documents for the performance of work awarded him and shall simultaneously provide the appropriate bonds, indemnities, and insurance required hereunder. The contract, when executed, shall be deemed to include the entire agreement between the parties; the Contractor shall not base any claim for modification of the contract upon any prior representation or promises made by representatives of the University of Alabama in Huntsville, or other persons. 

I. DISCONTINUANCE OF WORK: Any practice obviously hazardous as determined by the University of Alabama in Huntsville shall be immediately discontinued by the Contractor upon receipt of either written or oral notice to discontinue such practice. 

J. OBSERVANCE OF LAWS, ORDINANCES, AND REGULATIONS: The Contractor, at all times during the term of this contract, shall observe and abide by all Federal, State, and Local laws which in any way affect the conduct of the work and shall comply with all decrees and orders of courts and competent jurisdiction. The Contractor shall comply fully and completely with any and all applicable State and Federal Statutes, rules, and regulations as they relate to hiring, wages, and other applicable conditions of employment. 

K. SUPERVISION: This contract will be under the direct supervision of the University of Alabama in Huntsville or its authorized representatives. Any alteration or modifications of the work performed under this contract shall be made only in written agreement between the Contractor and the University of Alabama in Huntsville-authorized representative and shall be made prior to commencement of the altered or modified work. No claims for extra work or materials shall be allowed unless covered by written agreement. 

L. REFERENCES: The bidder will provide two (2) references that it has serviced in the past three years with a contact person listed. 

M. AWARD: For a bid to be considered, a price must be quoted for the entire project.
 
N. CONTRACT TERMINATION: The University of Alabama in Huntsville shall have the right to terminate a contract or a part thereof before the work is completed in the event: i. Previous unknown circumstances arise making it desirable in the public interest to void the contract; ii. The Contractor is not adequately complying with the specifications; iii. Proper arboricultural techniques are not being followed after warning notification by the University of Alabama in Huntsville or its authorized representatives; iv. The Contractor refuses, neglects, or fails to supply properly trained or skilled supervisory personnel and/or workers or proper equipment of the specified quality and quantity; v. The Contractor in the judgment of the University of Alabama in Huntsville is unnecessarily or willfully delaying the performance and completion of the work; vi. The Contractor refuses to proceed with work when as directed by the University of Alabama in Huntsville; or vii. The Contractor abandons the work. 

O. INDEMNIFICATION: I, the Contractor, agree to indemnify, hold harmless, and defend the University of Alabama in Huntsville from and against any and all loss, damage, or expense which the University of Alabama in Huntsville may suffer or for which the University of Alabama in Huntsville may be liable by reason of any injury (including death) or damage to any property arising out of negligence on the part of the Contractor in the execution of the work to be performed hereunder.

Fiber Optic Specifications

The University of Alabama in Huntsville (UAH) requests lease quotes for two single mode “dark fiber” optic strands, compatible with the existing forty (40), 100-gigabit wave DWDM system manufactured by ADVA Inc.  The dark fiber lease(s) bid will be used as ring topology segments/components and will optionally include two (2) DWDM equipment colocation sites completing the ring. 

UAH also seeks fiber optic ring partners/participants in research, education, non-profit, federal, state and/or municipal community initiatives.  Providers with colocation tenants as Internet Service Providers (ISPs), and tenants needing optical transport to ISPs or partners in Huntsville, Tuscaloosa, Birmingham, Atlanta or Nashville, are encouraged to bid.  Providers that may disclose tenants as potential partners are further encouraged to submit those partner names/types with their bid responses (Table 1-3).

Detail “dark fiber” and quote specifications include…

· Lease quotes will be for terms approximately five (5) and ten (10) years terminating 6/30/26 and 6/30/31 respectively.  Segments quoted will be priced (a) per month and (b) per year, for each of the segments offered/bid in Table 1-1 below.

· Dark fiber segments must be available for production by September 30, 2020 unless explicit permission has been given from the UAH Office of Information Technology.
· The fiber provider will produce OTDR measurements for each end of the provided fiber at the fiber handoff point when requested.  Based on the OTDR measurements:
· For spans with no Raman amplifiers, fiber optic strands will have NO discrete reflection events greater than 27 dB.
· For spans with Raman amplifiers, 
· Fiber optic strands will have NO discrete reflection events greater than 32 dB 
· Optical Return Loss (ORL) total for the span must be 25 dB or better
· Total non-reflective events in the last 20 km (before the Raman pump) must be less than 1.7 dB.  (Ideally, for best performance, the total loss in the last 20 km should be less than 1 dB with no events greater than 0.5 dB.  Better Raman gain results when non-reflective loss events are further from the Raman pump point.)

· Route restrictions:  Fiber routes cannot bisect or concurrently span (parallel) the following established fiber paths without explicit permission from the UAH Office of Information Technology (ref. Table 1-2 and Exhibit 1-2):
