The Pierce County Board of Commissioners reserves the right to evaluate any or all bids, particularly where there is a range in specifications. 

It is expressly understood by the bidder that written notice of the award or purchase order by the Pierce County Board of Commissioners will constitute an agreement and consummate the transaction and will serve together with the proposal, the advertisement, these instructions, and the detailed specifications, as the entire form of contract between the parties.

Failure to indicate any exceptions shall be interpreted as the proposer’s intent to fully complies with the specifications as written.

C.   No bidder will be allowed to withdraw his proposal for any reason whatsoever after the bids have been opened.

Scope of Work
· Physical field review of all real parcels including measure, grading, depreciation and photographing front and back of all major improvements.

· Newly discovered property should be listed, measured, and photographed.

· Enter all data in County’s WinCap CAMA system.

· Develop land values for all agricultural, commercial, industrial, and residential land.

· Review sales of small and large rural and extracting timber and nonland value from sales.

· Develop small acre break point.

· Develop a small and large acre schedule with accessibility, desirability, location, and size factors.
· Large acre schedule should be broken into nine productivity classes based on soil type and Department of Revenue ratings. Ponds broken down into three classes.

· All small and large acre schedules should be in one-acre increments starting at .01 acre to the largest tract in the county.

· All residential, commercial, and industrial building schedule will be built to correspond/comply with the WinGap CAMA system and the Appraisal Procedure Manual.
· Ratio study should fall within standards set by the Georgia Department of Revenue.

· Provide weekly updates to the Chief Appraiser a monthly report to the Board of Assessors.

· Provide appraisers registered with the Georgia Real Estate Appraiser Board for appeal hearings.

· The project will begin at the signing of contract and end at the completion of the 2023 digest.
