BACKGROUND 

The City of Columbia is located approximately 45 miles south of Nashville and west of interstate 65. The City is continuing the development of a 78 acre sports park that provides facilities for softball, football and soccer. Annually the City hosts a softball event known as the Mid-State Classic and features SEC girls’ softball. The 2017 event will occur in March. Due to the popularity of the event additional bleacher seating and press box facilities are needed.

The project outlined herein requires the fabrication and erection of the bleachers and press box prior to the 2017 Mid-State Classic.	

1. GENERAL SCOPE
The City of Columbia is seeking bids from qualified firms or individuals to furnish and install a non-elevated mitered grandstand equivalent ( herein referred to as Part 1)  and a prefabricated modular press box ( herein referred to as Part 2). The grandstand components shall be equivalent to Alum-A Stand grandstand as manufactured by Dant Clayton Corporation, Louisville, KY. The press box shall be equivalent to press boxes manufactured by Dant Clayton Corporation, Louisville, KY. 

The project scope includes cutting the existing concrete for the new press box and pouring footings per drawings and specifications.

2.       GENERAL CONDITIONS
2.1 Acceptance of Bids: The City of Columbia reserves the right to reject any and all bids, to waive any informal technicalities or defects, the scope and nature of which it shall be the sole judge, in any bid, insofar as such technicality or defects do not legally, materially or substantially change such bid. The said City, unless otherwise specified by the bidder, reserves the right to accept any item on bid.
2.1.1 If the bidder fails to state the time within which a bid must be accepted, it is understood and agreed that said City shall have ninety (90) days from bid opening date in which to accept bid.

2.2 Error in Bid: In case of error in the extension prices in the bid, the unit price governs. No bid shall be altered, amended or withdraw, unless the acceptance date has expired, after the opening date of bids. Negligence on the part of the bidder in preparing the bid confers no right for withdrawal of the bid after it has been opened.
2.3	Discount Period: Time in connection with discount offered will be computed from   the date of delivery, or from the date correct invoices are received, whichever date is later. Discount other than “Time Discounts” shall be shown on the face of the proposal sheet under “Terms”.
2.4	Sample of Materials: Samples of items, when requested, must be furnished free of expense to the City, at the time bids are opened or later if such are called for after the bids have been opened, and if such samples are not destroyed in the process of sampling, they will be returned at the bidder’s expense.
2.5	Signatures on Bids: Each bid must contain the full name and business address of the bidder. Any person signing a proposal sheet for himself or as agent, employee or officer of another must show his title and, if requested by the City shall furnish proof of his authority to make such proposal.
2.6	Alternate Bids: Alternate bids will be considered proving such items that appear on such bids meet specifications. Where equivalent items are bid upon, said City reserves the sole right in determining whether they meet specifications.
2.7	Proposal Sheets: Bidders shall use the proposal sheets furnished by the City. Failure to submit this sheet as required shall render the proposal invalid. Proposal sheets must contain prices on per unit and aggregate basis and the total amount of the bid must be stated on the proposal sheet.
2.8	Federal or State Sales, Excise or Use Tax: Every bid shall separately state and set forth, therein the amount of any and all Federal and State sales, excise or use taxes included in the bid prices. If any such taxes are included in the prices bid, the City reserves the right in making the award to deduct any amount of such taxes thereof. Where labor is required, the bidder shall state separately the amount of labor and materials.
2.9	Delivery: The number of calendar days in which delivery will be made after contract is executed and purchase order placed shall be stated in the bid. When the bidder states no time delivery, it is understood and agreed that delivery is to be made within fifteen (15) days after receipt of order, unless otherwise stated in the specifications.
2.10 	Compliance: Contractor shall abide by all federal, state and local laws and statues and obtain all permits required in number seventeen (17) of these conditions.
2.11	 Specifications: It is understood that reference to attached specifications shall be sufficient to make the terms of such specifications binding on the contractor. In some instances, the name of the manufacturer, a special brand, or make of an item is used in describing the item or items desired; but this does not restrict the bidder to that manufacturer or specific article, this means being used simply to indicate the character or quality of the article or service desired; but the articles or service on which the proposal are submitted must be equal to that specified, and a statement to that effect shall be made a part of the proposal. Where conflict occurs between the requirement or the General Conditions and the specifications, the requirements of the specifications will govern.
2.12	Inspection: Final inspection and acceptance or rejection will be made at the time of delivery, but all products and workmanship shall be subject to inspection and test at all times and places. The right is reserved to reject articles that contain defective material and workmanship. Rejected materials shall be removed by and at the expense of the contractor promptly after notification of rejection. The City shall not be obligated to pay the full price for any items that do not meet specifications; however, payment may be made at a proper reduction in price.
2.13	Bid Opening: Bids may be mailed or delivered to the Purchasing Agent, City Manager’s Office of the City of Columbia, Tennessee. All bids will be opened and publicly read at a time specified on the Proposal Sheet. Bids received after the specified time for opening, as shown on the invitation to bid, will not be accepted.
2.14	Cancellation: The City reserves the right to cancel an accepted bid or contract in whole or in part due to nonperformance or defective products.
2.15	Permit Requirements: Successful bidder will be responsible for securing any necessary permits for complying with all required inspections whether local state or federal.
2.16	Multi-Year Contracts: The City reserves the right to enter into multi –year contracts and further has the right to terminate multi year contracts due to non-appropriation of funds.
2.17	Financial Statements: Financial statements will be submitted upon request.
2.18	Term of Payment: Payment will be made in full after the satisfactory receipt of goods, materials, supplies, and equipment. Payment will be made in full upon satisfactory completion of all contractual services, public improvements and/or construction. Executed contracts must specifically state if there is any partial payment or other deviation from this method of payment.
2.19 Complaints – Vendors
2.19.1 Vendors shall have the right to present a complaint, dispute or grievance concerning unfair treatment, contracts, deliveries, payments, restrictions, and other incidents. The following steps are intended to provide uniform procedures for a vendor to express a problem and obtain remedy.
2.19.1.1 Step One – Vendor must file a grievance with the Purchasing Agent no later than seven (7) calendar days after the occurrence of the dispute or incident. The complaint must be in writing and include all supporting data and desired solution or remedy. The Purchasing Agent will review the complaint with the user department and provide a written reply within thirty (30) days to the vendor.
2.19.1.2 Step Two – If the vendor is not satisfied wit the Purchasing Agent’s response, the vendor may appeal in writing to the City Manger, who shall with the advice of the Purchasing Agent and/or City Attorney, make a written determination to all parties involved. The City Manager’s decision shall be final. 


