Bidder’s Responsibility 
1. Furnishing all equipment, fuel, labor and other materials required to mow and maintain Greenwood Cemetery.
2. Provide liability, workers compensation and automobile insurance with limits equal to or above those listed below. A copy of insurance certificate will need to be furnished within 10 days of the notification of the winning bids. Insurance certificates shall be sent to the same address as the bid submission listed below.
a. Workers Compensation – State of Tennessee Statutory Limits ( This requirement shall apply to any vendor employing anyone)
b. Automobile Insurance - $100,000 liability
c. General & Comprehensive Liability - $50,000.00 
3. Required Services
a. Mow as required and at the direction of the Deputy Director of Parks & Recreation Maintenance all grass located inside Greenwood Cemetery as well as grass outside of Greenwood Cemetery fencing along North Garden and 3rd St. 
b. Weeding around tombstones, fences, trees, shrubs and other natural or manmade features within the cemetery to include either side of perimeter fencing.
c. Upon completion of mowing, all sidewalks, tombstones or other markers shall be cleared of any grass clippings or other debris.
d. All limbs, litter or other debris within the cemetery or along the adjacent sidewalk and perimeter fencing shall be removed and properly disposed of. 
e. This cemetery contains historic markers and grave sites important to   this community and decedents of those interred there; therefore all due respect shall be paid to the site and artifacts contained therein. Damage to any tombstone by mowing equipment or personnel shall not be tolerated and may be grounds for immediate revocation of any award, purchase order or agreement.
f. The bidder shall understand that the amount of mowing required shall be determined somewhat by weather conditions and no minimum number of mowing shall be required or paid by the City. 
g. The bidder shall be prepared to respond and mow within three days of the request for services. Failure to respond in a timely fashion shall be cause for revocation of any agreement. 
h. The bid shall be a fixed fee and cover all labor, materials and equipment required.
i. [bookmark: _GoBack]The quote shall be effective for a 2021 mowing season commencing with the award and ending on December 31, 2021. The City will consider extended the award for two additional one year terms based upon the bid offered for extended contract term.


City’s Responsibility 
1. Pay for services rendered within 15 days of invoicing provided services were requested by and performed to the satisfaction of the Deputy Director of Parks & Recreation Maintenance as evidenced by his/her signature on the invoice. 

Your Bid 
1. The bids shall be based upon a single price per mowing and shall include all required services as outlined above. You have the option to bid for an extended contract for 2022 and 2023 as well. The City shall retain the option of  renewal at the end of each mowing season based upon the bids offered for the subsequent mowing seasons. 
2. Your bid shall be signed by someone authorized to bind your company. 

Other conditions: 
1. Bid must be returned on or before 2:00 PM CST, May 24, 2021 to Kim Dale Purchasing Agent, 700 North Garden St., Columbia TN 38401. Bids may be mailed or hand delivered to this address. Fax quotes will be received at 931-381-7722.

2. Bids may not be withdrawn for a period of 60 days following the due date.

3. The City of Columbia reserves the right to reject any and all bids, to waive any informal technicalities or defects, the scope and nature of which it shall be the sole judge, in any bid, insofar as such technicality or defects do not legally, materially or substantially change such bid. The said City, unless otherwise specified by the bidder, reserves the right to accept any item on bid.

4. The City reserves the right to cancel an accepted bid or contract in whole or in part due to nonperformance or non appropriation of funds.
