The City of Lebanon invites sealed proposals for hauling and disposal of wastewater, in accordance with the specifications and bidding instructions set forth in this Request for Proposal. Proposals will be received by the Purchasing Department, 200 N. Castle Heights Avenue, Lebanon, Tennessee 37087, until 10:00 a.m. local time, March 23, 2016, at which time they will be opened and read aloud.

Such references are not intended to be restrictive.  Since the “City” does not wish to rule out other competition and equal brands or makes, please remember “ANY APPROVED EQUAL”.  HOWEVER, IF A PRODUCT OTHER THAN SPECIFIED IS BID, IT IS THE VENDORS RESPONSIBILITY TO PROVE TO THE “CITY” THAT SAID PRODUCT IS EQUAL TO OR EXCEEDS THE QUALITY OF THE SPECIFICATIONS LISTED FOR ANY ITEM.

1. SCOPE AND CLASSIFICATION

1.1 Scope:  The intent of this Request for Proposals and resulting contract is to provide the City of Lebanon with information concerning hauling and disposal of wastewater.

1.2 Classification:  The haul & disposal specifications shall be of the following types either “equal to “or “better than”.

2. SPECIFICATIONS

Background Information
The City of Lebanon operates a water treatment plant located adjacent to the Cumberland River and Highway 231 in Wilson County.  Under regulations of the Tennessee Department of Environment and Conservation, waste water from water treatment operations may be disposed onto agricultural lands provided such disposal is for the beneficial use of such lands.

Therefore, in consideration of the City’s need to dispose of waste water from the City’s water plant, the City desires to contract with a private contractor for the disposal of waste water from the City’s water plant.

To provide for this needed service, the City is requesting proposals from interested contractors.  At a minimum, the following items shall be considered.  Items to be included in the proposal shall include but not limited to the following:

· Location and description of disposal and storage site including details of “all weather” access.

· Description of Personnel and Facilities; and,

· Terms of compensation.

The City of Lebanon reserves the right to reject any or all proposals.  Award of a contract resulting from this proposal shall be to the lowest and best proposal as determined by the City of Lebanon.

Work to be Performed by the Contractor

Contractor agrees, at his own cost and expense, to do all the work and furnish all the labor, materials, equipment, and property necessary to transport, store, and spread to agricultural properties, waste water from the City’s water plant.  The contractor either shall own or have leased properties onto which waste water from the City’s water plant can be temporarily stored and applied to agricultural lands.  On a weekly average, the quantity of waste water to be disposed of shall range between 40,000 and 80,000 gallons.
1. The Contractor shall own or shall have leased agricultural properties onto which waste water from the City’s water plant can be land applied for beneficial agricultural use.  At a minimum, the land onto which waste water are to be provided shall meet the following buffer zone standards for land application sites.

2. The Contractor shall be responsible in the performance of the storage and land application process in such a manner to avoid a contamination of any stream or sink hole.

3. The Contractor shall accommodate the disposal of between 40,000 and 80,000 gallons per week of waste water from the City’s water plant operation.  Since storage space is limited at the City’s water plant, the Contractor shall plan and coordinate the transportation, storage, and application process to avoid any delay in the disposal operation at the City’s water plant.

4. To insure the continuous disposal of waste water from the City’s water plant, the Contractor, at a minimum, shall provide “all-weather” access to a temporary storage basin or basins, which shall have adequate capacity to receive waste water in the quantities, set forth in item 3 above.

5. As weather and ground conditions allow, the Contractor shall apply waste water to agricultural lands the Contractor either owns or has leased rights to dispose of waste water from the City’s water plant.  The Contractor shall provide the City with written documentation that land application of solids in the waste water from the City’s water plant is beneficial for the land on which it is being applied.

6. Contractor shall perform storage and application in accordance with any and all terms of approval that the City has received from the Tennessee Department of Environmental and Conservation.

7. Contractor shall otherwise perform transportation, storage, and disposal operation in accordance with appropriate and applicable local and state laws and regulations.

8. The Contractor in no way shall deliver the waste water to a different location not authorized by the City. 

Responsibility of the City 

1. At the City’s water plant, provide area and pumping facilities to load tanker trucks of the Contractor.  Such facilities shall include an “all weather” loading and driveway areas suitable for operation of semi-tanker trucks.  Piping connections shall be provided to load tankers.  Pumps loading tankers shall be operated by City’s personnel.
2.  Based on storage and land application site, the City shall obtain approval of storage and land application from the Tennessee Department Environment and Conservation.  A pre-approved site is preferred.
3. Appropriate funds or other arrangement for funds necessary for payments due the Contractor as the disposal operation progresses.

Period of Service

The period of service shall be for a five-year period provided both parties are mutually agreeable.
Termination

The City will require an agreement with provisions for termination either in the event of substantial failure by the other party to fulfill its obligations or for convenience by either party.  No termination may be affected unless the other party is given (1) not less than ninety (90) calendar days’ written notice of intent to terminate.

Personnel and Facilities

The Contractor represents that he has or will secure at his own expense all personnel, facilities, and property required in performing the services under this agreement.  Such personnel shall not be employees of or have any contractual relationship with the City.  All of the services required hereunder will be performed by the Contractor or under his supervision and all personnel engaged in the work shall be fully qualified and shall be authorized or permitted under State and local law to perform such services.

Insurance

Without limiting its liability hereunder, Contractor shall maintain during the life of this Agreement the following insurance and furnish City, in duplicate, certificates of insurance as evidence thereof.  Such certificates shall provide that cancellation of said insurance shall not be effected without 30 days prior written notice to City.  The certificate shall plainly designate the name of the project for which the certificate is provided.

1. Workers’ Compensation Insurance, providing coverage in compliance with the laws of the state in which any part of the work is to be performed, and Employer’s Liability Coverage in the minimum amount of $100,000 for each occurrence.
2.  Commercial General Liability Insurance written on an occurrence basis with the following limits of liability:

3. Automobile Liability Insurance, Bodily jury and property damage combined single limit-$1 million each occurrence, $1 million aggregate.

Compensation

Unless otherwise approved, compensation shall be per truck load.  Proposal shall include statement indicating the size of tanker to be used with a rate for each size of tanker.  Such rate shall include all costs for transporting, storing, and spreading waste water in accordance with the terms of this proposal and in compliance with all applicable local, state, and federal regulations.

Compensation changes, per truck load, will only be allowed one time after the third year and that must be upon agreement of both parties (City and Contractor). The change must not exceed a 10% increase per truck load for the remainder of the five year period.
