INTRODUCTION

Pierce County Board of Commissioners (“Board”) are seeking proposals for two (2) engineer approved steel buildings for new fire stations, two (2) monolithic slabs with asphalt driveway, electrical and plumbing for both fire stations. The Pierce County stations will be located at 4621 St. Johns Church Road (Southside Fire Station) and 4746 New School Road (Bearville Fire Station). 

The proposed fire stations will be located in Blackshear, Georgia on County-owned parcels of land.


INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS

Proposals must be made upon the form of the proposal attached hereto and include: spec sheet for specific method of construction. They must be enclosed in a sealed plain envelope, with the bid name “NEW FIRE STATION CONSTRUCTION” written on the outside and endorsed with the title of the proposal. The specifications following represent the minimum characteristics desired in the service to be purchased. These requirements are not intended to prevent obtaining fair prices or to eliminate competition, but to insure, if possible, that all bids submitted should not be subject to correction or alteration after the bid has been filed, opened, and publicly read. The Pierce County Board of Commissioners reserves the right to evaluate any or all bids, particularly where there is a range in specifications. 

It is expressly understood by the bidder that written notice of the award or purchase order by the Board will constitute an agreement and consummate the transaction and will serve together with the proposal, the advertisement, these instructions and the detailed specifications, as the entire form of contract between the parties.

Specifications referred to are minimum, therefore unless otherwise indicated by the bidder, the Board will assume proposals meet or exceed all specifications.

The award of the contract will be made to the lowest responsible & responsive bidder taking into consideration quality performance and the time specified in the proposals for the performance of the contract. The Board reserves the right to reject all bids as appears in its own best interest and to waive technicalities.

A.  Bids will be received until January 17, 2020 at 10:00 AM and will be opened at that time.

B.  Proposers taking exception to any part or section of this request for proposal shall indicate such exceptions on a separate sheet entitled “Exceptions to Specifications”.  Failure to indicate any exceptions shall be interpreted as the proposer’s intent to fully comply with the specifications as written.  

C.   No bidder will be allowed to withdraw his proposal for any reason whatsoever after the bids have been opened. 

D.  The bidder agrees that the Board reserves the right to reject any or all proposals, or to accept the part of the bid considered to be in the best interest of the Pierce County Board of Commissioners.

E.  The contractor must provide with proposal proof of General Liability Insurance, Worker’s Compensation, Property Damage Insurance, E Verify and a copy of the business’ current business license.  The same is required for any subcontractors on this project.

F.  Failure to complete all paper work will void the bid.

G.  All taxes or fees due to Pierce County must be paid and all claims against the business must be settled to be considered a qualified bidder.



PROJECT SCHEDULE
Project construction shall commence on or before March 2, 2020. 

Bidders shall submit a complete proposed construction schedule with their bid, confirming their ability to start construction on March 2, 2020 and confirming a substantial completion date.

PERMITTING AND INSPECTIONS
Pierce County permit has been or will be obtained by Architect and/or the County prior to start of construction. There is no anticipated delay in proposed construction start date of March 2, 2020 in getting these permits.

All required construction trade permits are the responsibility of the Contractor.

NON-MANDATORY PRE-BID MEETING
A non-mandatory pre-bid meeting will be held January 3, 2020 at 10:00AM at 312 Nichols Street, Blackshear, GA 31516 in the Commissioners’ conference room.


The project must be completed within 120 days of the start of the contract.

Specifications for Bearville and Southside Fire Stations


1) Buildings with the following:
A) 50’ Wide x60’ Long x14’ High fully enclosed steel buildings with the roof with a 1/12 Pitch.
B) 4- 12’x12. Rollup doors motor driven with remotes.
C) Gutter and downspouts.
D) 3” spray insulation facing in ceiling and walls.
E) Two (2) – 3070 exterior walk doors with levers.
F) Two (2) – exterior standard single hung windows.
G) The Gable will face the front of the designated street/road.
H) The building designed to conform with 130 MPH ultimate wind speed.

2) Concrete Slab
A. One (1) 6” concrete floors with fiber mesh and column foundation.
B. The slab foundation will have to conform to the engineered plans for the building.
C. 8” Asphalt driveway to the road/street.  

3) Electrical
A) 1 panel box with breakers per station.
B) 6 Bay lights. 

4) Plumbing
A) 1 set water lines for ADA lavatory in bathroom stub out in slab.
B) 1 water line for ADA toilet stub out in slab.
C) 1 set water line for bathroom sink in slab.
D) 1 set water line for walking shower.
E) 2 hose bibbs/sillcock faucets.
