The sole purpose of this Request for Bids is to establish a contract for janitorial services for Daphne Utilities.

All bids must be submitted on the attached forms or the bid will be disqualified.  Bidder shall furnish all the information required by the request at the time of bid submittal. The bidder’s name must be typed or printed on the bid sheet and signed by the bidder or appropriate authorized executive officer of the bidder’s company. Any licenses or certifications showing expertise or authorization to provide the services.
Awarded contractor will be required to obtain, at its own expense, all licenses, permits, or certifications to provide the required services. 
Awarded contractor, at its sole expense, shall obtain and maintain in full force during the performance of services under this agreement the following insurance to protect the contractor and Daphne Utilities at minimum limits and coverages specified herein. Certificates of Insurance must be provided naming Daphne Utilities as additional insured. The Certificates must provide a ten (10) calendar day notice to Daphne Utilities in the event of cancellation, non-renewal or any material change in the policy.
