ADDENDUM #1
RFB# 19-07B Newton County Recreation Commission Roof Replacement 

April 23, 2019

Reminder:  Sealed PROPOSALS are due 2:00 PM on April 30, 2019, local time at the Newton County Purchasing Office, Administration Building, Suite 204, located at 1113 Usher Street, Covington, GA 30014.

1. In reference to the scope of work provided below, these warranty terms are available for residential, single family homes only. The Newton County Recreation Commission would not qualify for this warranty coverage. 

Question: Would a standard warranty term be acceptable by the county?
"(a) 20 years non-prorated on workmanship; (b) a lifetime warranty on all shingles and finish, with at least the first 10 years non-prorated and labor and materials cost included; (c) 10 years on all other roof materials.  The County reserves the right to consider some deviations from these requirements, but the bidder’s best possible warranty should be offered.”    

Answer:  Please see below to clarify:


ATTENTION: 

By this Addendum, the Request for Bids is being converted into a Request for Proposals to enable the County to consider all vendors’ best warranties.  The County strongly favors a comprehensive, lengthy warranty.  All vendors are encouraged to submit their best warranty.   A bid bond is still required.

Any reference to “bids” in the RFB, and any bid-related language or provisions should be considered amended to reflect the conversion to a Request for Proposals.  Specifically, and without limitation, the following language is amended: 

1. The following language in the “Selection Process” section is deleted: “Award(s) shall be made on the basis of the lowest total cost from a responsive, responsible bidder who meets specifications.”  That language is replaced by: “Proposals from all responsive, responsible vendors will be scored on a combination of bid price (60%) and strength of warranty (40%).”

2. The following language in the “Scope of Work” section is deleted: “a) 20 years non-prorated on workmanship; (b) a lifetime warranty on all shingles and finish, with at least the first 10 years non-prorated and labor and materials cost included; (c) 10 years on all other roof materials.  The County reserves the right to consider some deviations from these requirements, but the bidder’s best possible warranty should be offered.”  That language is replaced by a new provision as follows: “The Proposer’s best possible roof warranty for both materials and workmanship should be submitted.  The County prefers a warranty meeting the following specifications: a) 20 years non-prorated on workmanship; (b) a lifetime warranty on all shingles and finish, with at least the first 10 years non-prorated and labor and materials cost included; (c) 10 years on all other roof materials.  The County reserves the right to consider some deviations from these requirements.
