PROJECT SCOPE OVERVIEW:
Rehabilitation of a single-family residence to make homes safe and sanitary within the provisions of federal and state laws, county ordinances and the CRA repair program. Rehabilitation of the home will include the following tasks as outlined below. If additional tasks beyond those included in the bid are discovered, then additional funds may be allocated for additional tasks pending written approval from the county. There is no federal funding on this project. 

*The Homeowner will have the following sample choices, where applicable:
1. Shingles Color -1 choice

2. Interior Trim, Semi-Gloss Latex-1 choice

3. Interior Walls, Eggshell Latex-1 choice

4. Vinyl floor color-1 choice
ROOFING:
Remove existing roof covering to the decking and replace any deteriorated or damaged decking with like, kind and quality of existing materials. Repair or replace any damaged roof framing to include rafter tails, rafters, and barge rafters. Refasten and certify decking attachment as per Escambia County Building Code. Install a peel and stick underlayment water barrier as per Escambia County Building Code. Replace existing drip edge with new metal drip edge. Install 30-year shingle roof on main roof as per manufacturer’s specifications. Install a self-adhering modified bitumen roof system to any low sloped areas as per Escambia County Building Code. Install new slant-back vents. Replace gas vent caps and flashing as required. Replace all boots with new lead or EPDM and metal boots. Install new shingle over ridge vent as per Escambia County Building Code. Budget 200 square feet of decking replacement. Trim any trees over hanging roof to clear roof by approximately 10’ and remove all debris from site.

EXTERIOR REPAIRS:

Replace the rotten wood around the fascia and Soffit. Install vinyl siding over the gable ends of home. Install new metal soffit vents. Add a new 3’x3’ concrete pad outside of the side door. Paint the exterior and interior of the home per CRA’s color selection.

MECHANICAL: 

Install new hvac system, including the condenser and handler as per Escambia County code. The existing ductwork is said to be in good working condition, inspect and confirm. Return air grill is to be removable filter type with filter installed. New register vents will also be needed. This unit must meet state energy efficiency rating guidelines. Install a new digital thermostat control. Mechanical Contractor to provide CRA with a Manual J to support unit size installed. This unit is currently a heater only system and may be able to be retro-fitted with a cooling system.

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ELECTRICAL:                                                                                                                
Inspect the electrical wiring and confirm that it to the national electrical code as per Escambia County Electrical Inspection Department. This may require additional switches and outlets to be added if existing space does not meet code requirements. All smoke detectors shall be hardwired with battery back-up as required per Escambia County Code. All damaged receptacles, switches and cover plates shall be new devices. All existing and new appliances will have new pigtails installed to match new receptacles. All fixtures shall be LED or have led light bulbs installed. Repair drywall damage from rewiring. New ceiling fans will be required, a separate switch is required to operate the fan and light kit at all locations where are fans installed. Install two new flood lights to each opposing corners of the home. Install a new doorbell with a new button at entry.

PLUMBING:
Replace fresh water supply lines going to fixtures and appliances, also to include two ¼ turn sill cocks on exterior of home as required as per Escambia County Code. Main supply line from meter to house is to be replaced if required with 160 psi PVC pipe. Install new washer box as per Escambia County Code. Install new ice maker line and box if needed as per Escambia County Code. Install a new kitchen sink and faucet. Install new vanity sink with faucets with pop up drains. Install new shower/tub faucet with valve. Install a new tub and shower liner in bathroom. Install a new comfort height toilet with a new seat in bathroom. Install a new floor flange if needed. Install a new mirror, towel bar, a shower rod and new toilet paper holder. Install all new ¼ turn brass valves on fixtures as required per Escambia County Code. Install new knobs and pulls on new cabinets with CRA selecting the style.
