District Requirements

PROJECT SPECIFICATIONS

The Goal: To provide qualified vendors with the necessary information and specifications to allow them to respond with a solution that they determine best meets those requirements.

The proposed solution price must include a complete bill of materials, applicable sales tax, licensing and applicable shipping.

MINIMUM HARDWARE SPECIFICATIONS

Morongo Unified School District has standardized on Cisco hardware and currently has a Cisco 9300 switch in every IDF and MDF.  The District is looking to complete the transition from the old Cisco 3850 switches and build upon the current upgraded Cisco 9300 switches. The District is willing to accept bids from alternative manufacturers as long as they meet or exceed the current district standard, can be physically connected with switch stacking and power stacking cables with the existing Cisco 9300 switches, include 36 ports with 2.5Gb minimum copper speeds and include 12 ports providing 10Gb copper speeds.
