
NOTICE TO BIDDERS

Sealed bids will be received at the office of the City Clerk, City Hall, 437 W US Highway 54, City of Camdenton, Missouri, until Thursday, March 28, 2019, at 1:30 p.m., for three separate drainage and waterline projects for the City of Camdenton, Missouri.

The projects consist of:

Court Circle and Illinois Street - 174 linear feet of 11X18 concrete arch pipe and 38 feet of 24-inch concrete pipe complete with drop inlets, concrete structures, and concrete flume.

Dawson Road - 2,070 linear feet of 6-inch waterline replacement and 160 feet of 48-inch concrete storm drainage improvements, complete with drop inlets and concrete headwall structures.

Camden Avenue - 90 linear feet of 15-inch HDPE; 170 feet of drainage ditch; 25 feet of concrete channel; asphalt road, concrete driveway, and sidewalk replacement.
Note: Potential bidders may elect to bid on one, two, or all three projects. Separate bids will be accepted on each. Electing to bid on only one or two of the projects will not put any potential bidder at a disadvantage.

Plans and specifications for each of the three projects are on file for examination at the office of the engineer, Darren Krehbiel Consultants, LLC, 63 Blair Avenue, Camdenton, Missouri, 65020 from whom the plans and specifications may be obtained for a non-refundable sum of $100.00 (one hundred dollars) for each individual project or $250.00 (two hundred fifty dollars) for copies of all three.
To bid this work, potential bidders MUST obtain plans, specifications and bid documents directly from Darren Krehbiel Consultants, LLC, and be placed on the bidders list in order to qualify to bid this work.
Bids must be submitted on the Proposal Form provided with the specifications for each individual project and each bid shall be accompanied by the Bidder's certified check or bid bond in the amount of five (5) percent of the bid. A performance bond will be required of the successful bidder.

No bid may be withdrawn for a period of 90 days.

The Owner reserves the right to reject any and all bids, waive informalities or irregularities, and select the proposal or combination of proposals deemed to be in the best interest of the Owner. The Owner intends to award this project to the lowest, responsive, responsible bidder. Low bid may be determined as any low individual bid or combination of bids deemed to be in the best interest of the Owner.
Prevailing wage may not be required on some individual projects, however, it is anticipated that some of the individual projects, and any combination of projects will exceed the $75,000 threshold and prevailing wages will be required. Potential bidders are cautioned to bid accordingly.
Successful bidder shall comply with the provisions of Section 285.525 through 285.550 RSMo.
Successful bidder shall comply with the provisions of Section 292.675 RSMo.

The Owner will affirmatively assure that in any contract entered into pursuant to this Notice to Bidders, qualified women, minority, and disadvantaged business enterprises will be afforded full opportunity to submit bids and will not be discriminated against on the grounds of race, color, religion, sex, age, disability, familial status, national origin, or political affiliation.

A Pre-bid Conference for all three projects will be held at 10:30 a.m. on Monday, March 18, 2019, at the City Hall in Camdenton, Missouri.
