INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS


Proposals must be made upon the form of the proposal attached hereto. They must be enclosed in a sealed plain envelope, with the bid type written on the outside and endorsed with the title of the proposal.

The specifications following represent the minimum characteristics desired in the Polyethylene, Polymer & Metal Pipe to be purchased. These requirements are not intended to prevent obtaining fair prices or to eliminate competition, but to insure, if possible, that all bids submitted should not be subject to correction or alteration after the bid has been filed, opened, and publicly read. B. Proposers taking exception to any part of section of this request for proposal shall indicate such exceptions on a separate sheet entitled “Exceptions to Specifications”.  Failure to indicate any exceptions shall be interpreted as the proposer’s intent to fully complies with the specifications as written.

C. No bidder will be allowed to withdraw his proposal for any reason whatsoever after the bids have been opened.
