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A. SUPERVISION: Contractor consults with the University of Alabama in Huntsville concerning details of scheduling of all work. Contractor has a competent person in charge of his work at all times to whom the University of Alabama in Huntsville may issue directives and who shall accept and act upon such directives. Failure for the supervisor to act on said directives shall be sufficient cause to give notice that the Contractor is in default of contract unless such directives would create potential personal injury of safety hazards.

It shall not be purchased or installed by the contractor without the Procurement Agents’ written approval.

15. Default of Contractor:  Where the University has determined the contractor to be in default, the University reserves the right to purchase any or all products or services covered by the contract on the open market and to charge the contractor with cost in excess of the contract price.  Until such assessed charges have been paid, no subsequent bid from the defaulting contractor will be considered.

16. Fiscal Funding Clause:  The continuation of this contract is contingent upon the appropriation of funds to fulfill the requirements of the contract by the legislature.
