GENERAL

This is a request for a Hood Cleaning Service quote for Roane County Schools.   The objective of this quote is to select suppliers in such a manner as to provide for open and free competition and comparability.  This is a firm fixed price bid to be awarded by total bottom line.
CONTRACT PERIOD  

The quote begins upon award in May 2021 and ends June 30, 2022. Within this time period, two (2) separate hood cleaning services will be performed at each school.  The dates for service will be mutually agreed upon and will be determined after bid award.  
CONTRACT RENEWAL

Unless otherwise noted, Roane County reserves the right to renew all aspects of the bid one year at a time for an additional (1) year based on a firm fixed price.  Roane County Purchasing will notify the contractor of their intention to renew this contract prior to June 1 of the proposed renewal year.  This renewal is not automatic and will be based on an annual review of the contract.

SUBMISSION OF THE QUOTE
E-mailed or faxed quotes will be received at the time specified.  Quotes must be received on/or before the date and time stated.  Quotes received after the time specified will not be considered.
VENDOR QUALIFICATION

Potential bidders must meet the following criteria:

Be able to provide a quality service as specified

Offer reasonable pricing

Provide dependable execution of services requested
Meet specifications and quote conditions

Demonstrate successful past performance 
A potential bidder may be rejected for one or more of the following reasons:
Inadequate or unacceptable service performance
Inadequate equipment with respect to scope or nature of service requested
Documented unacceptable service
INSURANCE
The contractor will maintain, at their expense adequate insurance coverage to protect them from claims arising under the Worker’s Compensation Act, from claims for damages resulting from bodily injuries and damage to their property and from claims for damage to any Roane County property while delivery is being made. A certificate of insurance must be on file in the Purchasing Department before work may begin.

The successful bidder shall furnish a Certificate of Insurance issued by an insurance company showing that the Roane County Board of Education will be protected from loss or damage to property of third persons or the carrier’s own property, loss or damage to the Roane County Board of Education commodities, and injury or death to third persons or the carrier’s employees.  Carrier will assume full common liability of all shipments.

Consideration will be given to all quotes properly submitted.  The contract will be awarded to the responsive and responsible bidder whose quote is the lowest cost for the system by total bottom line.
SCHEDULING OF WORK TO BE PERFORMED
A schedule for cleaning services will be developed between Roane County Schools and the successful vendor.  Scheduling to be coordinated by contacting the Food Service Supervisor at (865) 376-8500. 
· Cleaning shall be performed at the school Monday thru Friday between the hours of 1:00 p.m. and 4:00 p.m., unless school is not in session on the days that cleaning is scheduled.  Exceptions to this time frame must be approved on a case by case basis by Roane County Schools.  

· All hoods, ducts, grills, fan housing, blades or impellers shall be cleaned.  Fans must be protected during cleaning to avoid any damage to the unit.

· Any cleaning products used shall be non-flammable, non-toxic, and safe for use in a food service environment.

· All equipment under the hood and in the immediate area surrounding the hood must be covered and protected during cleaning.

· There shall be no standing water left inside or outside the system.

· Hood and surrounding area must be thoroughly cleaned leaving no grease, dirt, water or chemical residue after cleaning has been completed.

· The successful bidder agrees to be responsible for any damage caused by agents of the vendor.
· Each School Nutrition Program shall retain the right to recall the vendor to the site if the service does not meet specifications. Roane County will not be responsible for additional charges if vendor must return to the work site to complete the cleaning so meet specifications.   
· The successful bidder shall provide the name and telephone contact number of a company contact person.
