Sealed bids, subject to the specifications and conditions contained herein and attached hereto, will be received in the City Manager’s Office, City Hall, until, but no later than 10:00 A.M.CST, February 19, 2019, and then publicly opened and read aloud for Police Uniforms.

No bid may be withdrawn after the scheduled closing time for receipt of bids for sixty (60) calendar days. 
Bid Instructions
To be considered, you must:
1. Submit one copy of a completed bid sheet as supplied with this invitation.
2. A sign Iran Divestment Statement as attached

4. All forms must be signed by someone with the authority to bind the Bidders. 
All bid documents shall be returned to:

Time is of the essence and any bid received after the announced time and date for submittal, whether by mail or otherwise, will be rejected. The time of receipt shall be determined by the City Manager’s Office. Bidders are responsible for ensuring that their bids are stamped by City Manager’s Office personnel before the deadline indicated. Late bids received will be so noted in the bid file and the bid will be returned unopened. Faxed or e-mailed bids will not be accepted.
Nothing herein is intended to exclude any responsible vendor, his product or service or in any way restrain or restrict competition. On the contrary, all responsible vendors are encouraged to bid and their bids are solicited. The City of Columbia is compliant with Title VI of the 1964 Civil Rights Act and as a result does not discriminate on the grounds of race, color or national origin nor does it excluded from participation in, or denies the benefit of any program or activity receiving federal financial assistance
All cost associated with the preparation or delivery of bid are the sole responsibility of the vendor.
1. SCOPE
The City of Columbia Police Department is seeking sealed bids to establish a possible three-year agreement to supply police uniforms and duty gear. The department has approximately 80 uniformed police officers each of whom receive a yearly clothing allotment of $425.00 to purchase and replace uniform items as needed. Purchases are normally made by the individual officer using a City issued VISA card. The successful vendor must accept these cards as payment without any additional card processing fees added to the bid price of the articles purchased. While the specifications refer to specific uniform brands and models, the City will consider alternative brands and models; however, the vendor will be responsible to demonstrate to the satisfaction of the City that the items bid meets or exceeds the brands specified in quality and workmanship.
2. GENERAL CONDITIONS
	General conditions as addressed below shall apply to this Invitation to Bid unless in conflict with conditions, terms, or specifications detailed elsewhere in this invitation.
1.      Acceptance of Bids: The City of Columbia reserves the right to reject any and all bids, to waive any    informal technicalities or defects, the scope and nature of which it shall be the sole judge, in any bid, insofar as such technicality or defects do not legally, materially or substantially change such bid. The said City, unless otherwise specified by the bidder, reserves the right to accept any item on bid.

      If the bidder fails to state the time within which a bid must be accepted, it is understood and agreed that    said City shall have ninety (90) days from bid opening date in which to accept bid.

2. Error in Bid: In case of error in the extension prices in the bid, the unit price governs. No bid shall be altered, amended or withdraw, unless the acceptance date has expired, after the opening date of bids. Negligence on the part of the bidder in preparing the bid confers no right for withdrawal of the bid after it has been opened.

3. Discount Period: Time in connection with discount offered will be computed from   the date of delivery, or from the date correct invoices are received, whichever date is later. Discount other than “Time Discounts” shall be shown on the face of the proposal sheet under “Terms”.

4. Sample of Materials: Samples of items, when requested, must be furnished free of expense to the City, at the time bids are opened or later if such are called for after the bids have been opened, and if such samples are not destroyed in the process of sampling, they will be returned at the bidder’s expense.

5. Signatures on Bids: Each bid must contain the full name and business address of the bidder. Any person signing a proposal sheet for himself or as agent, employee or officer of another must show his title and, if requested by the City shall furnish proof of his authority to make such proposal.

6. Alternate Bids: Alternate bids will be considered providing such items that appear on such bids meet specifications. Where equivalent items are bid upon, said City reserves the sole right in determining whether they meet specifications.

7. Proposal Sheets: Bidders shall use the proposal sheets furnished by the City. Failure to submit this sheet as required shall render the proposal invalid. Proposal sheets must contain prices on per unit and aggregate basis and the total amount of the bid must be stated on the proposal sheet.

8. Federal or State Sales, Excise or Use Tax: Every bid shall separately state and set forth, therein the amount of any and all Federal and State sales, excise or use taxes included in the bid prices. If any such taxes are included in the prices bid, the City reserves the right in making the award to deduct any amount of such taxes thereof. Where labor is required, the bidder shall state separately the amount of labor and materials.

