2. Work To Be Done:  The Work to be completed for the LL Creek Sewer Improvements is described briefly as follows:

The improvements include, but are not limited to, the construction of approximately ±50 LF of 18” PVC sanitary sewer pipe, ±160 LF of 21” PVC sanitary sewer pipe five (5) new manholes, and a ±30-foot ductile-iron through culvert-crossing. Other work shall include associated removal and replacement of asphalt paving, grouting and or demolition of existing pipe and manholes, erosion control, and other associated construction items.
3. Performance and Payment Bonds, each in an amount equal to 100% of the contract price shall be required of the successful bidder if contract is awarded.  Each Bond shall be accompanied by a “Power of Attorney” authorizing the attorney-in-fact to bind the surety and certified to include the date of the bond.
