Bidder:  To ensure responsiveness and acceptance of bid, please follow these instructions.  (The use of the words:  bidder, proposer, vendor, contractor, and supplier for the context of this solicitation all have the same meaning for the company/firm submitting a bid or a request for proposal.)

1. Bid Opening: Sealed bids must be received in the Purchasing Office by the bid opening time and date specified in this invitation to bid unless changed by addendum.  The time clock in the Purchasing Office shall determine the time of receipt.  All bids delivered after the specified time will not be considered and will be returned to the bidder.  E-mail, fax, or telephone bids will not be acceptable.  If multiple bids are scheduled to be opened, bids will be opened sequentially by bid number.   At the bid opening, no discussion will be entered into with any vendor as to the quality or provisions of the specifications, and no award will be made either stated or implied.
2. Preparation of Bid:  Bid shall contain a manual signature of an authorized representative in the space provided.  Label the return envelope with submittal address as indicated in this bid package.  In addition, include the date and time of the bid opening and the bid number.  All prices and notations must be printed in ink or typewritten.  No erasures permitted.  Errors may be crossed out and correction printed in ink or typewritten adjacent, and must be initialed in ink by person authorized to sign the bid.

3. Submittal of Bid:  The entire invitation to bid documents should be completed and returned as requested.  Modifications and corrections received after the closing time specified will not be considered.  Failure to examine any drawings, specifications, and instructions will be at the bidder’s risk.
4. Prices and Delivery:  Firm prices shall be quoted, typed, or printed in ink, to include all packing, handling, shipping, and delivery charges FOB Baldwin County Board of Education, Baldwin County, Alabama.  Unless otherwise specified, bid prices are assumed firm for a minimum period of 120 days after the date of the opening.  The board reserves the right to make award to next lowest responsible bidder if prices are not firm.  The bid will show the number of days to place a commodity in the board’s designated location under normal conditions.  If the bidder cannot meet the stated delivery, alternate delivery schedule may become a factor in the award.  The board has the right to extend delivery if reasons appear valid.
5. Installation:  Where installation is required, the successful bidder shall be responsible for placing and installing the product in the required location(s).  Authorized product and price list shall clearly and separately identify any additional installation charges.  All materials used in the installation shall be of good quality and shall be free of defects that would diminish the appearance of the product or render it structurally or operationally unsound.  Installation includes the furnishing of any equipment, rigging, and materials required to install or replace the product in the proper location.  The successful bidder shall protect the site from damage and shall repair damages or injury caused during installation by the vendor, its employees or agents.  If any alteration, dismantling, excavation, etc., is required to achieve installation, the vendor shall promptly restore the structure or site to its original condition.  The successful bidder shall perform installation work so as to cause the lease inconvenience and interference with the board and with proper consideration of others on site. Upon completion of the installation, the location and surrounding area of work shall be left clean and in a neat and unobstructed condition, with everything in satisfactory repair and order.        
6. Taxes and Trade Discounts:  Prices quoted shall be delivered prices, exclusive of all federal or state excise, sales, and manufacturer’s taxes.  The Baldwin County Board of Education is tax exempt by law, Code of Alabama, Title 40, Sec. 23, Sub.  Sec. 4.  Trade discounts should be deducted from the unit price and net price should be show on bid.
7. Acceptance and Rejection:  Inspection and testing, if any, and acceptance will be at the destination unless otherwise provided, but all materials and workmanship shall be subject to inspection and test at all times and places, and where practicable.  Title to risk or loss or damage to all items shall be the responsibility of the supplier until acceptance by the board unless loss or damage results from negligence by the board.  During manufacture, the right is reserved to reject articles that contain defective material and workmanship.  Rejected material shall be removed by and at the expense of the bidder promptly after notification of rejection.  Final inspection and acceptance or rejection of material or supplies shall be made as promptly as practicable, but failure to inspect and accept or reject materials or supplies shall not impose liability on the board thereof for such materials or supplies as not in accordance with the specifications.  In the event necessity requires the use of materials or supplies not conforming to the specification, payment may be made with a proper reduction in price.
8. Brand Name Reference:  Unless specified “no substitute,” any catalog brand name or manufacturer’s reference used in the ITB is descriptive only, not restrictive, and used to indicate the type and quality desired.  If bidding on other than referenced specifications, the bid must show the manufacturer, brand or trade name, and other descriptions, and should include the manufacturer’s illustrations and complete description of the product offered.  The board reserves the right to determine whether a substitute offered is equivalent to and meets the standards of the item specified, and the board may require the bidder to supply additional descriptive material, samples, or demonstrations.  The bidder guaranties that the product offered will meet or exceed the referenced product and or specifications identified in this ITB.  If the bidder takes no exception to the specifications, bidder will be required to furnish the product exactly as specified in the solicitation.
