	Can a paramedic (EMT-P) be utilized as a second nurse as long as one is an RN? The paramedic’s scope of practice is much broader and could provide a higher level of service than an LPN in the shelter.

	If both a paramedic and an EMT can be utilized, will a current EMS National Registry certification and/or active State license/certification be adequate to provide care in the shelter.

	
	Yes, as long as they have their National Registry Certification.
