Environmental Enforcement -Summary Abatement -Contractor Bid Submittals

At the time bids are submitted, Vendors must have all required qualifying documents provided to the Abatement Officer at jmbishop@myescambia.com. There are two tiers of abatement work:

1. General Lot Clearing- At the time bids are submitted, vendor must provide a letter from their insurance agent stating that the required insurance may be obtained within 24 hours of bid opening.  Vendor must provide proof of current registration with the Florida State Waste Tire Management Program.
2. Lot clearing that also involves demolition- Provide either a current General Contractors license or Demolition Certificate as well as requirements for general lot clearing.

Vendors that have not completed these requirements may still attend walk-throughs, however, bids received without all required qualifying documents, will be deemed non-responsive and shall be “disqualified” on the bid tabulation sheet.
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
