Notes:
Bidder shall supply documentation that a load test was performed during the months of April or May 2015 and that all protective devices, control functions and the system were checked and have passed minimum tests.
The bidder shall maintain a store or branch within 75 miles of the City of Springfield, with provisions for repairing or the supply of parts and be able to obtain parts from the manufacturer within a reasonable length of time.

All units shall be furnished with a 5-year/3,000 hours factory (extended) warranty effective on the date of purchase of the proposed equipment by the City of Springfield.  Bidder shall supply printed specifications, advertising literature, and photographs of the unit(s) it proposes to furnish.

Bidder shall supply:  one (1) parts book, one (1) comprehensive factory service and repair manual, and one (1) operator’s manual for each generator.
Ownership history, maintenance history, and repair history records shall be provided on all used equipment.
All generators that are bid will be examined by city personnel before the bid is awarded, to determine if the generator(s) will suit the needs of the Springfield Water and Wastewater Department and to what extent they meet the specifications.
The city will choose the option that is considered in its best interests.
The bid price shall include all costs, including delivery of the generator(s) to the City of Springfield
