Implementation of Strengthening Families Program (SFP 7-17)
Peach County Board of Commissioners is seeking proposals from qualified vendors to implement the Strengthening Families Program for youth ages 7–17 under a grant-funded initiative supported by the Criminal Justice Coordinating Council (CJCC) through the Delinquency Prevention Grant Program.
Performance Period: October 1, 2025 – September 30, 2026. The qualified vendor will deliver SFP 7-17, an evidence-based family skills training curriculum targeting youth who are first-time offenders, diverted from the juvenile justice system, or charged with status offenses, and identified as at-risk. The program consists of 12 weekly, two-hour group sessions including separate parent, child, and teen instruction, followed by a joint family session. A group meal is served prior to each session. More information on the curriculum can be found at: https://strengtheningfamiliesprogram.org. New vendors must complete a state-sponsored SFP 7-17 training prior to implementation.
Scope of Services:
The selected vendor will be responsible for:
· Delivering the full 12-week SFP 7-17 curriculum to eligible families.
· Ensuring participation of all household children, not just referred youth.
· Providing meals, childcare, supplies, and incentives as part of program delivery.
· Maintaining a minimum 75% successful program completion rate.
· Coordinating with County and State contacts for compliance, referrals, and training.

Allowable Use of Grant Funds:
· Facilitator compensation
· Meals for participating families
· Program supplies and incentives
· Childcare during sessions

Proposal Submission:
Interested vendors must submit a proposal detailing relevant experience, delivery approach, staffing plan, cost proposal, and ability to meet performance benchmarks.
