SPECIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1. PAYMENT: Payment shall be made monthly, or at the end of each project, within 30 days of the submittal of a correct invoice for goods received or work performed.  

2. TERM: The term of the contract shall commence on the first of the month following award, unless otherwise identified herein or a different date is required.  The contract shall remain in effect until for an indefinite term until canceled by either the City or Contractor.
3. CANCELLATION FOR CAUSE:  The City reserves the right to cancel the whole or any part of this contract due to failure by the contractor to carry out any obligation under this contract. The City shall issue written notice to the contractor for any of the following circumstances:

The contractor fails to adequately perform the services set forth in the specifications of the contract:

B.
The contractor fails to make progress in the performance of the contract or gives the City reason to believe that the contractor will not or cannot perform to the requirements of the contract.

4. CANCELLATION FOR CONVENIENCE:  The City may terminate this contract at any time for any reason by giving at least 30 days notice in writing to Contractor.  If the contract is canceled by the City as provided herein, the Contractor will be paid a fair payment as negotiated with the City for the work completed as of the date of termination.

CONTRACTOR'S INSURANCE:

a. The Contractor shall at the time of execution of this contract, file with the City the Certificate of Insurance, which shall cover all of his insurance as required herein, including evidence of payment of premiums thereon, and the policy or policies or insurance covering said City and their officers, agents and employees. Each such policy and certificate shall be satisfactory to the City. Nothing contained in these insurance requirements is to be construed as limiting the extent of the Contractor's responsibility for payment of damages resulting from his operations under this Contract.

A 30-day notice of cancellation or material change shall be provided to the City and so noted on the Certificate of Insurance. All certificates and notices shall be sent to City of Battle Creek, P.O. Box 1717, Battle Creek, Michigan 49016.

5. VENUE:  Any party bringing a legal action or proceeding against any other party arising out of or relating to this Agreement or the transactions it contemplates shall bring the legal action or proceeding:
(i) in the United States District Court for the Western District of Michigan; or

(ii) in any court of the State of Michigan sitting in Calhoun County, if there is no federal subject matter jurisdiction.
7. GOVERNING LAW:  This agreement shall be enforced under the laws of the State of Michigan.  Contractor must comply with all applicable federal, state, county, and City laws, ordinances, and regulations.  Contractor shall ensure payment of all taxes, licenses, permits, and other expenses of any nature associated with the provision of services herein.  Contractor shall maintain in current status all Federal, State and Local licenses and permits required for the operation of the business conducted by the Contractor.
