The City of Lebanon invites sealed proposals for (3) 8-yard containers and waste removal in accordance with the specifications and bidding instructions set forth in this Request for Proposals.  Proposals will be received by the Purchasing Department, 200 N. Castle Heights Avenue, Lebanon, TN  37087, until 10:00 a.m. local time, March 23, 2022, at which time they will be opened and read aloud.

1.   SCOPE AND CLASSIFICATION

1.1   Scope:  The intent of this Request for Proposals and resulting contract is to provide the City of Lebanon with information concerning the containers and pickup services.

The City of Lebanon shall bear none of the costs incurred by any proposer or potential proposer in their preparation of the proposal documents.  All such costs are the responsibility of the proposer.

SUBMISSION

Proposals are to be submitted in a sealed envelope, plainly marked “RFP #22-DUMPSTER SERVICE 3/23-5” along with the Company’s name and date and time of the scheduled opening.  The City of Lebanon will not accept any late bids or electronic bids.  The City of Lebanon reserves the right to reject any or all parts of this Requests for Proposal submitted in response.
OVERVIEW

The purpose of this contract is to provide container rental and the pickup service for the City of Lebanon Public Square. The need is for (3) 8-yard containers and the daily service of emptying the containers.
CONTAINERS: 
Upon being awarded the contract, the supplier shall provide the specified size container to the End User’s location.  The delivery time of the container will be coordinated between supplier and the City of Lebanon. 
The supplier shall be required to provide requested containers to the City of Lebanon’s location within seven (7) calendar days from the date of approval.

The City of Lebanon shall be required to provide a minimum of a seven (7) day notice to the supplier of any change to the previously arranged pick-up schedule.

The supplier will clean and deodorize the container(s) at the City’s request.

Any spillage which occurs during pick-up must be cleaned up by the supplier.
Supplier is responsible for any damage to the property, while performing services related to this contract.

The supplier shall provide protection required to ensure that all waste is removed to an authorized licensed disposal site or landfill, without any loss while in route.  This shall be in accordance with the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) Emission Standards Reference Guide and all approved standards and procedures.

Containers shall be in good condition without holes or perforations that allow waste or trash to leak through.  Containers are to be up-right, level, and within the designated space. 

The supplier will provide some means of security that permits the City of Lebanon to lock the unit from outside traffic usage and scavenging, at the City’s request, if necessary, in the future.

Supplier’s vehicles and containers shall be in good working condition and appearance.
Containers provided must be:

1.  (3) 8 Yard Containers

CONTAINER PICK-UP:

All waste is to be removed from the containers, and from the area(s), at the frequency specified per location.  The supplier shall be coordinated with the City of Lebanon as to the pick-up schedule.  It shall be the supplier’s responsibility to acquaint themselves with the facility grounds to ensure that the proposed equipment will be functionally appropriate for the institution.

If pick-up cannot occur at the scheduled time due to mechanical or personnel issues, the supplier shall notify the City of Lebanon twenty-four (24) hours prior to the scheduled pick-up time and provide the customer with the rescheduled pick-up time.  The rescheduled time shall not be later than forty-eight (48) hours after the originally scheduled pick-up.

The supplier shall have the option of bringing an empty container to replace the full container or picking-up the full container, dumping the container contents, and placing the empty container back; both are acceptable.

The emergency pick-up rate will be established separately from the scheduled pick-up rate.  Emergency pick-ups shall be twenty-four (24) hours or less when the City contacts the supplier.  An emergency pick-up is a non-scheduled pick-up, in which the City has not given a seven (7) day notice.
The City of Lebanon will require suppliers to provide emergency pick-ups the same day of contact when the waste consists of a significant amount of spoiled food.  The City of Lebanon has sole discretion to determine what is deemed a significant amount of spoiled food.  The City of Lebanon will notify supplier upon request when the pick-up must be same day.

The supplier should be prepared for a seasonal service increase for the containers during holidays and special occasions.

Pick-up Schedule must be: Monday through Friday and a Saturday or Sunday pick-up each week.

Two (2) copies of the proposal package shall be enclosed in a sealed envelope plainly identified In the upper left hand corner with the company’s name and address and in the lower left hand corner.

The City reserves the right to reject any and all proposals and to waive information, irregularities, and technicalities in the process.  The City may negotiate separately with any source in any manner necessary to arrive at a contract agreement that is in the best interest of the city.
Proposals may be hand-delivered to the above address by the date and time specified.  It is the responsibility of the Proposer to deliver the RFP.  Proposals dispatched, but not received by the City Purchasing Department by proposal closing time, will be returned, after receipt, unopened to the prospective Proposer.  Verbal or emailed quotes will not be accepted at any time.

GENERAL CONDITIONS

Hold Harmless

The supplier shall protect, indemnify, and hold the City harmless from and against any damage, cost, or liability for any injuries to person or property arising from acts or omissions of the consultant, his employees, agents, or sub-contractors, howsoever caused.  The successful proposer agrees that they will function as an independent contractor and agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the City of Lebanon, its Council Members, employees, officers, and agents from any and all claims or demands that may arise out of or relate to its duties contracted for pursuant to goods and/or service.
Response Preparation Costs

The City will not pay any costs incurred by any supplier in the proposal preparation, printing, demonstration or negotiations process.  All costs shall be the responsibility of the proposing consultants.

Acceptance of Proposal Content

Proposals to be valid for a minimum period of ninety (90) days from date of receipt by the City.

Addenda

Any change to this RFP will be brought forward in the form of a written addendum from the Purchasing Department and will be provided to all known interested parties.  No oral interpretations or communication will affect or change in any way the information contained herein.

Rights and Options of the City of Lebanon:

The City reserves the following rights and options:

· Determine those proposers who are most qualified
· Reject any or all proposals for any reason, at its sole discretion.
PROPOSAL EVALUATION

City of Lebanon’s staff will review the proposals submitted and make a recommendation to the City Council.  It is expected that the selected supplier will deliver the containers shortly after an agreement is executed.  The final deliverables will be due on a mutually agreed upon schedule.  The basis for the evaluation of proposals received includes, but is not limited to, the following consideration:  Cost per month and previous service.
CONTRACT AWARD

Contract award, if made, shall be to the lowest, best and most responsive proposal that is considered to be the City’s best interest.  Anticipated award will be after recommendation approval by the Lebanon City Council.
