Sealed Bids:  Sealed bids for construction of the project entitled Central Avenue Culvert Upgrade & Morningside Drive Pavement Replacement will be received until 2:00 PM, Thursday, November 19, 2020 at the City Manager’s Office, 417 Pendleton Street, Waycross, GA 31501, at which time and place they will be publicly opened and read.  No bid may be withdrawn after the closing time for the receipt of bids for a period of sixty (60) days.

2. Work To Be Done:  The Work to be completed for the Central Avenue and Morningside Drive Improvements  is described briefly as follows:
This project includes improvements to two separate sites: Central Avenue and Morningside Drive. The improvements to Central Avenue include, but are not limited to, the removal of approximately 30 LF of 3-36” CMP storm drainage culverts; the construction of approximately 30 LF of 36” aluminized CMP; 1 EA 3-36” headwall; approximately 30 LF aluminized CMP Side drain pipe; 8 VF Storm Drainage Junction Box; 1 EA Ring and Cover; approximately 50 LF 15” aluminized CMP Side drain pipe; 3 EA pipe couplers; grading complete; erosion control items and other associated construction items. The improvements to the Morningside Dr. area include, but are not limited to, the demolition of existing concrete paving and curb and gutter; 510 SY of Variable Depth Milling, approximately 205 SY 8” GAB; 85 TN 9.5 mm asphalt (2” thickness); 35 TN 19 mm asphalt (3” Thickness) 50 LF 6” ductile iron water line relocation; 110 LF 24” curb and gutter; pavement striping; traffic control and other associated construction items.
3. Performance and Payment Bonds, each in an amount equal to 100% of the contract price shall be required of the successful bidder if contract is awarded.  Each Bond shall be accompanied by a “Power of Attorney” authorizing the attorney-in-fact to bind the surety and certified to include the date of the bond.
