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I.  RFP INSTRUCTIONS AND CONDITIONS

1. INTRODUCTION

The District is a nationally recognized, diverse community of learners. Currently the District serves nearly 21,000 students, made up of four high schools, six middle schools, and nineteen elementary schools, a talented and gifted campus, and a school for at-risk high school students. The District employs over 4,000 people, and covers 150 square miles in much of western St. Louis and northern Jefferson counties. The District has consistently earned the accreditation of Distinction in Performance by the Missouri Department of Education. Additional detailed information about the District may be found at www.rsdmo.org.

The Rockwood School District invites you to submit a bid according to requirements contained herein for providing and installing Promethean Interactive Flat Panels (65 inch and 75 inch models), and providing pre and post-sales support through an annual Education Pricing Agreement (“Products”) and (“Services”). The Products and Services are described more fully below in this RFP. 

2. PROPOSAL PREPARATION AND SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS

A.	In order to be considered, Proposers must submit one (1) hard copies of the proposal and one electronic copy. Proposals shall be signed and printed or type written, submitted sealed with the envelope plainly marked with the title and RFP No.: RFP0220TECHFP. Proposals shall be delivered to:

SEALED PROPOSALS FOR PROVIDING THE PRODUCTS AND SERVICES DESCRIBED HEREIN MUST BE RECEIVED NO LATER THAN: 2:00 PM CST, ON MARCH 25, 2020. Proposals submitted after that time and date will be rejected.

B.	Proposals shall be prepared simply, but completely, providing a straightforward, concise description of capabilities to satisfy the requirements of the RFP. Emphasis should be on completeness and clarity of content. At the same time, proposals should be as thorough and detailed as possible so that the District may properly evaluate the Proposer's capabilities to provide the required products and services.

Electronic or facsimile proposals alone will not be considered in response to this RFP, nor will modifications by electronic or facsimile notice be accepted.

C.	Proposers must include at least the following information, data and responses labeled accordingly in their proposals (i.e. C1, D, E. etc.) Proposers also shall submit Section II of the RFP with responses, any comments to Section III and the required forms.

(1)	Proposer's full name and principal office address, and descriptions of the type of business entity (e.g., publicly held corporation, private non-profit, proprietorship, partnership, etc.).

(2)	If Proposer is incorporated, include the state in which it is incorporated, and list the name and occupation of those individuals servicing on the board of directors, along with the name of any entity or person owning 10% or more of the corporation.

(3)	The name, title, mailing address, telephone number, fax number, and email address of the contact person for this RFP and the proposal.

(4)	A description of Proposer’s products which are being proposed.

(5)	Proposer’s total price for the Products, including any and all costs and expenses. Proposer shall submit a price list appropriately evidencing and itemizing Proposer’s prices, including any applicable discounts.

a.	Indicate if proposed pricing includes the acceptance of payment with a procurement card (p-card) or credit card in lieu of a check. If Proposer agrees, no additional fees shall be charged to the District for card acceptance.

b.	Indicate if proposed pricing could be offered to other Missouri school districts of similar size and order volumes.

(6)	A summary description or work plan which describes how Proposer intends to perform the required services and include a description of any involvement and responsibilities which would be required of the District.

(7)	The name(s) of the employees, persons or contractor(s) proposed to perform the services, and describe the qualifications and experience of each.

(8)	Description of the manner by which Proposer proposes to be compensated for the services to be provided, including a listing or schedule of fees, commissions, costs and expenses, including reimbursable costs and Proposer’s total cost for the services to be provided.

a. Indicate if proposed pricing includes the acceptance of payment with a procurement card (p-card) or credit card in lieu of a check. If Proposer agrees, no additional fees shall be charged to the District for card acceptance.

b. Indicate if proposed pricing could be offered to other Missouri school districts of similar size and order volumes.

D.	Proposers must provide a description or evidence of their experience and qualifications to provide the Products described in this RFP.

