SCOPE AND CLASSIFICATION

SPECIFICATIONS

All qualifying products must meet the following demands:
· Produce a tight protective coating on metal surfaces, prolonging the life of the system’s equipment.

· Reduces buildup of scale in the distribution system.

· Reduces the replacement of existing piping and associated equipment attributed to excessive deposition or under-deposit corrosion.

· Ensures the distribution of chlorine residuals in junction with an adequate flushing program.

· Meets the Lead and Copper Rule requirements for TDEC and EPA.

· NSF/ANSI Standard 60 approved for drinking water.

· Vendor must have completed acceptable coupon testing on an “in-house” plant trial.

· Product must be received in new 50lb sealed buckets with handles.

· Vendor must maintain lead times of less than two (2) weeks from time of placing orders.

· Awarded vendor will perform a yearly, month long (minimum) coupon test to ensure performance.
· The City of Lebanon’s estimated yearly use is approximately 26,000 dry pounds.

Vendors must have a minimum of five years’ experience in the chemical supply industry with a proven reputation for service, providing a minimum of three local references of similarly sized facilities based upon usage, guaranteeing next day emergency service for trouble shooting, and holding bid price for a minimum of one year.
Price must be based on delivery to our locations and ready for immediate use.

Delivery and unloading of phosphate to the back of the trailer must be provided by the vendor, and  if assistance is needed, please contact the Plant Manager before delivery of product. All proper MSDS sheets must be provided at the delivery of the first shipments.
