It is agreed that the description under each item, being briefly stated, implies, although it does not mention, all incidentals and that the prices stated are intended to cover all such work and incidentals as constitute Bidder's obligations as described in the specifications and any details not specifically mentioned, but evidently included in the contract shall be compensated for in the item which most logically includes it.

The unit quantities for bid items listed on the proposal sheets are estimated quantities only for the purpose of comparing bids. Any difference between these estimated quantities and actual quantities required for construction shall not be taken as a basis for claims by the Contractor for extra compensation. Compensation will be based on the unit prices and actual construction quantities.

Bidder understands, acknowledges, and agrees that the Utilities Board of the City of Daphne, Alabama, may assign work under this contract as said Board sees fit and may have work of the type which is the subject of this contract performed by its own forces or by resources other than the successful bidder for this project, in order to best serve the needs of the Board and the utility system. Bidder understands, acknowledges and agrees that the contract amount set forth in Paragraph 3 of the document entitled "Contract” for this project is a maximum amount only and that the Board is not obligated to furnish work orders totaling that amount to the successful bidder on this Contract.

The Bidder further proposes and agrees hereby to commence work with an adequate force, plant and equipment at the time stated in the notice to the Contractor from the Owner to proceed, and fully complete performance within the duration specified in the Special Conditions for each work order listing and not to exceed the date of September 30, 2022. If agreed to by the Contractor and approved by the Utilities Board of the City of Daphne, Alabama by means of a written approval, the contract time may be extended in one (1) year increments up to September 30, 2024. However, no guarantee is implied  or  expressed  that  said  extension of  the contract time  will  be  approved  after  the  initial duration of the Contract. The Contractor shall not exceed the contract amount or the contract termination date without a written approval by the Board. Any work performed without said approval will be at the Contractor's expense. If the contract time is extended in one (1) year increments, the contract amount may be  increased for the one year extension by means of written approval by the Utilities Board of the City of Daphne, Alabama. 

The undersigned further agrees that, in case of failure on his part to execute the said Contract and the bond within ten (10) consecutive calendar days after written notice being given of the award of the contract, the check or bid bond in the amount of five percent (5%) of this bid accompanying this bid not to exceed $10,000 and the monies payable thereon, shall be paid into the funds of the Utilities Board of the City of Daphne, Alabama, as liquidated damages for such failure.   Otherwise, the check or bid bond accompanying this proposal shall be returned to the undersigned.

That the first party, for the consideration hereinafter fully set out, hereby agrees with the second party as follows:

1.  That the first party shall perform all of the work in the manner and form as provided by the following

)enumerated Instruction to Bidders, Form of Proposal, General Conditions, Special Provisions, Detailed Specifications, Form of Contract, Form of Bond, Drawings and Addenda, which are attached hereto and made a part hereof, as if fully contained herein; for the construction of:

2. That the first party shall commence the work to be performed under this agreement on a date to be specified in a written order of the second party and shall fully complete all work hereunder by September 30, 2022. If agreed to by the first party and approved by the second party by written approval, the Contact Time may be extended in one (1) year increments up to September 30, 2024.  However, no guarantee is implied or expressed that said extension of the Contract Time will be approved after the initial duration of the Contract.

3. The second party hereby agrees to pay to the first party for the faithful performance of the agreement, subject to additions and deductions as provided in the specifications or proposal, in lawful money of the United States as follows:

($	) based on the issuance of individual and separate work orders in accordance with the lump sum and unit prices set forth in the proposal. Payment for work performed by the first party shall not, under any circumstances other than a written change order approved by the second party, exceed the above amount.
The first party shall be responsible for ceasing the performance of all work under this agreement prior to exceeding the above amount, without exception, regardless of the items of work remaining on work orders issued by the second party. Issuance of a work order by the second party does not constitute authorization from the second party for the first party to exceed the above amount. Therefore, the first party shall be fully responsible for confirming the work item quantities and cost of work performed under this agreement do not exceed the above amount. No payment will be made to the first party  by the second party for work exceeding the above amount without a written change order approved by the second party.

The first party agrees that the second party may assign work under this Contract as the second party sees fit and may have work of the type which is the subject of this Contract performed by the second party's own forces or by resources other than the first party. The first party acknowledges and agrees that the dollar amount set forth in the preceding paragraph of this section is a maximum amount only and that the second party is not obligated to furnish work orders totaling that amount to the first party.
If a one (1) year extension of the time for performing work under this agreement is granted by written

)approval by the second party, the above amount may be increased only by an amount agreed upon by both parties. The Contractor  shall not  exceed the  contract amount or the contract termination date without written approval by the second party . Any work performed without said approval will be at the Contractor's expense.

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4. The first party shall submit an itemized bill by the 30th day of each calendar month for work performed during the preceding calendar month. The bill shall be in the form specified by the Owner and shall include the work order number , mains and services renewed, and  associated  items  of  work. Individual work orders shall be submitted on the form provided by the Owner prior to construction for each line segment on the itemized bill. Each work order shall have an approval signature of the Owner's authorized personnel to be considered for payment.  On or before the 15th day of each calendar month, the second party shall make partial payments to the first party on the basis of a duly certified and approved itemized bill for work performed during the preceding calendar month by the first party. Any work performed and not invoiced to the Owner within 31 days of its performance shall be at the Contractor's expense. At no time shall the first party submit an estimate  of  work  to  the  second  party  for  work  performed  in  accordance  with  this  agreement  during  a  period of greater than 31 calendar days. Therefore, the first party shall submit one estimate of work for each calendar month that work is being performed without exception for the duration of this agreement.

5. It is mutually agreed between the  parties hereto, that time is of the  essence in this contract, and in the  event  the construction of the work is not completed within the time herein specified for each work order listing, it is agreed  that  from  the  compensation  otherwise to  be  paid  to  the  Contractor, the second party may retain the sum of $750 per day per work order listing for each day thereafter, Sundays, national holidays and other legal holidays of the State of Alabama included, that the work remains uncompleted, which sum shall represent the actual  damages  which  the  Owner  will  have  sustained  per  day  for  interest,  administration, engineering  and inspection by failure of the Contractor to complete the work within the time stipulated, and this sum is not a penalty, being the stipulated damages the second party will have sustained  in the  event of such default by the first  party.

6. It is further mutually agreed between the parties  hereto that if any time after the execution  of this agreement and the surety bond hereto attached for its faithful performance, the second party shall deem the surety or sureties upon such bond to be unsatisfactory, or if for any reason, such bond ceases to be adequate to cover the performance of the work, the first  party shall, at  its expense within five days after the  receipt of  notice from the second party so to do, furnish an additional bond or bonds in such form and amount and with such surety or sureties as shall be satisfactory to the second party. In such event, no further payment to the first party shall be deemed to be due under this agreement until such new or additional security for the faithful performance of the work shall be furnished in manner and form satisfactory to the second party.

7. By signing this contract, the contracting parties affirm, for the duration of the agreement, that they will not violate federal immigration law or knowingly employ, hire for employment, or continue to employ an unauthorized alien within the state of Alabama. Furthermore, a contracting party found to be in violation of this provision shall be deemed in breach of the agreement and shall be responsible for all damages resulting therefrom.
