All poles shall be made from one continuous sheet of steel, with minimum wall thickness of 11 gauge, continuous taper of approximately .14 inch per foot. The steel shall be 55,000 P.S.I., minimum yield, with no horizontal welds except at the baseplate.  The required anchor bolts shall be of 55,000 P.S.I., minimum yield.  All steel items must be hot-dipped galvanized to ASTM A-123 and A-153 specifications, and the steel for the poles and arms shall originate in the United States. All manufacturing shall be completed in a plant certified to the American Institute of Steel Construction (AISC), Category 1.  This certification must be presented with the bid submittal.

INDIVIDUALLY ROLLED FLUTES OR ROUND POLES WITH A SEPARATE FLUTED SHEATHING WILL NOT BE ACCEPTABLE.
