OVERVIEW
The City of Lebanon is seeking bids for the purchase and shooting of fireworks for the July 4, 2022, show.

SCOPE AND REQUIREMENTS OF PROJECT:

The price quote must include all costs associated with:  all fireworks, labor, shipping, setup, cleanup, insurance and equipment (such as mortars) and any other associated cost to provide a safe display.  The display date will be discussed with the awarded vendor. The displays will be fired from sites predetermined by the City.  
The successful price quoted must include a minimum of the following:

1. Customer references of at least 5 shows, within the last year, with value      equal to or greater than the largest show price quoted.
2. A list of the proposed devices to be discharged. Any “Low Level” devices (Cakes, Candles, Strobe Pots, Mines, etc) must be listed separately and described.  All aerial shells are to be listed separately and size quoted in diameter only.

3. Proof of Insurance (per occurrence) of a least 5 million per occurrence with no deductible to the City.

4. Proof of Workman Compensation Valid in the State of Tennessee.

5. Proof of required DOT 5-million dollar vehicular insurance.

6. All workers must be an employee of the company and not a sub-contractor employed by the awarded vendor.

7. Vendor must obtain all Federal, State and Local permits required for all firework events.  Your price must include any fees to be paid for each event. 

1.3 Price Quote Evaluation 
The bid will be awarded based not just on cost but also on the reputation of the company, references supplied, all insurance requirements and previous shows of the same size.
