All joints and connections shall be sealed tight compliant with UL 181 and pass pressure testing. Exhaust vent piping shall be insulated. All ducts shall be installed per manufactures requirements and free of restrictions. Vent louvers shall be white adjustable type. Dryer vent shall be through wall weather type with damper. All supply ducts shall have individual dampers enabling supply air adjustments at each register grill and repositioning damper. All HVAC systems shall be Tested and Balanced within 20% of the ACCA Manual J, S and D calculations.  
All individual HVAC systems shall be controlled by a digital thermostat.
