OVERVIEW

The Purchasing Department is seeking proposals for qualified vendors to provide the City of Lebanon with audio visual equipment for the Town Meeting Hall, located at the City Hall Administration Building.  The City is responsible for the production of a variety of meetings being recorded throughout each week and to provide quality sound and video during those meetings.
SCOPE OF WORK:
· Install (2)-New laser projectors to project on new electric screens.  (The City of Lebanon will provide disconnect and reconnect of power source for the projector screens.  The same content will always be displayed on the two projector screens.)
· Provide BYOD wireless streaming device.  Removal of existing projectors and Projector screens.  (Equipment being removed will remain the property of the City of Lebanon)
· Install (12) ceiling mounted speakers in the room.  
· Provide (2) speakers in the control room.
· Removal of existing ceiling speakers.  City of Lebanon will provide new ceiling tiles to use when mounting new ceiling speakers.  (Old speakers will remain property of the City of Lebanon.)
· Provide (1) PTZ camera to be mounted in the back of the room and will video the meetings that will go to the owner furnished (OFE) device to stream meetings.  All streaming is the responsibility of the City of Lebanon. 
· Must provide the camera and a feed to the OFE device to stream.
· Provide audio output for SEP Video feed for Charter Cable.
· Provide a Press DA Audio with a minimum of (6) audio outputs. This will be located near the control room.
· Provide (2) 10 inch Crestron touch panels in a table top device to control powering the projector on and off, lowering the projector screens, controlling microphone levels, program audio, and camera control.  One touch panel will be located in the control room, and the other touch panel will be located near the front of the room.
· Provide (8) 18 inch goose neck push to talk microphones across the tables for the council members.  
· Provide (1) 12 inch goose neck push to talk microphone at the podium.
· Provide (2) additional table top puck push to talk microphones at the table in front of the council seating.  All necessary cable paths will be provided by the City of Lebanon.
