The Town of Summerville owns 35.4 acres of undeveloped property along the Ashley River and adjacent to the Herbert H. Jessen Boat Landing, currently known as “The Bend on the Ashley.” The Town of Summerville desires to develop the property into a park/recreation facility and is seeking engineering/architecture firms with experience in park master planning. 

The newly developed park master plan may include a variety of outdoor recreation elements (including, but not limited to, trails, boardwalks, non-motorized boat launch/storage, rock climbing wall, slack lining course) as well as building(s) (concepts include an education/conference center and/or retail space), connectivity to the Herbert H. Jessen Boat Landing facility, and parking.
As part of the master plan development, respondents should anticipate the scope of work to include the facilitation of a kickoff meeting (Town elected officials, staff, and select stakeholder groups), multiple public input meetings, and a final presentation of the plan. 

Respondents’ submittals must include an introduction of the firm, project team members and their qualifications, the firm’s past experience with park master planning, examples/descriptions of similar projects the firm has completed, and a list of references.
