The proposals must be signed by an official authorized to bind the Offeror, and it shall contain a statement to the effect that the proposal is firm for a period of at least 90 days from the closing date for submission of proposals.  Proposals must be submitted in a sealed opaque envelope/container showing the above proposal number, closing date, and title.

All submittals (see Part VI, Submission Requirements) received in response to this Request for Proposals will be rated by a County Selection Committee, based upon the Evaluation Criteria as listed in Part Ill.  If the best offeror is clearly identified from the point summary, there will not be a need for oral presentations.   If not, then an oral presentation from a minimum of the top two rated firms shall be required.

This solicitation does not commit Beaufort County to award a contract, to pay any costs incurred in the preparation of a proposal, or to procure or contract for the articles of goods or services.  The County reserves the right to accept or reject any or all proposals received as a result of this request, to negotiate with all qualified offerors, or to cancel in part or in its entirety this proposal, if it is in the best interests of the County to do so.

PART II

1.0 	BACKGROUND AND PURPOSE

1.1     BACKGROUND

1.1.1 	Beaufort County Council has established twelve (12) household waste convenience centers (hereinafter "convenience centers") within Beaufort County for collection of household waste (See Exhibit B for locations). Eleven, as listed herein, will be open as manned convenience centers, one, located on Daufuskie Island, will be open as an unmanned convenience center; however this could change to a manned center within the contract period. Please note that containers on Daufuskie Island must be loaded onto a barge for transport from the island, then transported to the appropriate landfill for disposal. Bidders shall include this barge expense in their proposal.  The successful Contractor will service all centers.

1.1.2 	Currently each convenience center, except Daufuskie lsland, consists of a fenced area, security lights, a drive up ramp and at least four concrete pads.  Locations of the station sites are shown on Exhibit B.
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1.1.3 		Beaufort County Council is contracted with Waste Management of South Carolina, Inc. d/b/a Hickory Hill Sanitary Landfill for the disposal of municipal solid waste (MSW) generated by Beaufort County.  In addition, the County has service agreements with the Oakwood Construction & Demolition Landfill for disposal of inert MSW, construction and demolition (C&D) debris. As for yard waste the County has a service agreement with South Coast Logging located in Okatie for yard waste processing.

1.1.4 		Household waste from the convenience centers will include MSW, inert MSW I C&D debris, white goods and yard waste.  All MSW will be hauled to the Hickory Hill Landfill for disposal.  Inert MSW I C&D debris will be hauled to Oakwood C&D Landfill.  White goods will be hauled to the scrap metal Contractor's or the County consolidation point located at the Shanklin Convenience center, normally by Beaufort County staff. Yard waste will be hauled, as directed, by the County Solid Waste Manager. 	Contractors and other commercial operators are prohibited by ordinance from delivering waste to the convenience centers.

1.2 	PURPOSE

1.2.1   This specification describes Contractor requirements for hauling of household waste from the convenience centers to the Hickory Hill Sanitary Landfill, the Oakwood C&D Landfill, or yard waste processing facilities designated by the County.

2.0 	REFERENCE

2.1 	Convenience Centers Locations Map (Exhibit B).

3.0 	CONTRACTOR REQUIREMENTS

3.1 	CONTRACTOR FURNISHED EQUIPMENT

3.1.1   The Contractor shall furnish at each convenience center at a minimum the containers and equipment specified in Exhibit C.  For Daufuskie Island, the Contractor shall furnish a minimum of three (3) thirty (30) cubic yard open containers. In addition, the Contractor shall furnish sufficient spare containers to support the seven day a week operations at the convenience centers. The Contractor must be able to handle the replacement of containers on Saturday and Sunday. The Contractor must have a storage facility and sufficient containers to extend through the weekend without storage at the County Convenience Centers or make arrangements at an alternative location to authorized landfills to empty containers on the weekend. The equipment located at Daufuskie Island may change if a manned center is established at that location during the period covered by this contract. This requirement for number and type of containers may change during the period of this contract as the County continues to pursue replacing open containers with compactors and receivers. The County may reduce the operating hours Exhibit A of County Convenience Centers within the contract period.

