Sealed bids will be received at the office of the City Clerk, City Hall, Camdenton, Missouri, until Tuesday, February 13, 2018 at 10:00 AM for Park Roof Replacement Project.

The project consists of roof replacement on the following structures: two picnic pavilions and the small restroom on Pam May Drive, two buildings at the Aquatic Center, the restroom and the picnic pavilion at the Ballpark. Plans and specifications are on file for examination at the Office of the City Clerk, City Hall, 437 W US Highway 54, Camdenton, Missouri 65020. To bid this work, potential bidders MUST obtain plans, specifications and bid documents from the City and be placed on the bidders list in order to qualify to bid this work.  Bids must be submitted on the Proposal Form provided with the specifications. No bid bond is required. A performance bond will be required. Completion of this project is required within 50 days, weather permitting.
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The City reserves the right to reject any and all bids, waive informalities, and select the proposal deemed to be in the best interest of the City. The City intends to award this project to the lowest, responsive, responsible bidder.

Successful bidder shall comply with the provisions of Section 285.525 through 285.550 RSMo regarding the hiring of illegal works and Section 292.675 RSMo regarding OSHA requirements.

Attention of bidders is called to the prevailing hourly rates of wages in the locality for each type of worker needed to execute the contract and also the general prevailing rate for legal holiday and overtime work, all as determined by the Division of Labor Standards – Section 290.250 RSMo.

The City will affirmatively assure that in any contract entered into pursuant to this Notice to Bidders, qualified women, minority, and disadvantaged business enterprises will be afforded full opportunity to submit bids and will not be discriminated against on the grounds of race, color, religion, sex, age, disability, familial status, national origin, or political affiliation.