3. INSURANCE AND BONDS
The awarded Proposer shall purchase and maintain in force, at his own expense, such insurance as will protect him and the City from claims which may arise out of or result from the execution of the work, whether such execution be by himself, his employees, agents, subcontractors, or by anyone for whose acts any of them may be liable. The insurance coverage shall be such as to fully protect the Owner, the City and the general public from any and all claims for injury and damage resulting by any actions on the part of the contractor or his forces as enumerated above. 

The awarded Proposer shall furnish prior to bid award a copy of an original Certificate of Insurance, naming City of Columbia as an additional insured. Should any of the policies be cancelled before the expiration date, the issuing company will mail 30 days written notice to the certificate holder. 

The awarded Proposer shall furnish proof of insurance in satisfactory limits, and on forms and of companies that are acceptable to the City of Columbia and shall require and show evidence of insurance coverage on behalf of any subcontractors (if applicable), before entering into any agreement to sublet any part of the work to be done as a result of awarding this bid.
The following insurance requirements are the minimum that will be acceptable:
Worker’s Compensation Insurance – State statutory limits.
Commercial General Liability – Including products and completed operations coverage and contractual liability on the amount of $1,000,000 CSL (combined single limit).
Commercial Automobile Liability including owned, non-owned and hired car in the amount of $1,000,000 CSL.