9. Delivery: The number of calendar days in which delivery will be made after contract is executed and purchase order placed shall be stated in the bid. When the bidder states no time delivery, it is understood and agreed that delivery is to be made within fifteen (15) days after receipt of order, unless otherwise stated in the specifications.

10. Compliance: Contractor shall abide by all federal, state and local laws and statues and obtain all permits required in number seventeen (17) of these conditions.

11. Specifications: It is understood that reference to attached specifications shall be sufficient to make the terms of such specifications binding on the contractor. In some instances, the name of the manufacturer, a special brand, or make of an item is used in describing the item or items desired; but this does not restrict the bidder to that manufacturer or specific article, this means being used simply to indicate the character or quality of the article or service desired; but the articles or service on which the proposal are submitted must be equal to that specified, and a statement to that effect shall be made a part of the proposal. Where conflict occurs between the requirement or the General Conditions and the specifications, the requirements of the specifications will govern.

12. Inspection: Final inspection and acceptance or rejection will be made at the time of delivery, but all products and workmanship shall be subject to inspection and test at all times and places. The right is reserved to reject articles that contain defective material and workmanship. Rejected materials shall be removed by and at the expense of the contractor promptly after notification of rejection. The City shall not be obligated to pay the full price for any items that do not meet specifications; however, payment may be made at a proper reduction in price.

13.  Bid Opening: Bids may be mailed or delivered to the Administrative Secretary in the City Manager’s Office of the City of Columbia, Tennessee. All bids will be opened and publicly read at a time specified on the Proposal Sheet. Bids received after the specified time for opening, as shown on the invitation to bid, will not be accepted.

14. Cancellation: The City reserves the right to cancel an accepted bid or contract in whole or in part due to nonperformance or defective products.

15. Permit Requirements: Successful bidder will be responsible for securing any necessary permits for complying with all required inspections whether local state or federal.

16. Multi-Year Contracts: The City reserves the right to enter into multi –year contracts and further has the right to terminate multi year contracts due to non-appropriation of funds.

17. Financial Statements: Financial statements will be submitted upon request.

18. Term of Payment: Payment will be made in full after the satisfactory receipt of goods, materials, supplies, and equipment. Payment will be made in full upon satisfactory completion of all contractual services, public improvements and/or construction. Executed contracts must specifically state if there is any partial payment or other deviation from this method of payment.

19. Complaints – Vendors

Vendors shall have the right to present a complaint, dispute or grievance concerning unfair treatment, contracts, deliveries, payments, restrictions, and other incidents. The following steps are intended to provide uniform procedures for a vendor to express a problem and obtain remedy.

a. Step One  - Vendor must file a grievance with the Purchasing Agent no later than seven (7) calendar days after the occurrence of the dispute or incident. The complaint must be in writing and include all supporting data and desired solution or remedy. The Purchasing Agent  will review the complaint with the user department and provide a written reply within fifteen (15) days to the vendor.


b. Step Two – If the vendor is not satisfied with the Purchasing Agent’s response, the vendor may appeal in writing to the City Manager, who shall with the advice of the Purchasing Agent and/or City Attorney, make a written determination to all parties involved. The City Manager’s decision shall be final.
 