9. Samples:  Samples or demonstrators, when requested, must be furnished free of expense to the board.  Samples not destroyed during reasonable examination will become the property of the board unless bidder states otherwise.  All demonstrators will be returned after reasonable examination.  Each sample should be marked with the bidder’s name and address, bid number, and item number.
10. Interpretation:  Any questions concerning specifications and conditions shall be directed to the Purchasing Office in writing no later than ten (10) business days prior to the bid opening.  Inquiries must reference the bid number and date of bid opening.
11. Disputes:  In case of any doubt or differences of opinion as to the items to be furnished under a contract resulting from this bid, the decision of the business manager shall be final and binding on both parties.
12. Evaluation Criteria: Primary factors used to decide the award hereunder will be price, quality, availability, and responsiveness.  Other factors that may be used in the evaluation of this bid will be (1) administrative costs incurred by the board in association with the discharge of any subsequent award; (2) alternative payment terms; (3) bidder's past performance; (4) other factors as may be specified in the bid.  The board reserves the right to evaluate by lot, by partial lot, or by item, and to accept or reject any bid in its entirety or in part, and to waive minor irregularities if the bid is otherwise valid.   In the event of a price extension error, the unit price will be accepted as correct.  The board may consider in conjunction to any award hereunder, those products, services, and prices available through contracts from the state or federal government agencies.
13. Acceptance of Bid/Award:  The board reserves the right to accept or reject all or any part of a bid or any and all bids, to waive any informality, general condition, special condition, or minor specification deviation when considered to be in its best interest, and to award the bid that best serves the interest of the board.  Such action by the board to be at its sole discretion. Documents contained herein are considered part of the binding contract.  It is understood and agreed that the board shall have 120 days for bid acceptance.
14. Default:  Backorders default in promised delivery or failure to meet specifications, authorize the board to cancel this contract to the defaulting bidder.  The bidder must give written notice to the board of the reason and the expected delivery date.
15. Cancellation:  Either party may cancel any contract or item award for cause by giving 30 days written notice of intent to cancel.  Cause for the board to cancel shall include, but not be limited to, cost exceeding current market prices for comparable purchases; request for increase in prices during the contract period; or failure to perform to contract conditions.  The bidder will be required to honor all purchase orders that were prepared and dated prior to the date of expiration or cancellation if received by the bidder within a period of 30 days following the date of expiration or cancellation.  Cancellation by the board does not relieve the bidder of any liability arising out of a default or nonperformance.  If a contract is canceled due to a request for an increase in price(s) or failure to perform, that vendor shall be removed from the Bidders List, but this does not relieve that vendor from liability for a period of 24 months.  Cause for the vendor to cancel shall include, but is not limited to, the item(s) being discontinued and unavailable from the manufacturer.  
16. Addenda:  An addendum may be issued as an addition or supplement or clarification to the bid document.  Only written addenda are part of the bid packet and should be considered.  
17. Alternate Bids:  Unless specifically requested, alternate bids will not be considered.  An alternate is considered a bid that does not comply with the minimum provisions requested by the bid.
18. Insurance and Indemnification:  The bidder agrees to indemnify and save harmless the board, its officers, agents, and employees from and against any and all claims and liabilities (including expenses) for injury or death of persons or damage to any property which may result, in whole or in part, from any act or omission on the part of the bidder, its agents, employees, or representatives, or arise from any bidder furnished goods or services, except to the extent that such damage is due solely and directly to the negligence of the board.  The bidder will carry comprehensive general liability insurance, including contractual and product liability coverage, with minimum limits acceptable to the board.  The bidder will, at the request of the board, supply certificates evidencing such coverage.
19. Risk of Loss:  The bidder assumes the following risks:  (1) all risks of loss or damage to all goods, work in process, materials, and equipment until the delivery thereof as herein provided; (2) all risks of loss or damage to third persons and their property until delivery of all goods as herein provided; (3) all risks of loss or damage to any property received by the bidder or held by the bidder or its suppliers for the account of the board, until such property has been delivered to the board; (4) all risks of loss or damage to any of the goods or part thereof rejected by the board, from the time of shipment thereof to bidder until redelivery thereof to the board.  
20. Debris Removal:  All debris must be removed after installation and/or performance of service of said equipment and/or service.
21. Non-Discrimination:  The board provides equal opportunity for all businesses and does not discriminate against any vendor regardless of race, color, creed, sex, national origin, or disability in consideration for an award.
22.  Assignment:  Assignment of any rights or obligations under award or any portion of this bid is not allowed without the express written consent of the board.
23. Warranty:  The bidder expressly warrants that all articles, material, and work offered shall conform to each and every specification, drawing, sample, or other description which is furnished to or adopted by the board, and that it will be fit and sufficient for the purpose intended, merchantable, of good material and workmanship, and free from defect.  The bidder further warrants all items for a period of one year, unless otherwise stated, from the date of acceptance of the items delivered and installed or work completed.  All repairs, replacements, or adjustments during the warranty period shall be at the bidder’s sole expense.