E.	Proposers must provide a description or evidence of their experience and qualifications to undertake and to provide the services described in this RFP with a particular emphasis upon experience and services provided to Missouri K-12 school districts.

F.	Proposers must provide evidence or information as to their financial condition and stability.

G.	Proposers must provide a minimum of five (5) references with names, addresses and phone numbers, and including specifically any governmental entities and school districts for which each Proposer has provided the products and services being proposed.

H.	Proposers must state whether they have been involved in any litigation during the last five years, and if so, describe any such litigation.

3. PRE-PROPOSAL MEETING

A pre-proposal meeting is not currently scheduled. Potential bidders requiring clarification of proposal requirements shall contact the Director of Technical Support by 4:00 PM CT on March 11, 2020 to determine if a meeting is necessary or if an addendum to the RFP will suffice for clarification purposes. All District responses to bidder’s questions will be posted via the District’s RFP website link.

4. BID BOND REQUIRED

A bid to be entertained must be accompanied by a cashier’s or certified check or a bid bond, payable to Rockwood R-VI School District, in an amount of no less than ten percent (10%) of the amount of the bid submitted, as a guarantee that, if awarded the contract, the Proposer will promptly enter into a contact and execute such bonds as required. Failure to submit bid security is sufficient cause to reject the proposal.

Should the successful Proposer fail to enter into a contract within sixty (60) days after proposal due date, Proposer’s check or bond will be forfeited to the District. The successful Proposer’s check will be returned immediately after entering into a contract and receipt of payment and performance bods as required by contract.

Unsuccessful Proposers’ checks will be returned to Proposers in full within five (5) working days after the above mentioned period. If all proposals are rejected, all checks will be returned within five (5) working days. Bid bonds will only be returned upon written request and after the same conditions are met for return of checks.

5. AWARD

Award(s) will be made to the responsive and responsible Proposer(s) whose proposal(s) is deemed to be most advantageous to the District, taking into account overall content of the proposal, cost, overall proposal, experience and qualifications of the firm and staff assigned, quality of Proposer’s products, quality and content of the manner in which the services are proposed to be performed. The District reserves the right to split the award or to make multiple awards, and to make award on a part or portion of a proposal. The District may request additional information and/or an interview with some or all Proposers as part of the selection process. In no event shall the District be required to explain the evaluation process or award selection to any Proposer.

6. RIGHT TO REJECT

The District reserves the right to accept any proposal, to reject any and all proposals, and to waive any irregularities or informalities in any proposals. Conditional proposals will not be accepted.

7. PROPOSALS FINAL

All proposals shall be deemed final, conclusive and irrevocable, and no proposal shall be subject to correction or amendment for any error or miscalculation.

8. COST OF PREPARATION

The cost of preparing and submitting a response to this RFP will be assumed solely by each Proposer, whether or not any agreement is signed as a result of this RFP.

9. OWNERSHIP OF SUBMITTALS

All completed proposals submitted in response to this RFP become the property of the District upon submission. The District may use the proposal for any purpose deemed appropriate. The proposal material may become part of any contract between the successful Proposer and the District.

10. RFP INTERPRETATION

Interpretation of the wording of this RFP will be the responsibility of the District and that interpretation will be final and binding.

11. PRICE

Proposers are cautioned that the Products and Services must be furnished at the prices, fees, costs and/or rates submitted and proposed. No increase in costs will be permitted during the term of the contract.

12. PREVAILING WAGE/OTHER LABOR REQUIREMENTS

A. This bid solicitation, the project(s) being bid, and the resulting contract are subject to prevailing wage requirements under applicable Missouri Law. Not less than the prevailing hourly rate of wages, as set out in the annual wage order attached to and made part of this bid solicitation, must be paid to all workers performing work pursuant to any contract awarded for the project. All Proposers must familiarize themselves with the current hourly rate of wages pursuant to said wage order before submitting their proposals in response to this proposal solicitation. Each Contractor awarded a contract will be held responsible for paying the prevailing wages. The Contractor will forfeit as a penalty to the Rockwood School District the amount of $100 per calendar day (or portion thereof) for each worker who is paid less than the prevailing rate for any work performed under the contract by the Contractor or by any Subcontractor.