3.1.1.1 	The containers shall be constructed of steel and uniformly painted. 		No company advertisement on the side of containers is allowed. The containers shall be maintained, repaired 	as necessary, and regularly cleaned and disinfected by Contractor.

3.1.1.2 		Minimum specifications for the self-contained compactor shall include the following: (a) 100 SC 30 cubic yard self­ contained unit; (b) Standard hopper, (c) Guide rails and stops for consistent placement of the unit; and (d) 80% full indicator to provide the attendant an advance notice to call for a pull.
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3.1.2 	The Contractor shall furnish labor, handling and transportation equipment and vehicles to sustain the collection and disposal requirements established by the Solid Waste Manager. Yard waste in open top containers may exceed the maximum over-road weight limit, because of compaction or rain-weight.  Tri-axle vehicles may be required for transport.

3.1.2.1   '" Vehicles and equipment used by the Contractor shall be inspected and permitted by the South Carolina Department of Health and Environmental Control and subject to the approval of the Director of Public Works or his agent.

3.2 	CONTRACTOR SERVICES

3.2.1 		The Contractor shall service each convenience center on a daily basis as directed by the Solid Waste Manager or his agent.  Service requirements are dependent upon, and reactive to, activity at each convenience center. Pulls will be made only upon authorization of the Solid Waste Manager or his agent. Contractor shall service Daufuskie as needed, normally every other week as a minimum, pulling 1 -3 containers as required, unless specified otherwise by the Solid Waste Manager or his agent.

3.2.2	At each service, full containers shall be replaced with empty containers prior to transporting the full container to a landfill or yard waste processing facility. Any residue spilled during the removal of containers shall be cleaned up by the Contractor immediately. If the Contractor shall fail to meet the required clean up requirements, then the contractor does hereby agree as part consideration for awarding of this agreement, to pay the County the sum of $500 for each and every occurrence that the Contractor shall be in default of the clean-up requirements.  The Contractor shall deduct the sum listed in this section from the monthly invoice as an itemized credit.  The deduction shall be the sum, times the number of occurrence, in each service month.  Non-compliance will be documented via e-mail commencing with the time and date the e-mail is sent.

3.2.3 		The Contractor shall establish an operations office within a 45 mile radius of Beaufort County. Contractor shall staff the office seven days a week, 7:00 AM to 7:00 PM.  County holidays accepted, for service schedule dispatch and coordination and liaison with the Solid Waste Manager. (This requirement may be met on Saturday and Sunday by a telephone operator who can dispatch equipment to answer service calls.)  When an office is established outside of Beaufort County, the Contractor must establish a local phone line for service calls. The Contractor shall furnish the Director of Public Works and the County Emergency Dispatcher a current telephone roster of Contractor supervisors who are designated authorized to respond to emergency or corrective situations outside of routine business hours.
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3.2.4 	Normal response time for pulls shall be within 5 working hours of notification by the Solid Waste Manager or his agent.  Emergency response time shall be within 4 hours for compactor repairs.  Elapsed response time will run during the hours 7:00 AM to 7:00 PM, seven days a week. Compactor is 3-phase power coupling with a quick disconnect. If the Contractor shall fail to meet the required response requirements, then the Contractor does hereby agree as part consideration for awarding of this agreement, to pay the County the sum of $500 for each and every hour that the Contractor shall be in default of the response time requirements.  The Contractor shall deduct the sum listed in this section from the monthly invoice as an itemized credit.  The deduction shall be the sum, times the number of occurrence, in each service month. Non-compliance will be documented via e-mail commencing with the time and date the e-mail is sent.

3.2.5 		At each convenience center, an empty container shall be set in place before the full container is hauled to a disposal site or yard waste processing facility.  If the Contractor fails to set an empty container to replace a filled container to be hauled for disposal, then the Contractor does hereby agree as part consideration for awarding of this agreement, to pay the County the sum of $50 for each event that the Contractor shall be in default of the container replacement requirement.  The Contractor shall deduct the sum listed in this section from the monthly invoice as an itemized credit.  The deduction shall be the sum, times the number of occurrence, in each service month. Non-compliance will be documented via e-mail commencing with the time and date the e-mail is sent.