5. LAWS, TAXES AND INDEMINIFACTION
The awarded Proposer shall comply with all applicable local, State and Federal laws. The awarded Proposer is further responsible for all taxes, including employment taxes, associated with providing services under any resulting contract. The awarded Proposer agrees to hold harmless and indemnify the City for any and all losses the City may sustain as a results of the actions of the awarded proposer, his employees, or any subcontractors hired under any resulting award. 
6. 	TIME IS OF THE ESSENCE – Time is of the essence in the performance of a resulting bid award. Repeated delays shall be interpreted as failure to meet obligations and shall be cause for cancellation of any purchase orders issued or contracts that may be executed as a result of a bid award. It is expected that work be completed on this project within 60 days after the NOTICE TO PROCEED is issued.
7.    PAYMENT – Payments will be made within fifteen days after:
	a. Completion and acceptance of all work 
	b. Inspection by a City of Columbia representative to be named. 
	c. Presentation of a proper invoice 

8. INTERPRETATIONS
	All questions about the meaning or intent of the Contract Documents shall be submitted to PURCHASING AGENT in writing.  Replies will be issued by Addendum mailed or delivered to all parties recorded by PURCHASING AGENT as having received the Bidding Documents.  Questions received less than ten days prior to the date for opening of BIDs will not be answered.  Only questions answered by formal written Addenda will be binding.  Oral and other interpretations or clarifications will be without legal effect.

1.01	Scope of Work

Furnish a non-elevated mitered grandstand equivalent to the Alum-A-Stand as manufactured by Dant Clayton Corporation, Louisville, KY.

Minimum Requirements:  All aluminum construction, fully closed deck system, powder coated risers, 2 rail chain link enclosure, and meets Tennessee Building Code.  Factory blasted slip resistant decking system that has been ASTM tested and certified.

Scope includes cutting the existing concrete for the new press box and pouring new footing per drawings & specifications.

Alternate Bid #1:  Provide (2) grandstands per specs and drawings along the first and third base lines.  -  See Section 2.04 Components below.

1.02 Submittals

Bidders with any deviation from the specifications must comply with the following requirements seven (7) days prior to the bid opening (September 15, 2016).  Failure to comply with this requirement is subject to immediate rejection of said bid.

A. Submit the following information showing compliance with the specifications:

B. Seating plan indicating aisles, walkways, seating sections and exits.

1.03 Approvals

Any deviation from any item in overall specs shall be submitted to Owner/Architect Seven (7) days prior to bid (September 15, 2016) for approval.  Failure of Bidder to comply with this requirement may be cause for rejection.

B. Engineer Qualifications:  The grandstand shall be designed under the supervision of a registered professional engineer.

C. Warranty:  Product shall be guaranteed for five (5) years on the structure and three (3) years on the finish together with labor.  

D. Detailed Certificate of Insurance, including products/completed operations liability insurance, shall be provided.

1.07	AISC Certification

2.01 Acceptable Manufacturers

2.02 Materials

A. Understructure:

1. Understructure shall be fabricated from 6061-T6 alloy aluminum extrusions.

2. Vertical members shall be 2 7/8” o.d. tubing or 4” x 4” aluminum angle.  No steel angle allowed.

3. Horizontal members and footboard supports shall be 3” x 2 7/8” channel.

4. Cross braces and diagonals shall be 2 ¼” x 7/8” channel.

5. Handrail support shall be 2 5/8” o.d. tubing.

6. The understructure shall be assembled from the above items in an interlocking design and 7/16” x 3 ½” hot-dipped galvanized bolts.

7. The structure shall be designed so that in the event of accidental damage, the sub-component parts may be replaced using common hand tools.  Field welding for repair purposes shall not be considered.

8. Welded understructure of any kind will not be accepted.


B. Guardrail Systems:

1. Guardrails shall be of anodized aluminum extruded channel, 3 x 2 7/8”, 6061-T6 alloy, anodized to clear 204R1.

2. The guardrail system shall be of interlocking design with positive through bolt fastening.  The top rail shall be designed to fully cover the rail support posts for a totally snag-free area and eliminate the potential of sharp edge contact with the spectators.