3. SPECIAL CONDITIONS
1. All prices shall be FOB Columbia Police Department, Columbia Tennessee and inclusive of all shipping, delivery, insurance or handling costs unless otherwise stated by the bidder at the time of the bid.  Only inside deliveries shall be accepted.
2. The delivery date on all items shall be thirty days (30) from the date of the order unless otherwise noted in the bid.
3.  It is anticipated that most purchases will be made using a City of Columbia supplied VISA purchasing card; therefore, all bidders shall agree to accept VISA as payment without any additional surcharges to the prices bid. Orders not paid by purchasing card shall identify by the officer name for which the item was purchased.
4. The bid shall include the cost of sewing on all City supplied patches as required.
5. The awarded vendor will furnish to the Police Department a catalog(s) or price list, preferably with pictures, containing all the items bid.
6.  Supplier outside the Columbia Tennessee telephone dialing area of 931 shall furnish a toll free method for ordering either by telephone or fax orders.
7.  All items purchased will be the property of the City of Columbia; therefore, sales taxes would not be applicable and should not be part of the bid price or subsequent charges.
8. Time is of the essence in filling uniform orders; therefore normal delivery time from placement of order shall be indicated with the bid. 
9. For the convenience of our staff to both see items being purchased and have proper fitting, vendors shall be required to have a facility within an hour’s drive of Columbia with staff available to measure officers, take and fill orders. Vendor unable to fulfill this requirement may offer an alternative method of addressing issues of fitting and viewing; however, the alternative is subject to acceptance by the City. 
5. AGREEMENT 
The awarded vendor will be expected to execute a written agreement similar the sample attached hereto. 
5. PRICE ADJUSTMENTS 
1. Bids may be adjusted on the yearly anniversary of the original award by a percentage not to exceed the change in the consumer price index for all urban consumers for all US items. 
2. Prices adjustments shall not be automatically applied without first notifying the City 30 days in advance of any change. 
3. The City shall be entitled to any reduction in prices given to the other customers that may occur during the award period or any renewal thereof. 
4. The City may consider other price adjustments in unusual circumstance provided those adjustments are the results of changes in prices charged by the manufacturer and not increased profits or overhead. 
6.        Bid Award
	The City has an expressed interest in contracting with a single vendor for all items; however, the City retains the right to consider separate awards if it is deemed to be in the best interest of the City. Factors to be considered in the award will be :
· Ability to provide all items  -5 point
· Ability to service the account according to the terms listed herein  -10 point
· Reputation of the vendor -10 points
· Quality of items offered -10 point
· Cost - 65 Points
· Given the extensive number of item being requested, a weighing will be applied to aggregate bids 
· Shirts and pants -75%
· Underarmor, duty belts, cases – 20%
· All others – 5%
 6. SPECIFICATIONS AND REQUIREMENTS
Any and all references to brand name items are used to indicate the type, quality, workmanship, fabrication and appearance of the items being bid. Substitutions will be allowed that in the opinion of the Chief of Police equals or exceeds the branded item listed.

RECITALS
In consideration of the below agreements and covenants set forth herein, the parties agree as follows: 

CONTRACT SUPERVISOR
As used herein the contract supervisor shall mean Purchasing Agent for the City of Columbia, at (931) 560-1580, or his designee. 

SECTION I
DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES TO BE PROVIDED
The Contractor has agreed to provide pursuant to the Specifications and Requirements as found in the Invitation to Bid – Police Uniforms, solicitation # 421-0119-17 and made a part of this Contract, police uniforms and related items. 

SECTION II
TIME OF PERFORMANCE
Contract period shall commence ____________,2016 for a period of one-year and terminate ___________, 2017 unless renewed by the purchasing agent for the City of Columbia under the terms and conditions as further described in Section X of this contract. 
SECTION III
COMPENSATION
The contractor will be compensated for items purchased at the unit price for each item as bid subject to any subsequently approved price adjustment as further defined herein. 

Payments shall be made within thirty (30) days of receipt of Contractor’s invoice, unless contractor has chosen to take advantage of the Purchasing Card Program which guarantees payment within seven days. Payments shall be made provided the submitted invoice is correct and accurate in all respects. 

SECTION IV
CONFORMANCE WITH BID

SECTION V

Specific endorsements will be requested depending upon the type and scope of work to be performed. 


SECTION VI
WORK CHANGES
In the event that any item bid becomes unavailable to the Contractor, the City may allow the Contractor to substitute an item that in the opinion of the Columbia Tennessee Chief of Police is equal to or better than the item originally bid without invalidating the Contract. Any item substituted shall be furnished at a unit price equal to or lower than the price of the original item as may have been adjusted. All changes will be authorized by a written change order signed by the Purchasing Agent or his designee as representing the City.


SECTION VII
COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS
The Contractor shall give all notices required by and shall otherwise comply with all applicable laws, ordinances and codes and shall, at his own expense, secure and pay the fees and charges for all permits required for the performance of the contract. SECTION VIII

SECTION XII
TERMINATION 
A. Termination of Contract. If the Contractor refuses or fails to perform the work or provide the items as required and within the time specified in this contract, City by written notice to the Contractor may terminate this contract. The Contractor shall be entitled to payment for all work completed or item delivered up to the date of termination but no more. 


SECTION XIII
LAW AND VENUE
This agreement is to be construed as though made in and to be performed in the State of Tennessee and is to be governed by the laws of Tennessee in all respects without reference to the laws of any other state or nation. The venue of any action taken pursuant to this contract shall be in Maury County, Tennessee. 

SECTION XIV
APPROPRIATION APPROVAL

   (2) The person is a financial institution that extends twenty million dollars ($20,000,000) or more in credit to another person, for forty-five (45) days or more, if that person will use the credit to provide goods or services in the energy sector in Iran and is identified on a list, created pursuant to § 12-12-106, as a person engaging in investment activities in Iran as described in this section.