24. Hazardous and Toxic Substances:  Bidder must comply with all applicable federal, state, county, and city laws ordinances and regulations relating to hazardous and toxic substances, including such laws, ordinances , and regulations pertaining to information about hazardous and toxic substances, and as amended from time to time.  Bidder shall provide the board with a “Material Safety Data Sheet” if required.

25. Patents:  Bidder guarantees that the sale and/or use of goods will not infringe upon any U.S. or foreign patent.  Bidder will at his/her own expense, indemnify, protect, and save harmless, the board and its employees on any claims arising out of the purchase of goods or services.

Contract Period: It is the intent of this bid to establish a five-year contract with a vendor.  It is anticipated the 60-month contract will begin on July 1, 2021 and end on June 30, 2026.

The successful bidder will have an opportunity to request an annual price adjustment for the second and subsequent years of this contract.  The request for price adjustment should be submitted in writing no later than 90 calendar days prior to the anniversary of the contract start date (July 1, 2022).  A request for increase will be accompanied by a copy of a notice of price increase from manufacturer to bidder, copies of original price lists from manufacturer along with new price lists to bidder, or comparable documentation as agreed upon by the Business Manager or designee.  The successful vendor will only be allowed to submit one request for price adjustment per contract year.  Any approved request for price adjustment will not take effect until the annual anniversary of the contract and such price adjustments will be in effect for the 12-month contract period following said anniversary date.
Scope/Purpose:  The purpose of this quotation is to establish a contract or contracts between the Baldwin County Board of Education and distributor of bread and bakery products and the distribution of those items.  This contract will establish a price that participating schools will pay for any item covered by the bid during the term of the contract.  The successful distributor will be responsible for purchasing, warehousing and distributing the bread and bakery products.  
Bidders shall have the facilities, equipment, and personnel to supply the bread product needs of the Baldwin County Board of Education in a timely and efficient manner that meets the system requirements.
Price Escalation/Descalation:  In the event of excessive and unusual commodity cost inflation, the successful vendor may adjust pricing up or down during the term of the contract with a 60-day notice that includes documentation to support any escalation in pricing.  The board reserves the right to accept or reject and seek other options.
Insurance:  The awarded contractor shall furnish a current Certificate of Insurance to the Business Manager prior to contract award/commencement of the work as well as a copy of his/her general liability policy rider/endorsement that ensures the board will be provided 30 days written notice if the policy lapses for any reason.  This certificate must include the bid number and be effective for the term of the contract and any extension thereof.  All insurance companies named on the certificate shall be licensed to do business in the State of Alabama and have a minimum A.M. Best rating of A-.  The board's required insurance coverage's and minimum limits of liability are as shown:

2. Contractors providing service under this quotation, herewith, assures the Baldwin County Board 
of Education that they are conforming to the provisions of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, as 
amended.

3. Contractors shall comply with Executive Order 11246, entitled “Equal Employment Opportunity”, 
as amended by Labor Regulation (41 CFR Part 60).

4. State Sales Tax Exemption information will be issued upon request.

5. Contractors shall comply with applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations 
pertaining towages, hours and conditions of employment.  In connection with contractor’s 
performance of 
work under this contract, contractor agrees not to discriminate against any 
employee(s) or applicant(s) for 
employment because of age, race, religious creed, sex, national 
origin or handicap.

6. The contractor agrees to retain all books, records and other documents relative to this 
agreement for three (3) years after final payment.  The Baldwin County Board of Education, its 
authorized agents and/or state/federal representatives shall have full access to, and the right to 
examine any of said materials during said period.  If an investigation or audit is in progress, 
records 
shall be maintained until stated matter is closed.

7. Any product offered which is not labeled in such a manner as to permit interstate transport will 
be rejected.  Packers and or producers located within the State of Alabama must understand that 
Alabama Department of Agriculture inspection labels will not qualify under provisions of this 
Invitation to Bid.