B. In all Contractors’ bonds, the Contractor shall include such provisions as will guarantee the faithful performance of the prevailing hourly wage clause as provided by contract.

C. Contractor and their Subcontractors shall be required to submit weekly payroll sheets with their monthly invoices showing compliance to the above Prevailing Wage Standard.

D. Accurate records pertaining to wages paid all workers employed on the contract shall be kept within the state by the Contactor and each Subcontractor for a period of one year following completion of the public work.

E. Rockwood School District encourages Proposer to employ St. Louis City and St. Louis County residents for these projects.

13. PAYMENT AND PERFORMANCE BOND

A. If the bid is over $50,000, the District will require the successful Bidder to furnish bonds covering the faithful performance of the contract and the payment of all obligations in the amount of One Hundred Percent (100%). The cost of the bonds shall be included in Proposal’s proposal.

B. In all Contractors’ bonds, the Contractor shall include such provisions as will guarantee the faithful performance of the prevailing hourly wage clause as provided by contract.

14. LIEN WAIVERS

Lien Waivers shall be submitted with Contractor’s invoices.

15. CONTRACT

The Rockwood Board of Education must formally approve the award of any contract(s) or agreement to purchase with approval anticipated to be received no later than May 7, 2020. The successful Proposer will be required to enter into a written contract with the District which will include, but not be limited to, the Products described herein, the scope of services described herein and the contract provisions included herein. It is anticipated the contract term will commence on July 1, 2020 and continue through June 30, 2021. At the end of the initial term, the agreement may be extended for two (2) additional twelve (12) month terms, provided both parties agree in writing. 

The contract value shall not exceed $250,000 annually.

16. INSURANCE

The District requires the successful Proposer to provide a Certificate of Insurance to the District evidencing the following types of insurance with the described limits:

*$1,000,000 Workers’ Comp.
	*$2,000,000 Commercial General Liability (Bodily Injury and Property Damage)
	*$1,000,000 Commercial General Liability (Automobile)
*Plus Broad Special Form Casualty Insurance for Work, and materials and equipment in transit and stored off-site for the full replacement value.

The District shall be listed as certificate holder and as Additional Insured for the commercial general liability and the automobile general liability coverage.

17. TAXES

Proposers shall NOT INCLUDE FEDERAL EXCISE TAX, TRANSPORTATION TAX, or STATE RETAIL SALES TAX in their cost proposal, as these taxes do not apply to the District.

18. NO PARTICIPATION

The successful Proposer shall not directly or indirectly participate as a proposer, bidder, or subcontractor to a proposer or bidder on any bids or request for proposals to be designed, or Products or Services to be provided, as part of the projects contemplated by this RFP.

19. EXCEPTIONS

If a Bidder takes exception to any part of these specifications as written, or as amended by any addenda subsequently issued, or the Agreement, they must do so in writing. Said exceptions must be submitted with the proposal. Failure to do so will be construed as acceptance of all items of the specification and the Agreement.

20. USE OF INFORMATION

A. Any specifications, drawings, sketches, models, samples, data, computer programs or documentation or other technical or business information (“Information”) furnished or disclosed to interested parties under this RFP, or as the result of this RFP, shall remain the property of the District and, when in tangible form, all copies of such information shall be returned to the District upon request. Unless such information was previously known to a party, free of any obligation to keep it confidential, or has been or is subsequently made public by the District or a third party, it shall be held in confidence by such party, shall be used only for the purposes of this RFP, and may not be used for other purposes except upon such terms and conditions as may be mutually agreed upon in writing.

B. No specifications, drawings, sketches, models, samples, tools, or other apparatus programs, technical information or data, written, oral or otherwise, furnished by any interested party to the District under this RFP shall be considered to be confidential or proprietary.