3.2.6 		The Contractor may store empty containers at convenience centers only to the extent necessary to support that individual convenience center.  If the Contractor stores more than one each empty containers of the various types used at that individual convenience center, then the Contractor does hereby agree as part consideration for awarding of this agreement, to pay the County the sum of $50 for each event that the Contractor shall be in excess of the empty container storage limitation.  

3.2.7 		No filled containers may be stored overnight at any County convenience center, except on the days that Hickory Hill Sanitary Landfill is closed for MSW containers or the days that Oakwood C&D Landfill is closed for Inert MSW/C&D debris containers.  On those days when the landfills are closed, the Contractor will still be required to meet the response time for pulls
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             delineated in paragraph 3.2.5 above.  The contractor shall replace full containers with empty ones (swap out) at the ramps and may store the filled containers at the convenience center site. The Contractor shall remove all filled containers from all County convenience centers by close of business on the first day that the landfills reopen.  If the contractor fails to remove all filled containers stored at County convenience centers by the close of business on the first day that the landfill reopens, i.e., 5:00PM on a non-holiday Monday, then the Contractor does hereby agree as part consideration for awarding of this agreement, to pay the County the sum of $50 for each event that the Contractor shall be in default of the filled container removal requirement.  The Contractor shall deduct the sum listed in this section from the monthly invoice as an itemized credit.  The deduction shall be the sum, times the number of occurrence, in each service month. Non-compliance will be documented via e-mail commencing with the time and date the e-mail is sent.


3.3 	HAZARDOUS, ILLEGAL OR CONTRABAND REFUSE

3.3.1 	If the Contractor encounters refuse at a convenience center that is suspected to be hazardous to health and safety, to be illegal or contraband material or otherwise suspicious, the Beaufort County Sheriff, the County Solid Waste & Recycling Superintendent, and the South Carolina Department of Health and Environmental Control shall be notified immediately.  Refuse so identified shall not be removed until authorized by the appropriate jurisdictional authority.

3.4 	CONTRACTOR RESPONSIBILITY AT SITES

3.4.1 	Contractor is responsible for the repair of damages to convenience centers including but not limited to walls, slabs, paved areas, gates and fences incurred during the course of pulling/setting containers or otherwise operating at the convenience centers.  A joint inspection of facilities will be conducted by the County and the Contractor prior to the commencement of contracted work.

3.5 	PERFORMANCE

3.5.1 	The Contractor shall comply with all current and future Federal, State and County regulations and ordinances for sanitation and health and shall obtain the required inspections, licenses and permits.

4.0 	USE OF LANDFILLS AND PROCESSING  FACILITIES

4.1 	DISPOSAL

4.1.1    The Contractor shall dispose of MSW collected from the convenience centers at the Hickory Hill Sanitary Landfill.  The
Contractor shall dispose of inert non-compactable MSW/ C&D debris at Oakwood C&D Landfill.  The Contractor shall dispose of yard waste at the nearest site as designated by the County Solid Waste Manager or his agent.

4.1.2 	The Contractor shall comply with the rules, regulations and operational procedures established by the operators of the designated landfills and of the alternative yard waste facilities.

4.1.3 	The County reserves the right to direct disposal to any designated facility as directed by the Solid Waste Manager.  Any substantial change in hauling distance will result in a renegotiation of hauling rates to reflect the change in hauling distance.

5.0 	ACCOUNTING

5.1 	INVOICING

5.1.1 	The Contractor shall invoice the County by each of the nine Solid Waste Districts, monthly, for services performed at rates specified herein. Invoices should be submitted electronically via email to specified personnel by the fifth of the each month. These invoices should be submitted in both PDF and Excel Formats. District invoices should classify pulls by waste stream, such as MSW, yard debris, and construction and demolition debris noting compactor or open top container.  Each waste stream should be totaled with the number of pulls. In the event that additional charges are included due to special circumstances invoicing must follow the prescribed format as other waste streams (separated and totaled). The invoice format and substantiating vouchers shall be as prescribed by the County Solid Waste Manager.

5.2 	AUDIT

5.2.1 	The County shall be entitled to audit the books and records of the Contractor applicable to this Contract at reasonable times and places.  The Contractor shall retain such records for a period of not less than three (3) years following final contract payment

6.0 	MISCELLANEOUS

6.1 	CONTRACT TERM

6.1.1   The contract for convenience centers hauling and disposal services shall be for the three-year term commencing July 1, 2017 and ending June 30, 2020.  The County may at its option, subject to mutual agreement with the Contractor, extend the contract for a term not to exceed two (2) additional years.