3. Grabrails shall be extruded aluminum pipe of 6063-T6 alloy, 1 – 15/16” o.d.

4. Chain link fence shall be 2” mesh, 9 gauge black vinyl fabric.



C. Extrusions:

1. Seats shall be 6063-T6 extruded aluminum with a fluted surface and a wall thickness of .078”.  Seatboards shall be a minimum of 9½” wide actual, with outside legs of 1 ¾” actual vertical height, and shall have two internal legs with a vertical height of 2 5/8”.  Seatboards shall attach with one 3/8” diameter bolt and shall be designed for positive physical fastening.  Bolt clips, bolt runners or other friction type fastening devices are not acceptable.  Seats shall be anodized

2. Footboards shall be 6063-T6 extruded aluminum with a fluted surface and a wall thickness of .078”.  Each footboard member (individually) shall have two internal legs with 2 1/8” actual vertical height.  All footboards shall attach without the use of hardware.  Attachment shall be positive snap and interlock with the support structure.  Use of bolt clips, bolt runners, or other friction type fastening devices are not acceptable.  Footboards shall be mill finish.

3. Riserboards shall be 6063-T6 extruded aluminum and shall be powder coated from manufacturer’s standard color selections.


D. Walking Surface Requirement


1. All footboards shall have a Shop Blasted Slip Resistant finish.
a. All aluminum decking intended for use as a walking surface, including walkways, aisles, walking surfaces in seating sections, stairs, ramps, platforms, handicap areas, and landings, will exhibit a factory blasted slip resistant surface treatment intended to minimize the effects of wet conditions on pedestrian safety. The surface treatment shall be achieved through a metallic media blasting process in a controlled factory environment to ensure consistency.
b. Hand processes or sand blasting is strictly prohibited.

c. Untreated mill finish aluminum with raised “flutes” or “ribs” does not meet this requirement.

d. The surface treatment shall result in a minimum 0.80 coefficient of friction (COF), as recommended by the ADA Access Board for inclined surfaces, under both wet and dry conditions in all directions of travel, including parallel to any extruded raised “flutes” or “ribs”.

e. Independent test data is required to be submitted to verify that the minimum COF has been met. Such testing must have been performed with a tribometer capable of measuring COF under wet conditions, and as per the guidelines established in ANSI/NFSI B101.1 – Test Method for Measuriung Wet SCOF of Common Hard-Surface Floor Materials.


E. Stairs:

i. Shall conform to all above pertinent criteria consistent with the component design of the grandstand.
ii. Shall be self-supporting and shall not attach to or be suspended from any footboard of decking member.

F. Aisles:

Aisles shall be designed so that all vertical and horizontal areas within the 6’ bay of the aisles area shall be fully closed.


G. Hardware:

i. Bolts used for field installation shall be hot dipped galvanized.

ii. Primary connections, i.e. seat, crossbrace, handrail (rail and posts) shall be made with minimum of 3/8” diameter hardware.

iii. End Caps – All end caps (seatboard, footboard and handrail) shall be cast aluminum.


2.03 Reinforced Concrete

A. All concrete work and materials shall be in accordance with ACI 318-83.

B. Cast-in-place concrete shall have minimum compressive strength of 3,000 psi at 28 days.

C. All exterior concrete shall be air entrained to 6% +/- 1%.

D. Reinforcing steel shall be in accordance with ASTM A615 grade 60.

E. Cover on reinforcement shall be as follows, unless otherwise noted in the drawings:

Riserboards shall be 1 in. x 8 in.
Seatboards shall be 1 3/4 in. thick x 9 ½ in. wide.
Guardrail system at the rear of grandstand shall consist of 2 rails, with chain link and be 48 in. in height.
Guardrail system at the side of grandstand shall consist of 2 rails, with chain link and be 48 in. in height to row 2.
Grandstand shall have 4 aisles, 54 in. in width, with handrail system.
Handicap platform shall be located per drawings.
There shall be an exterior stair to access the filming platform on the roof of the press box.


PART 1	EXECUTION AND ERECTION

3.01 Installation

A. The grandstand shall require a minimal expenditure of time to be assembled for use.  It will not be necessary to assemble underframe, distinguish between anodized and mill finishes, field drill, install rivets, attach ground sills, establish overhang distance, or select different hardware.

B. Installation:  Shall be handled directly by the manufacturer or by a factory certified installation subcontractor.

C. Erect per plans, shop drawings and specifications.

D. Site preparation is not included in this specification.

3.02 Cleaning

A. Clean all surfaces according to manufacturer’s recommendations.

B. Remove all packaging and construction debris.