8. Contractors shall comply with all applicable standards, orders or requirements issued under 
Section 306 of the Clean Air Act (42 U.S.D. 1857{h}), Section 508 of the Clean Water Act (33 
U.S.C.1368), Executive Order 11738 and Environmental Protection Agency regulations, (40 CFR 
Part 15), which prohibit the use under non-exempt federal contracts, grants or loans of facilities 
included on the EPA List of Violating Facilities.

Product Specifications:  All bread shall be made from whole wheat flour (unless specified 
otherwise) enriched according to U.S. Government standards and shall meet the requirements of 
the State with respect to quality and wholesomeness.

Quality – When delivering bread on a weekly basis, contractors are required to 



deliver bread which is “strictly fresh” since the product may be held on premises 
for 


seven (7) days.  “Strictly fresh” indicates that the bread was baked not longer than 


twenty-four (24) hours prior to delivery.


b.
Variety – The Baldwin County Child Nutrition Program may request bread variations 


which may improve consumer acceptance, add variety to menus or provide 



greater 
value.

Product Protection Guarantees:  Participating organizations have “automatic” product 
protection recourse against suppliers for product safety.  According to federal regulations, 
the supplier whose name and address appear on the package is the responsible party.  
Contractors are expected to take immediate action to correct any situation in which product 
integrity is violated.

3.
Import Products:  The Buy American Provision of the National School Lunch Act 
requires that we 
purchase and use only domestic product.

Restriction:  No purchase shall be made under the provisions of the contract of items not specifically listed and authorized by the contract except those approved by the Baldwin County Child Nutrition Supervisor.
Definitions:
1.
Damaged Item:  The term “damaged” for purposes of this document shall refer to an item 
that has 
sustained damage that would allow spillage from the original container, a loss or disfigurement of 
a label that would hamper identification, contaminated package that would affect the content of 
that package or any other happening that would affect the quality and/or quantity of the original 
item.

2.
Current Label:  Current Label shall refer to a product that can be substantiated as “fresh” 
by 
being tied to the code date on the containers.
Delivery Times and Places:

Deliveries shall be required to all school sites as listed at the end of this section and as follows:\

1. All sites require delivery ten (10) months per year. Twelve (12) months may be required if BCBE participates in summer feeding. 
2. The frequency of delivery shall be 1-2 per week, depending on the needs of the school. 
3. Deliveries shall be completed between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 2 p.m. Delivery must not be left outside the school building. 
4. Holiday deliveries – Holidays shall be defined as any week that has less than five (5) working days.  If the holiday falls on a scheduled delivery day, the delivery shall be made the next working day or on a day to be mutually agreed upon by the organization and the successful contractor.  
Baldwin County Board of Education shall be required to provide a list of observed holidays and other closings to the contractor so they do not make an unnecessary delivery trip.  The contractor shall review this list prior to scheduling deliveries.  If Baldwin County Board of Education fails to provide this list of closings, the contractor may charge for an unnecessary delivery trip.  Make up deliveries shall be scheduled during the same week as the closing on a mutually agreed on date.

Delivery Schedules:
1. Initial delivery schedules shall be submitted to the Baldwin County Child Nutrition Program Coordinator no later than August 1, 2021.

2. Drivers and helpers shall deliver merchandise to designated areas.

3. Under NO circumstances should bread products ever be left outside.  Drivers or helpers shall not be required to store bread products on shelves.  The contractor will retain liability or product until such time as the local organization receipts for the product.

4. Drivers and helpers shall request the authorized receiver or the designated representative, to verify the accuracy of quantities of each item, brand and code numbers of each item and condition of merchandise.  Each delivery ticket shall be signed by a designated receiver.  Variations from the norm, i.e., shortages, damage, etc. shall be noted on each ticket by the receiver and initialed by both the truck driver and receiver.  The contractor shall not be required to issue credits for errors not detected at the time of delivery, except for hidden damage.

5. Special or intermediate deliveries shall be required only if a contractor fails to deliver a product on a regularly scheduled delivery.

6. If deliveries are made wherein shortages or damaged items are noted, the contractor will be required to make “next day” deliveries to correct the discrepancies.  The term “next day” is used to allow entities to exercise that option.  It shall not be intended as mandatory.

7. The participating entity may elect to have the merchandise delivered at some other time.

Payments

All invoices for products received and accepted prior to the last working day of the month shall be paid on or before the 20th of the next month.  

Decimals - any mathematical calculation that involves decimals shall be treated as follows:
1. You may take decimals to the fifth digit or more for computation purposes.  For final delivery unit cost you will round off to the next higher figure if the third digit is 5 or greater.  
2. Round off to the lower figure if the third digit is 4 or less.

3. In determining final delivery unit costs decimals will be carried only two (2) places.