21. OSHA TRAINING

The Contractor and each Subcontractor to perform work on the project must provide a ten-hour Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) construction safety program consistent with Section 292.675, Missouri Revised Statutes, for their onsite employees, and any employees who have not previously completed the construction safety program shall complete the program within sixty (60) days of beginning work on the project. For projects with a cost of $100,000 or more, all onsite employees must have completed the safety program prior to beginning work on the project.

22. TOBACCO-FREE DISTRICT

The Rockwood School District Board of Education has adopted a policy to provide a tobacco-free environment within Rockwood School District’s boundaries, including buildings, facilities, grounds, parking lots, etc. The use of any tobacco products by any visitor, including employees of Contractors and Subcontracts, is prohibited at all times. WORK HOURS:

Scheduled work hours are required to be from 7:30 AM through 4:00 PM. When school is not in session, work hours may be adjusted to begin as early as 7:00 am. Weekend hours may be available. 

EVALUATION CRITERIA:

The main evaluation considerations are price, industry experience, and qualifications. The evaluation criteria include, but are not necessarily limited to, the following:

· Overall best pricing for product and services
· Total cost of implementation
· Proposer’s experience with Rockwood and other school districts

· Proposer’s overall performance record, including responsiveness and reputation based upon feedback from available references
· Perceived quality of the Proposer’s response, including completeness, accuracy and appropriateness
· Stability/risk of the Proposer, including assessment of risk that Proposer may not be able to fulfill responsibilities

WARRANTY REQUIREMENTS

DELIVERY REQUIREMENTS

Installations must occur within 30 days after PO is delivered.  Failure to meet deadlines will result in the Proposer being required to provide 2% per month of the undelivered quantity at no additional cost to RSD.  In addition, Proposer may be required to work overtime and/or shift differential at no additional cost to RSD, if necessary, to meet the expected deadlines.

INSTALLATION/TESTING PROCEDURES

Installation/Testing of flat panel shall be as follows:

· It is the Proposers responsibility to provide all mounting hardware and cabling for the flat panel. Cabling will need to be long enough to connect a flat panel and a PC located within 15’.
· The flat panel will be installed 42” from the floor for all High school and Middle Schools. All Elementary schools will be installed 38” from the floor with the exception of kindergarten rooms (defined as a room with a bathroom as part of the classroom) which will be installed 32” from the floor. The cable from the flat panel to the PC will be mounted in a secure manner that will pass all inspections. The cables to the flat panel must be tested by verifying that the PC will connect to the flat panel.
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III. CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS

INTRODUCTION TO THIS SECTION

The successful Proposer will be expected to enter into a written contract with the District. The terms and conditions in this section are expected to be incorporated into any contract awarded as a result of this RFP. These terms and conditions also will be included in any purchase order(s) issued by the District. In submitting a proposal, the Proposer agrees to the terms and conditions in this section, unless a statement is made to the contrary. Acceptance of alternate language, terms and conditions is at the sole discretion of the District. While the exact term of the contract is subject to final determination, the successful Proposer would be expected to commence the services on or about July 1, 2020 and complete the services as mutually agreed. The following terms and conditions are not to be considered complete, and other terms and conditions will be included in any resulting contract.

INCORPORATION OF DOCUMENTS

The District and Contractor agree that the RFP documents and Contractor’s response to the RFP are incorporated herein by reference to the extent applicable. Complete and correct copies of those documents will remain on file at the office of the District’s Chief Information Officer.


WARRANTY ON PRODUCTS

Contractor warrants that all Products covered by this Agreement will conform to each and every specification, drawing, sample or other description which is furnished to or is adopted by the District and that they will be fit and sufficient for the purpose intended, merchantable, of good material and workmanship and free from defect. Such warranty shall survive delivery and shall not be deemed waived either by reason of the District’s acceptance of said materials or goods or by payment for them.