PART IV


CONTRACTUAL REQUIREMENTS

1.0 		EXCUSABLE DELAY: The Contractor shall not be liable for any excess costs, if the failure to perform the contract arises out of causes beyond the control and without the fault or negligence of the Contractor.  Such causes may include, but are not restricted to, acts of God or of the public enemy, acts of the Government in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, freight embargoes, and unusually severe weather; but in every case the failure to perform must be beyond the control and without the fault or negligence of the Contractor.  If the failure to perform is caused by the default of a subcontractor, and if such default arises out of causes beyond the control of both the Contractor and the subcontractor, and without the fault or negligence of either of them, the Contractor shall not be liable for any excess costs for failure to perform, unless the supplies or services to be furnished by the subcontractor were obtainable from other sources in sufficient time to permit the Contractor to meet the required delivery schedule.

2.0 		S.C. LAW CLAUSE: Upon award of a contract under this proposal, the person, partnership, association, or corporation to whom the award is made must comply with local and State laws which require such person or entity to be authorized and/or licensed to do business in Beaufort County. Notwithstanding the fact that applicable statutes may exempt or exclude the successful offeror from requirements that it be authorized and/or licensed to do business in Beaufort County, by submission of this signed proposal the offeror agrees to subject itself to the jurisdiction and process of the Fourteenth Judicial Circuit Court of Beaufort County, as to all matters and disputes arising or to arise under the contract and the performance thereof including any questions as to the liability for taxes, licenses, or fees levied by State or local government.

3.0 		OFFEROR'S QUALIFICATIONS: Offeror must, upon request of the County, furnish satisfactory evidence of their ability to furnish products or services in accordance with the terms and conditions of this proposal.  The Purchasing Department reserves the right to make the final determination as to the offeror's ability to provide the services requested herein, before entering into any contract.

4.0 		OFFEROR RESPONSIBILITY:  Each offeror shall fully acquaint himself with conditions relating to the scope and restrictions attending the execution of the work under the conditions of this proposal.  It is expected that this will sometimes require on-site observation.  The failure or omission of an offeror to acquaint himself with existing conditions shall in no way relieve him of any obligation with respect to this proposal or to the contract.

5.0 		AFFIRMATIVE  ACTION: The Contractor  will take affirmative action in complying with all Federal and State requirements concerning fair employment and employment of the handicapped and concerning the treatment of all employees, without regard or discrimination by reason of race, religion, sex, national origin, or

physical handicap.

6.0 		PRIME CONTRACTOR  RESPONSIBILITIES: The Contractor will be required to assume sole responsibility for the complete effort, as required by this RFP.  The County will consider the Contractor to be the sole point of contact with regard to contractual matters.

7.0 		SUBCONTRACTING: If any part of the work covered by this RFP is to be subcontracted, the Contractor shall identify the subcontracting organization and the contractual arrangements made with same.  All subcontractors must be approved, in writing by the County, or when applicable a political subdivision within the County with the County's concurrence.  The successful offeror will also furnish the corporate or company name and the names of the officers of any subcontractors engaged by the vendor.  The County reserves the right to reject any or all subcontractors and require substitution of a firm qualified to participate in the work as specified herein.

8.0 		OWNERSHIP OF MATERIAL: Ownership of all data, material, and documentation originated and prepared for the County pursuant to this contract shall belong exclusively to the County.

9.0 		PAYMENT AND PERFORMANCE BOND: The successful Contractor shall furnish, within ten (10) days after written notice of acceptance of proposal, a Payment and Performance Bond.  Contractor shall provide and pay the cost of a Payment and Performance Bond.  The Bond shall be in the amount of one-hundred percent (100%) the annual contract cost, issued by a Surety Company licensed in South Carolina with an "A" minimum rating of performance as stated in the most current publication of "Best's Key Rating Guide, Property Liability" which shall show a financial strength rating of at least five (5) times the Contract Price.  The Bond shall be accompanied by a "Power of Attorney" authorizing the attorney-in-fact to bind the surety and certified to include the date of the bond.