INSPECTION AND ACCEPTANCE

No Products received by the District pursuant to this Agreement shall be deemed accepted until the District has had reasonable opportunity to inspect said Products. All Products which are discovered to be defective or which do not conform to any warranty of the Contractor herein upon initial inspection, or at any later time if the defects contained in the Products were not reasonably ascertainable upon the initial inspection, may be returned at the Contractor’s expense for full credit or replacement at the District’s option. Such right to return defective Products shall no exclude any other legal, equitable or contractual remedies the District may have.

WARRANTY FOR SERVICES

Contractor warrants and represents to the District that Contractor possesses the background, experience, expertise and qualifications to undertake and to carry out the Services. Contractor further warrants and represents that the Services will be performed in a professional, good, thorough and workmanlike manner, and consistent with accepted industry standards.

REMEDIES FOR UNSATISFACTORY SERVICES

In the event Contractor fails to provide the Services consistent with the warranties and representations set forth in Section 2 above, the District at its option, may:  (a) require Contractor to reperform the unsatisfactory Services at no cost to the District; (b) refuse to pay Contractor for Services, unless and until Services are corrected and performed satisfactorily; (c) require Contractor to reimburse the District all amounts paid for such unsatisfactory Services; and/or (d) proceed with, and assert, any and all remedies available at law. The foregoing options and remedies available to the District shall be deemed to be mutual and severable, and not exclusive.

INSURANCE

A.	Contractor shall procure and maintain occurrence-based insurance including commercial general liability, automobile liability, and workers’ compensation and employers' liability in the amounts described in the RFP. Such insurance shall be provided by insurance companies authorized to do business in the State of Missouri.

B.	The District shall be included as an additional insured on all required insurance policies, except Workers’ Compensation and Employers' Liability, with respect to the liability arising out of the performance of Contractor's Products and Services under this Agreement.

C.	Certificates of insurance of Contractor's insurance coverage shall be furnished to the District at the time of commencement of the Products and Services.

D.	All such insurance shall provide for notice to the District of cancellation of insurance policies thirty (30) days before such cancellation is to take effect.

TERMINATION

A.	The District may terminate this Agreement with or without cause at any time by giving 15 days' prior written notice to the other party of its intention to terminate as of the date specified in the notice. Contractor shall be paid for Products delivered and accepted up to the date of termination. Contractor shall be paid for Services satisfactorily performed up to the time notice of termination is received. Contractor shall also be paid for all Services satisfactorily performed between the time notice is received and the date of termination, as long as all such performed Services are approved by the Board in a separate writing and in advance of their performance.

B.	In the event of a breach of this Agreement by either Contractor or the District, the non-breaching party shall give the breaching party written notice specifying the default, and the breaching party shall have 15 days within which to cure the default. If the default is not cured within that time, the non-breaching party shall have the right to then terminate this Agreement by providing written notice of such termination.

INDEMNITY

Contractor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the District and the members of the Rockwood Board of Education, and the District’s officers, employees, servants and agents from and against any and all liabilities, losses, damages, costs and expenses of any kind (including, without limitation, reasonable legal fees and expenses in connection with any investigative, administrative or judicial proceeding, whether or not designated a party thereto) which may be suffered by, incurred by or threatened against the District or any members of the Rockwood Board of Education, officers, employees, or agents of the District on account of or resulting from injury, or claim of injury, to person or property arising from Contractor’s Products, actions or omissions relating to this Agreement, or arising out of Contractor’s breach or failure to perform any term, covenant, condition or agreement herein provided to be performed by Contractor.


GOVERNING LAW - JURISDICTION

This Agreement shall be governed, construed and interpreted under Missouri law, and shall be deemed to be executed and performed in the County of St. Louis, Missouri. Any legal action arising out of, or relating to this Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Missouri, and the parties agree to the exclusive exercise of jurisdiction and venue over them by a court of competent jurisdiction located in the County of St. Louis, Missouri.