10.0 		NONRESIDENT   TAXPAYERS:  If  the  offeror is a South Carolina nonresident taxpayer and the contract amount is $10,000.00 or more, the offeror acknowledges and understands that in the event he is awarded a contract offeror shall submit a Nonresident Taxpayer Registration Affidavit (State form #1-312-6/94), before a contract can be signed.  Affidavit must certify that the nonresident taxpayer is registered with the S.C. Department of Revenue or the S.C. Secretary of State's Office, in accordance with Section 12-9-310(A)(2)(3) of S.C. Code of Laws (1976) as amended.

11.0 		BUSINESS LICENSE:  In accordance with the Beaufort County Business License Ordinance, 99-36, Article Ill, as enacted November 22, 1999, any business or individual generating income in the unincorporated area of Beaufort County is required to pay an annual license fee and obtain a business license. The ordinance referenced is available on the Beaufort County website at www.bcgov.net or by calling the Business License Administrator at (843) 255-2270 for a list of schedules.
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12.0 	ADDITIONAL ELIGIBILITY: Other Beaufort County Public Procurement units shall, at their option, be eligible for use of any contracts awarded pursuant to this Invitation.

13.0 		INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS: Prior to commencing work hereunder, Contractor, at his expense, shall furnish insurance certificate showing the certificate holder as Beaufort County, P.O. Drawer 1228, Beaufort, SC 29901-1228, Attention: Purchasing Director and with a special notation naming Beaufort County as an Additional Insured on the liability coverages.  If not otherwise specified, the minimum coverage shall be as follows:

13.1 	Worker's Compensation Insurance Contractor shall have and maintain, during the life of this contract, Worker's Compensation Insurance for his employees connected to the work/delivery, in accordance with the Statutes of the State of South Carolina and any applicable laws.

13.2 		Commercial General Liability Insurance Contractor shall have and maintain, during the life of this contract, Commercial General Liability Insurance.  Said Commercial General Liability Policy shall contain Contractual Liability and Products/Completed Operations Liability subject to the following minimum limits: BODILY INJURY of at least $1,000,000 PER PERSON, $1,000,000
PER OCCURRENCE; PROPERTY DAMAGE of at least $1,000,000 PER
OCCURRENCE; or BODILY INJURY/PROPERTY DAMAGE of at least
$2,000,000 COMBINED SINGLE LIMIT.

13.3 		Comprehensive Automobile Liability Insurance- The Contractor shall have and maintain, during the life of this contract, Comprehensive Automobile Liability, including non-owned and hired vehicle, of at least $1,000,000 PER PERSON, $1,000,000 PER OCCURRENCE; PROPERTY DAMAGE of at least $1,000,000 PER OCCURRENCE, or BODILY INJURY/PROPERTY DAMAGE of at least $2,000,000 COMBINED SINGLE LIMIT.

13.4 	The required insurance policy at the time of issue must be written by a company licensed to do business in the State of South Carolina and be acceptable to the County.

13.5 	The Contractor/vendor shall not cause any insurance to be canceled or permit any insurance to lapse.  All insurance policies shall contain a clause to the effect that the policy shall not be canceled or reduced, restricted or limited until fifteen (15) days after the County has received written notice, as evidenced by return receipt of registered or certified letter.  Certificates of Insurance shall contain transcript from the proper office of the insurer, the location, and the operations to which the insurance applies, the expiration date, and the above-mentioned notice of cancellation clause.

Contractor's liability.

14.0 		INDEMNITY: The Contractor hereby agrees to indemnify and save harmless the County, its officers, agents, and employees from and against any and all liability, claims, demands, damages, fines, fees, expenses, penalties, suits, proceedings, actions and cost of actions, including attorney's fees for trial and on appeal of any kind and nature arising or growing out of or in any way connected with the performance of the Agreement,  whether by act of omissions of the Contractor, its agents, servants, employees or others, or because of or due to the mere existence of the Agreement between the parties.

15.0 	TERMINATION FOR DEFAULT:

15.1 		The performance of Work under the Agreement may be terminated by the Purchasing Director, in accordance with this clause, in whole or in part, in writing, whenever the Director of Purchasing shall determine that the Contractor has failed to meet the performance requirements of this Agreement.