REPORTING

During the term of this Agreement, Contractor shall report to, and confer with, the District’s Director of Technical Support and/or his or her designee on a regular basis, and as may be reasonably requested, concerning the Products provided by Contractor and Services performed by Contractor and issues related to the Products and Services. Contractor also agrees to meet and confer with other District administrators, officers and employees as directed, or as may be necessary or appropriate.

ASSIGNMENT

Contractor agrees, for Contractor and on behalf of Contractor’s successors, heirs, executors, administrators, and any person or persons claiming under Contractor, that this Agreement and the obligations, rights, interests, and benefits hereunder cannot be assigned, transferred, pledged, or hypothecated in any way and shall not be subject to execution, attachment, or similar process, without the express written consent of the District. Any attempt to do so, contrary to these terms, shall be null and void and shall relieve the District of any and all obligations or liability hereunder.

LICENSES AND PERMITS

Contractor shall obtain at Contractor’s expense all licenses and permits necessary to perform the Products and Services.

CONTRACTOR REPRESENTATIONS

Contractor acknowledges and represents that (i) Contractor is legally authorized to transact business in the State of Missouri and to provide the Products and Services required hereunder, (ii) the entering into this Agreement has been duly approved by the Contractor, (iii) the undersigned is duly authorized to execute this Agreement on behalf of Contractor and to bind Contractor to the terms hereof, and (iv) Contractor will comply with all State, federal and local statutes, regulations and ordinances, including civil rights and employment laws and regulations, and agrees not to discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment or in the provision of Products and Services on the basis of race, color, national origin, sex, sexual orientation, age or disability. Contractor also agrees to abide by all applicable District policies and regulations.

Contractor agrees that any employee acting on behalf of the contractor and performing duties on District property will adhere to District policies related to staff conduct, including but not limited to:  banning the use of tobacco on District property, drug-free workplace and activities that could be viewed as unethical or a conflict of interest. Vendors whose staff will regularly enter school buildings will perform background screening on each staff member to ensure that they are not on a sexual offender or predator list. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR

The District and Contractor agree that Contractor will act for all purposes as an independent contractor and not as an employee, in the providing of the Products, and in the performance of Contractor’s duties under this Agreement. Accordingly, Contractor shall be responsible for payment of all taxes, including federal, state and local taxes arising out of Contractor’s Products and Services, including by way of illustration but not limitation, federal and state income tax, Social Security tax, Unemployment Insurance taxes, and any other taxes. In addition, Contractor and Contractor’s employees shall not be entitled to any vacation, insurance, health, welfare, or other fringe benefits provided by the District. Contractor shall have no authority to assume or incur any obligation or responsibility, nor make any warranty for or on behalf of the District or to attempt to bind the District.

FEDERAL WORK AUTHORIZATION PROGRAM 

At, or before, the time of the signing of this Agreement, Contractor shall provide, or shall have provided to the District, the documentation and affidavits regarding a federal work authorization program, as required by Missouri law. The affidavits shall affirm the Contractor’s enrollment and participation in an electronic verification federal work authorization program with respect to the employees working in connection with this Agreement, and shall affirm that Contractor does not knowingly employ any person who is an unauthorized alien in connection with this Agreement. The documentation and affidavits provided shall be acceptable to the District in form and content.

Pursuant to section 285.530, RSMo, if the Contractor meets the section 285.525, RSMo, definition of a “business entity” (http://revisor.mo.gov/main/PageSelect.aspx?section=285.530) the Contractor must affirm the Contractor’s enrollment and participation in the E-Verify federal work authorization program with respect to the employees hired after enrollment in the program who are proposed to work in connection with the services requested herein. The Contractor should complete applicable portions of Exhibit A, Business Entity Certification, Enrollment Documentation, and Affidavit of Work Authorization. The applicable portions of Exhibit A must be submitted prior to an award of a contract.

A. CONTRACTOR’S PERSONNEL

The Contractor shall only employ personnel authorized to work in the United States in accordance with applicable federal and state laws. This includes but is not limited to the Illegal Immigration Reform and Immigrant Responsibility Act (IIRIRA) and INA Section 274A.
