1.02 DEFINITIONS:

A. City of Myrtle Beach – herein referred to as “City.”
B.  RFP – Request for Proposal
C.  Offeror -	any vendor, proprietor, business, company, service provider, or corporation 
		who submits a proposal to the City.
D.  Proposal -	the collection of documents that includes these general instructions, the 
		scope of work and/or specifications, a written offer, and signature page to 
		be used for consideration in negotiations and/or contract development.
		E.  Addendum -	a written change, addition, alteration, correction, or revision to a proposal 
				document.
		 


2.0	AUTHORITY:

2.01	Equal Weight and Force.  The instructions herein contained are given for the purpose of 
	guidance in properly preparing an applicable proposal.  These directions have equal weight 
	and force with the specifications and strict compliance is required with all of the provisions.  
	Unless otherwise stated in the special instructions of the proposal, these general 
	instructions shall apply.

2.02	Written Explanations.  Only written information from the procurement manager or an 
	authorized representative of the purchasing division is binding; therefore no verbal 
	instructions or verbal information from any other source shall be binding on the City.  The 
	City shall not be responsible for any other explanation or interpretation and the decision of 
	the procurement manager or an authorized representative of the purchasing division shall 
	be final and binding upon each Offeror.

2.03	Disputes with Written Explanations.  The written specifications are considered clear and 
	complete.  Failure of the Offeror to call attention in writing to any disputes, definitions, 
	discrepancies, inconsistencies or incompleteness before the opening of the proposal in the 
	time and manner set forth herein is a waiver of right to do so upon opening of the proposals.  
	Clarifications requested by Offerors must be in writing not less than three (3) days before 
	date and time set for receipt of proposals.

2.04	Written Addenda.  Should the procurement manager deem it necessary to alter proposal 
specifications, those alterations shall be made in the form of written addenda that shall be
posted on the City website, and may be advertised in the South Carolina Business 
Opportunties (SCBO) online publication and the local newspaper.  The Offeror is 
responsible for monitoring all of these sources and should not rely on a single source for 
updates. These addenda shall then be considered as part of these specifications.  No 
interpretations of the meaning of the proposal specifications shall be made orally. 

3.0	REQUIREMENTS FOR WRITTEN DOCUMENTS:

3.01	Availability of Documents.  Proposal documents may be obtained through the City of 
	Myrtle Beach website (www.cityofmyrtlebeach.com), or in person at the City of Myrtle 
	Beach Purchasing Office, 3231 Mr. Joe White Avenue, Myrtle Beach, SC  29577, Monday 
	through Friday (excluding City holidays), from 8:00 AM to 5:00 PM.  Proposal documents 
	may be mailed or sent via e-mail by vendor request only.

3.02	Responsive Proposals.  The City of Myrtle Beach will review proposals on a pass/fail 
	basis to determine whether the proposal is “responsive” to this RFP.  A responsive 
	proposal will contain all required documents and forms that are completed in their 
	entirety.  Documents and forms must be unaltered, legible, signed, sealed appropriately, 
	and free from errors without noted corrections.  The City reserves the right (at its sole 
	discretion) to determine whether a proposal is responsive. 

3.03	Non-Responsive Proposals.  Proposals that are incomplete, unsigned, improperly signed 
	or sealed, conditional, illegible, obscure, contain arithmetical errors, corrections without 
	initials, ambiguities, alterations, and/or irregularities of any kind, may be declared non-
	responsive. 

3.04	Document Completion.  A proposal and signature document is provided as part of the
solicitation.  This form must be used in submitting a proposal and all pages of the proposal 
document must be completely filled out in blue ink and signed by the Offeror.  No proposal 
shall be accepted unless submitted on the forms furnished herein.  The format of the 
proposal documents shall not be altered in any way.  Written errors made on the 
proposal documents prior to submission must be corrected by marking through the entry in 
blue ink and making the correct entry adjacent to the written error and initialed by the 
Offeror in blue ink.

3.05	Contents of Proposal Packet.  The general instructions, scope of work and/or 
	specifications, and the proposal and signature document constitute the proposal packet. By 
	submitting a proposal, the Offeror is deemed to have accepted all of the terms and 
	conditions set forth in the proposal packet documents.  Alternative proposals shall not be 
	considered.  All proposal packet documents, after completion by the Offeror, must be 
	returned with the proposal in the same order as received by the Offeror.



3.06	Single Package Requirement.  Unless otherwise stated in the special instructions section 
	of this proposal request, submit one complete proposal package using the attached form(s), 
	for proposed pricing.

3.07	Proposal Submission.  Each proposal must be enclosed in a sealed envelope, clearly 
	marked on the outside with the company name/address in the upper left-hand corner and  
	proposal number/name and time/date of opening in the lower left-hand corner.  This sealed 
	envelope must be delivered to the procurement buyer.  If the required information is not 
	clearly stated on the outside of the envelope, the proposal is considered nonresponsive.  
	It is the Offeror’s responsibility to ensure that the proposal is delivered by the official 
	opening date and time.  Proposals submitted after the date and time set for receipt shall be 
	considered late, regardless of the degree of lateness or the reason related thereto, 
	including causes beyond the control of the Offeror.  Late proposals shall not be opened 
	and will be returned to the Offeror unopened.  The City of Myrtle Beach is not 
	responsible for late or misdirected mail.

3.08	Proposal Delivery/Opening.  All proposals must be sealed, marked and delivered in 
	accordance with these instructions to Purchasing Division, City of Myrtle Beach,
3231 Mr. Joe White Avenue, Myrtle Beach, SC  29577.  Proposals received prior to the 
advertised hour of opening shall be securely kept sealed.  Proposals are not subject to 
public opening.

3.09	Intellectual Property Rights.  All documents prepared and furnished by the Offeror 
	shall become the property of the City of Myrtle Beach upon approval in writing.  In the 
	event that the City of Myrtle Beach uses such documents on any extension to this work, 
	the Offeror shall have no liability or responsibility whatsoever for the acts, errors, or 
	omissions for any persons, firm, or individual performing such extension or for any 
	consequences arising therefrom.  The Offeror shall not issue a press release, advertisement, 
	publicity material, or similar matter, or participate in a media interview concerning the 
	project or documents without the prior consent in writing of the City of Myrtle Beach.

4.0	FULL EXAMINATION AND PARTICIPATION:

4.01	Thorough Investigation.  Offerors shall make all investigations necessary to thoroughly 
	inform themselves regarding plant and facilities for delivery of material and equipment 
	and/or service to be performed as required by the proposal conditions.  No plea of ignorance 
	by the Offeror of conditions that exist or that may hereafter exist as a result of failure or 
	omission on the part of the Offeror to make the necessary examination and investigations, 
	or failure to fulfill in every detail the requirements of the contract documents, shall in no 
	way relieve the Offeror from any obligation in respect to the proposal.

4.02	Evidence of Examination.  Submission of a proposal will be considered as conclusive 
	evidence of the Offeror’s complete examination, understanding and acceptance of the 
	specifications.


4.03	Consultant Services.  Unless otherwise set forth in the scope of work, the Offeror shall 
	attend all project meetings and provide all information requested by the City of Myrtle 
	Beach.  This includes, but is not limited to, all necessary revisions or modifications to 
	any/all documents, and/or budget estimates.

5.0	CHANGES IN SPECIFICATIONS:

5.01	Authority of Specifications.  It shall be understood that in all cases the terms and 
	conditions, as detailed in the specifications, shall supersede terms and conditions, as 
	detailed in the general instructions.  No verbal agreement or conversation with any officer, 
	agent, or employee of the City shall affect or modify any of the terms and conditions.

5.02	Deviation from Specifications.  Any deviation from specifications must be noted in detail 
	and submitted in writing with this proposal.  Complete specifications should be attached 
	for any substitutions offered, or when amplifications are desirable or necessary.  The 
	absence of a specification deviation statement and accompanying specifications shall hold 
	the Offeror strictly accountable to the specifications as written herein.

5.03	Changes after Award.  Any changes in specifications, after the purchase order/contract 
	has been awarded, must be with the written consent of the purchasing division; otherwise, 
	the responsibility for such changes shall be with the Offeror.

6.0	MODIFICATIONS:

6.01	Additional Work.  The proposal shall not contain any unauthorized additions.  No
	additional work shall be allowed or paid for unless such extra or additional work is ordered 
	in writing by the purchasing division and with the price for such established and agreed 
	upon before such extras are delivered or work is performed.

6.02	Adjustments to Items/Work.  The City of Myrtle Beach shall have the right, without 
	invalidating the contract, to make additions to or deductions from the items or work 
	covered by the specifications.  In case such deductions or additions are made, an equitable 
	price adjustment shall be made between the City and the contractor.  Any such adjustments 
	in price shall be made in writing.

7.0	AWARD CRITERIA/TIMELINE:

7.01	Independent Contractor Status.  The Offeror is an independent contractor and shall 
	not be deemed an agent, employee, or partner of the City of Myrtle Beach.

7.02	Contract Issuance.  The award of a contract is accomplished by executing a written 
	agreement that incorporates the entire proposal, Offeror’s response, clarifications, 
	addenda, and additions.  All such materials constitute the contract documents.  The Offeror 
	agrees to accept the contract terms unless substantive changes are made without the 
	approval of the Offeror.  Offeror shall not add any provisions reserving the right to accept 
	or reject an award.  The procurement office is the sole point of contact for the issuance 
	of the contract.  No contract shall be issued without final approval of the Myrtle Beach City 
	Council.

7.03	Commencement of Work.  Upon execution and delivery of the contract and insurance 
	certificates, the Offeror shall be notified to proceed with the work of the contract.  The 
	work of the contract shall be commenced within one (1) City business day following such 
	notification, or as otherwise specified in the Notice to Proceed.  The performance period 
	shall be from date of issuance of Notice to Proceed through ninety (90) calendar days.  
	Contract prices shall remain firm for the duration of the contract period.  The City of 
	Myrtle Beach reserves the right to adjust the performance period to meet the best interests 
	of the City.  Any such adjustment will be made in writing through the Purchasing Office.

7.04	Contract Timeline.  In the event the successful Offeror fails or refuses to execute a formal 
	written contract with the City of Myrtle Beach in form and content acceptable to the City, 
	within ten (10) City business days after notice of acceptance of the proposal, the proposal 
	may be revoked, and all obligations of the City in connection with the proposal may be 
	canceled.

7.05	Notification.  Proposal tabulations will be available on-line at 
	www.cityofmyrtlebeach.com/purchasing.html. Winning Offeror shall be notified five (5) 
	City business days after proposal tabulations are posted.

8.0	OFFEROR RESPONSIBILITIES:

8.01	Duration of Proposal.  Proposal prices, terms and conditions shall be firm for a period of 
	at least one hundred twenty (120) calendar days from the deadline for receipt of submittal, 
	or until such time as established in the proposal.  The successful proposal shall not be 
	subject to future price escalation or changes of terms if accepted during the one hundred 
	twenty (120) day period, or the specified proposal time.  Price decreases or changes in 
	terms by others after the acceptance of a proposal shall not be considered.

8.02	Transfer of Responsibilities.  The contractor shall not assign or otherwise transfer any of 
	its responsibilities or obligations under the contract to any other person or entity without 
	prior written consent of the City.

8.03	Drug-Free Workplace.  In accordance with the provisions of the Drug-Free Workplace 
	Act, the City of Myrtle Beach shall promote a drug-free workplace.  Illegal drugs or 
	narcotics in the workplace are strictly prohibited.  The manufacture, possession, use, and/or 
	distribution of a controlled substance of any kind while working on City property is subject 
	to disciplinary action up to and including immediate discharge.  As such, Offerors are 
	required to insure that a drug-free workplace is provided in the performance of any City 
	contracts.  By submitting a proposal, Offeror certifies that, if awarded the contract, they 
	and their subcontractors shall comply with the City’s Drug-Free Workplace Policy.  The 
	failure of any Offeror to uphold and enforce this policy is subject to termination of contract.


8.04	Subcontractors.  The contractor shall be wholly responsible for the performance of all 
	subcontractors and for their acts and omissions, and those of persons either directly or 
	indirectly employed by the contractor, and the fact that subcontractors are subject to the 
	approval of the City of Myrtle Beach shall not affect the contractor’s responsibility in this 
	regard.  The Offeror shall bind every subcontractor to all terms and conditions anywhere 
	contained in the contract documents as far as applicable to the work of such subcontractor 
	so that the subcontractor assumes toward the contractor and toward the work all the 
obligations and responsibilities that the contract assumes toward the City as to the 
performance of the subcontractor’s portion of the work.

8.05	Coordination and Contact.  The selected Offeror shall be required to assume 
	responsibility for coordination and delivery of all services offered in their proposal.  
	Offeror shall not assign, transfer, convey, sublet, or otherwise dispose of the contract or 
	their right, title, or interest therein without prior written consent of the City.  Further, the 
	City of Myrtle Beach shall consider the selected Offeror to be the sole point of contact with 
	regard to contractual matters, including payment of any and all charges.  

8.06	Force Majure.  The Offeror shall not be held responsible for failure to perform the 
		responsibilities imposed by this proposal due to legal strikes, fires, riots, rebellions, and 
		acts of God beyond the control of the Offeror, unless otherwise specified in the proposal.

9.0	INDEMNITY CLAUSE:

9.01	Hold Harmless.  The contractor agrees to indemnify and save harmless the City of 
	Myrtle Beach, its officers, representatives, departments, agencies, employees, and agents, 
	from all claims, loss, damage, injury, fines, penalties, demands, actions, suits, and 
	liabilities arising from the contractor’s own fault or negligence or through the negligence 
	or fault of the manufacturer of goods supplied by the contractor.  This obligation shall 
	extend to and include, all litigation costs, court costs, and reasonable attorney fees 
	incurred by the City in response to such claims, provided it is ultimately determined that 
	such claims result from the contractor’s or manufacturer’s fault or negligence.

	9.02.  Failure to Enforce.  Failure by the City at any time to enforce the provisions of the 
		proposal shall not be construed as a waiver of any provisions.  The failure to enforce shall 
		not affect the validity of any part of the proposal.

10.0	FEDERAL AND STATE LAWS:

10.01	Employment Discrimination.  During the performance of this proposal, the Offeror 
	agrees not to discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of 
	race, religion, color, sex, orientation, age, disability, or national origin; however, some 
	conditions may be a bona fide occupational qualification reasonably necessary for the 
	completion of this proposal.  Furthermore, the Offeror agrees that this non-discriminatory 
	agreement shall be incorporated by the Offeror in all contracts entered into with suppliers, 
	subcontractors, and all labor organizations furnishing skilled, unskilled, and craft union 
	skilled labor, or who may perform any such labor or services.

10.02	Compliance with Laws.  The Offeror shall, in the performance of work under this 
	proposal, fully comply with all applicable federal, state, county, or municipal laws, rules, 
	regulations, or ordinances, and shall hold the City harmless from any liability resulting 
	from failure of such compliance.

11.0	FINANCIAL ACCOUNTING:

11.01	Representation.  The selected Offeror shall assign a competent account representative 
	acceptable to the City of Myrtle Beach who will represent the Offeror in providing 
	contracted services to the City.  The account representative shall maintain accurate and 
	detailed records, correspondence, and accounts relating all parts of the proposal.  Records 
	shall be kept in accordance with sound, generally accepted accounting principles.  The 
	City shall have the right to audit all records pertaining to the costs incurred under this 
	proposal.  If the account representative is removed by the Offeror, the new representative 
	must be acceptable to the City.

11.02	Payment.  Inspection and acceptance of the material, goods, and/or service by an 
	authorized representative of the City shall be required prior to any payment.  After 
	acceptance by the City, payments shall be made to the contractor within thirty (30) calendar 
	days of receipt of invoice.

12.0	PROPOSAL REJECTION/WITHDRAWAL:

	12.01	Reasons for Rejection.  The City of Myrtle Beach may reject a proposal if:
			A.  The Offeror misstates or conceals any material fact in the proposal; or if,
			B.  The proposal does not strictly conform to the law or requirements of the 
proposal; or if,
C. The proposal is conditional, except that the Offeror may qualify his/her
proposal for acceptance by the City on an “all or none” basis, or a “low item” 
basis.  An “all or none” basis proposal must include all items upon which 
proposals are invited.

12.02	Best Interest of City of Myrtle Beach.  The City may, however, reject all proposals 
	whenever it is deemed in the best interest of the City to do so, and may reject any part of a 
	proposal unless the proposal has been qualified as provided in statement.  The City may 
	also waive any minor informalities or irregularities in any proposal.

12.03	Determination of Responsibility.  The City may make such investigation as it deems 
	necessary to determine the ability of an Offeror to furnish the required services, and 
	the Offeror shall furnish to the City any requested information and data for this purpose at 
	the Offeror’s expense.  Information requested may include, but not be limited to:  financial 
	statements, credit ratings, criminal histories, references, records of past performance, 
	and/or on-site inspections.  The City reserves the right to reject any Offeror if the evidence 
	fails to satisfy the City that such Offeror is properly qualified to carry out the terms of this 
	proposal.

12.04	Disqualification.  Any of the following factors may be considered just cause to 
	disqualify a proposal without further consideration:  evidence of either direct or indirect 
	collusion among Offerors in regard to the amount, terms, or conditions of the proposal; 
	attempts to improperly influence any member of the evaluation team; evidence of 
	Offeror’s inability to successfully complete required responsibilities and obligations of 			the proposal; existence of any lawsuit, unresolved contractual claim, or dispute between 
	the Offeror and the City; and/or default under any previous agreement with the City that 
	resulted in the termination of the agreement.

12.05	Withdrawal Timeline.  Proposals may be withdrawn on a written request, received from 
	Offerors prior to the proposal closing date and time.  Negligence on the part of the Offeror 
	in preparing the proposal creates no right for withdrawal of the proposal after the proposal 
	has been opened.  No modifications, clarifications, or explanations of any proposals shall 
	be allowed after the date and time of closing.

13.0	PROTESTS:

13.01	Procedures/Timelines.  Protest of Proposal Specifications and/or Contract Terms:
A. Specifications and contract terms shall be made available for inspection and 
copying.  Unless a different deadline is specified in the RFP, protests of the 
proposal specifications or contract terms shall be presented to the City in 
writing within five (5) City of Myrtle Beach business days prior to proposal 
closing.
B. Such protest or request for change shall include the reasons for protest or 
request, and any proposed changes to specifications or terms.
C. Envelopes containing protests of specifications shall be marked and mailed, or 
hand delivered within five (5) city of Myrtle Beach business days to the 
procurement buyer.
D. No protest against award because of the content of proposal specifications or 
contract terms shall be considered after the deadline established for submitting 
such protest in paragraph A above.
E. Submission of a proposal without the timely submission of protest of 
specifications or contract terms is deemed a waiver to the right to protest 
specifications or contract terms.
F. A decision by the procurement buyer shall be given in writing in each of such 
cases at least one (1) City of Myrtle Beach business day before the time set for 
the opening of proposals.  A copy of the decision may be obtained at the 
procurement manager’s office.
G. If, in the judgment of the procurement manager, the previously mentioned 
inquiry requires explanation or interpretation, any such explanation or 
interpretation of said plans, specifications, or other contract documents shall be 
made by written addendum duly issued with copies mailed or delivered to each 
person or firm receiving a set of contract documents.


13.02	Procedures/Timelines.  Intent to Award:
		A.  The written purchase order shall constitute a final decision of the City of Myrtle 
Beach to award the contract if no written protest is filed with the City within 
five (5) City of Myrtle Beach business days of the posting of the proposal tab.  
If a protest is timely filed, the purchase order is a final decision of the City only 
upon issuance of a written decision denying the protest and affirming the award.
		B.  Purchasing buyer shall notify winning Offeror five (5) City days after proposal 
tab is posted on the City website.  It is the responsibility of the Offeror to 
check the website.  Any actual Offeror who is adversely affected or aggrieved 
by the award of the contract to another Offeror on the same solicitation shall 
have five (5) City business days after the posting of proposal tab to submit to 
the City a written protest of the award.  The written protest shall specify the 
grounds upon which the protest is based.

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1.  INTRODUCTION AND BACKGROUND

Downtown Redevelopment:  Myrtle Beach’s Unique Challenges

The City of Myrtle Beach was built on tourism, and while the City and the surrounding community has experienced unprecedented residential growth for a number of years, tourism is still very much at the core of the local economy.  The City is still a relatively young community, having just celebrated its 80th birthday in March of 2018.

Myrtle Beach’s downtown is unique in several respects.  It has never been, for instance, the center of commerce, banking, governmental facilities, or industry.  Those types of uses are largely located outside of the traditional downtown.  Instead, downtown Myrtle Beach was the original center of the amusement and hotel/motel area.  Secondly, downtown Myrtle Beach is far from the typical downtown area in need of renovation.  There are still many thriving businesses located in the downtown, and the area hosts literally millions of tourists each year, with a peak in the summer, but with rapidly increasing numbers in the winter, and in the fall and spring “shoulder” seasons.  

What then are some of the challenges with Myrtle Beach’s downtown?
A. The downtown has increasingly been seen as being an unsafe environment.  This perception, together with several very high profile events, have stained the reputation of the area, and to a large degree, the entire City.  To combat this perception, the City routinely assigns a disproportionate amount of law enforcement personnel to the downtown, especially on the weekends in the peak season. 

B. The property immediately along the oceanfront has largely been redeveloped with large 10-25 story resort hotels or condominium units that are used for transient accommodations purposes.  Most of these structures are fairly modern in appearance, are well maintained, and have modern amenities.  Redevelopment has not yet taken hold in the blocks west of Ocean Boulevard.  These areas are typified by older structures built to the demands of the tourists of 30 – 60 years ago.  In some cases, these units have become de facto low-income housing for a transient population, and that has not mixed well with the tourists or permanent residents.  Vacant lots, many of which are used for parking, are not uniformly maintained to the degree required by a community that views itself as a world-class resort.  To the degree that these structures and properties have not been properly maintained, they often lend to the perception that the downtown is not a safe environment.

C. While certain businesses continue to thrive in this environment, as a whole, the downtown is losing market share to other tourist destinations in the community, most notably Broadway at the Beach, and the Market Common Areas.  Despite the proximity to the Atlantic Ocean, the properties in the downtown are largely undervalued relative to these other resort areas.  The City Council firmly believes that the redevelopment of this area is necessary to drive higher property values, and increase financial support of related public services.

D. Recent development in the downtown has been driven exclusively by tourism.  With the exception of a small number of new restaurants, there is little to drawn the City’s permanent residents into the downtown.  This is especially true for the City’s newest influx of residents – retired baby boomers from the Northeast, Midwest, and, to a lesser degree, from North Carolina and Virginia.  Without amenities designed to attract these new residents, the downtown will become less relevant to the electorate, and the public support needed to revitalize this area will be more difficult to rally.  

E. Even with new amenities such as the Sky Wheel and the zip line, currently the downtown is generally perceived as a fairly static experience.  City Council finds that this experience is inconsistent with the desire for new experiences typifying the millennial generation.  As that generation is an increasingly large proportion of our tourism base, City Council believes that we need to adapt to this desire.

     Description of the DowntownB


Downtown Myrtle Beach can be divided into four related areas, each with unique characteristics (see attached map):D

· Entertainment District (A):
The Entertainment District consists of 9 linear blocks and about 96 acres in total.  The area currently provides diverse entertainment/attractions, beach related retail shops, food and beverage options, and limited accommodation choices.  The area boasts the traditional wood section of the 1.2-mile award winning boardwalk running parallel to the Atlantic Ocean.  The district is unique in that it has a nostalgic feel with traditional beach food and entertainment.  Opportunities to bring in new, relevant entertainment, retail, and food and beverage options is enticing as the area is a prime tourist destination.
· Superblock/Broadway District (B)
The Superblock/Broadway District is about 47 acres in total.  This district is considered to be the City’s original downtown.  There is much historical value in the area including the original downtown buildings and storefronts along Broadway Street.  The area has gone through numerous redevelopment attempts.  The area provides a plaza with a large fountain fronting a main traffic corridor to Myrtle Beach.  The district also has numerous storefronts that could transform into unique boutiques, art galleries, cafes, and restaurants.  There is ample opportunity for a residential element due to the district’s close proximity to the oceanfront and the opportunities for a unique small town urban area to be developed.  
A great deal of study has been given to the development of an arts, culture, and education district in the area.  Preliminary plans already exist for such a district, and land has been acquired for this purpose. With the appropriate changes to the challenging traffic patterns in this district, the area would become a thriving destination for locals and tourists.
· South Mixed Used District (C)
The South Mixed Use District totals about 101 acres.  The district includes 8 linear blocks of the 1.2-mile boardwalk called The Promenade, a concrete, landscaped, passive pathway that runs parallel to the Atlantic Ocean.  The area is one of the most underutilized areas in the downtown with a very high potential for future development.  Currently there is a mix of newer high rise resorts along with many older, aging mom-and-pop motels and smaller beach cottages.  The consistent traffic flow and proximity to the Entertainment and Family Kingdom Districts makes this district appealing to future development, new business opportunities, and permanent residential housing.  The City has developed incentives to encourage redevelopment in this area that is characterized by small lots and a variety of ownership models.  The district has the potential to again become a unique tourist destination with development of smaller boutique hotels and renovation of the older transient accommodations structures.  The district also has potential for housing a permanent resident population that would help to stabilize an area that is now characterized by transient residency and would help to sustain the area’s businesses.
· Family Kingdom District (D)
The Family Kingdom District includes about 53 acres.  The Family Kingdom Amusement Park is one of the main anchors for the downtown area of Myrtle Beach and is one of the last historic amusement parks in the area, with the only oceanfront water park on the east coast.  The area boasts numerous newer high rise resorts with amenities and traditional mid-rise motels that provide moderately priced vacation options.  Opportunities including relevant retail, entertainment/attractions, and food and beverage options have great potential to recreate a complete family vacation experience.

2.  SCOPE OF SERVICES

A.  Historical Overview of the City of Myrtle Beach
Myrtle Beach was originally a pine forest for the production of turpentine, until synthetic turpentine was developed during WWII.  The land was owned by the Chapin and Burroughs families.  John Woodside built the Ocean Forest Hotel and Ocean Forest Country Club and Golf in 1928, opening in 1930.  The two families formed the Myrtle Beach Farms Company which ultimately took over the hotel when Mr.  Woodside defaulted on the mortgage.

Tourism initially consisted of small seaside cottages and hotels with a core of businesses in the area now known as Five Points.  Eventually, amusements and more seaside businesses developed in the downtown.  This development was anchored by the Pavilion, a large amusement park area owned by the Burroughs and Chapin Company.  Early permanent residential development was first established in what we now call Withers Swash and the South Mixed Use Area (SMUA), and eventually to the north in the Pine Lakes neighborhood.

Early decades of tourism-related development were by and for the Silent Generation.  Hotels were a place to stay and gather.  As the children of that generation, known as Baby Boomers, came into their own, our coastal area continued to grow, but the demands of guests changed.  This change led these properties to develop a much higher level of amenities in order to compete for overnight and weekly guests.  Time shares and condos boomed during this era as baby boomers started having second homes and vacation properties.  As the baby boomers matured and started to include their extended family on vacations, the demand for bigger rooms and large on-property amenities surged - forcing an unprecedented redevelopment from small mom-and-pop style motels, to full service resorts with lazy rivers, restaurants, entertainment, and more, primarily along the oceanfront.  

In the early 1990’s the Myrtle Beach Air Force Base was added to the Base Closure Act.  The base ultimately closed and was divided between Horry County and the City of Myrtle Beach for redevelopment.  The airport was conveyed to the county.  After years of discussion, a new terminal was built at the airport, and the former Air Force base property was eventually redeveloped as the popular Market Common mixed use area with surrounding up-scale residential neighborhoods.   Broadway at the Beach, a large retail/entertainment district, opened in the 1990’s as did nearly 80 golf courses within 25 miles of the center of Myrtle Beach. 

In the downtown area, the period from 1998 to the 2008 Recession was characterized by alley way swaps, removal of height restrictions, parking management, planned unit developments, public infrastructure investment, and private public benefit financed infrastructure.  The Downtown Redevelopment Corporation (DRC) was created in the early years of this period in an effort to redevelop areas of the downtown unaffected by this growth.  During those 10 years, Myrtle Beach experienced the most unprecedented growth of commercial and accommodations properties, including construction of the new boardwalk which spurred $100 million in new development, and a beachfront park.  This occurred despite the Pavilion closing its doors after more than 60 years as the core amusement in the downtown.

The City’s response to the recession was to make significant new investments in sports tourism.  In addition, City Council authorized a new one-cent sales tax known as the Tourism Development Fee (TDF), 80% of which was designated to be used by the Chamber of Commerce for out-of-market advertising.  Within the downtown, the City, the DRC, and the local Oceanfront Merchants Association focused on increasing downtown activity through on-going special events, festivals, and concerts.  These investments, as well as a greatly increased marketing effort, enabled the City and the downtown to weather the recession relatively unscathed, and to significantly expand tourism beyond the traditional summer season.  
 
Once the recession ended, the City and the DRC made a conscious effort to refocus on activities designed to encourage reinvestment in the downtown.  The DRC negotiated a $10 million loan pool with a consortium of local banks.  The loan pool has made it possible to fund demolition of dilapidated downtown structures, and to acquire strategic property locations, including more than a dozen properties in the Superblock area bounded by Nance Plaza, Main Street, Broadway, Oak Street, and 9th Avenue North.  Since 2014, the City and the DRC have collaborated to create several redevelopment incentives and zoning changes.  The DRC has continued to support two very large downtown festivals (the Food Truck and Seafood Festivals), and the City helps to sponsor the renown Carolina Country Music Festival, with A-list performers and over 25,000 event participants in the former Pavilion site during the second week of June.  

The City has responded to the perception of crime in the area by closing businesses that were proven to be nuisances, by greatly expanding the number of law enforcement officers assigned to the area, through investing in new technologies designed to deter crime, and by employing several “crime prevention through environmental design” (CPTED) initiatives.  The DRC has recently approved several aesthetic improvement programs, and the City’s Construction Services Department has initiated a significantly more aggressive code enforcement effort.  

The impact of these changes has been obvious.  Two new large oceanfront resorts are under construction in the downtown, new restaurants have opened, a new mixed use development is underway, and another is contemplated.  The City is currently working with Coastal Carolina University to bring a performing arts center to the Superblock, and preliminary plans have been made to develop an arts district on property recently acquired by the DRC in that area.  The local arts community has long wanted an expansion of performing arts venues and events, leading to the first public art investment which has been placed in Plyer Park, our oceanfront public park, this spring.

B.  Purpose of the RFP
The City does NOT seek a consultant to develop a report for City Council’s approval.  Instead, the consultant should be prepared to assist the Council to shape the report through group and individual work sessions.  The consultant should be both an expert in the field of downtown revitalization and small group facilitation.  At the end of this process the goal is the development of a plan that is “owned” by the City Council, and by extension, the broader community.  

C.  City Objectives
· Establish a VISION for the downtown to guide future policy and to shave development initiatives for the next 20 years
· Propose an IDENTITY for each of the four districts described above and to describe how each district fits into fulfillment of the overall master plan (Note:  The district designations have not been formalized and are subject to change or redefinition.)
· Outline initial GOALS for fulfillment of the master plan
· Delineate STRATEGIES to facilitate the achievement of the goals

3. PROPOSAL REQUIREMENTS

Proposal shall be organized in the following manner and provide a concise description of the proposer’s capabilities to address the objectives of the RFP.  Emphasis should be on completeness and clarity of content.  Proposal shall be no more than ten (10) pages in length.

A.  Description of the firm and the Principal(s) who will be assigned to this project (1 page)
· Provide a brief summary of experience with similar oceanfront communities with tourism-based economies (with reference contacts)

B.  Experience of the Principal(s) who will manage this engagement (2 pages)
· Provide brief biography/curriculum vitae of team leader/principals

C.  Description of the study methodology (4 pages)
· Describe your plan to evaluate the strengths/needs of our downtown community as a whole, as well as the strengths/needs of each distinct district
· Discuss how the tasks for each objective will be carried out and what services or interaction is required from/with the City, including your plan for obtaining stakeholder input and public review of the draft plan
· Outline the strategies/skills that will be used to manage the project’s expectations, resources, and quality control
· Describe how gathered data, suggested appropriate alternatives, or unique approaches/concepts will be presented

D.  Timetable for completion (1 page)
· Provide weekly outline of tasks to meet each objective, including proposed milestones (Note:  The City desires a 90-day performance period, but is open to the consultant’s thoughts on the feasibility of such a timeline.)

E.  Proposed study compensation breakdown (1 page)
· Firm fee (expressed as a lump sum)
· Include number of hours per week and the hourly rate for each principal assigned to the project

F.  Description of anticipated incidental expenses, excluding travel (1 page)
· Any incidental expense must be pre-approved by the City prior to billing and payment.

4.  REVIEW OF PROPOSALS/PROJECT AWARD

All responsive proposals will be reviewed by an evaluation committee.  The City of Myrtle Beach will award a contract resulting from the solicitation to the responsible Offeror whose offer will be most advantageous to the City; price and other factors will be considered.  The following items in each proposal shall be used to evaluate offers:
· Relevant experience of firm and principals – 20%
· Technical Approach (study methodology) – 40%
· Timetable of Performance – 10%
· Price – 30%

The City will conduct a direct comparison of one proposal with another in order to determine which proposal best provides what the City needs, as identified in this solicitation.  The City reserves the right to select a proposal that exceeds the minimum, but is not required to do so.  Proposals may exceed the requirements, but the City is not requesting or accepting alternate proposals.  Each proposal must respond to the solicitation requirements.

Exhibit 1 (page 24) shows the rubric that will be used to evaluate and compare all responsive proposals.

The City Manager shall make a recommendation to the City Council.  The City Council will take action to award the contract.  No award will be made until City Council gives its final approval.

5.  DELIVERABLES

The selected consultant shall meet directly with the City Council, the Senior Management Team, the Downtown Redevelopment Corporation (DRC) Executive Director, and the Public Information staff before proceeding.  After such meetings, the consultant shall meet at least weekly with the Public Information Officer, the DRC Executive Director, and an Assistant City Manager.  Such meetings may be conducted electronically as the topic/need dictates.  (See Section 4.03 – Consultant Service)

[bookmark: _GoBack]Upon completion of the study, the selected consultant will provide a draft of their recommendations in electronic form.  Upon approval of the draft report, the final report will be delivered both electronically AND in hard copy (15 bound documents.)  The consultant will also present the final report to the City Council in open session.

INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

PUBLIC LIABILITY AND PROPERTY DAMAGE
The Contractor shall purchase and thereafter maintain for the term of this agreement, and any subsequent extensions hereto, public liability insurance to protect Contractor from claims for bodily injury and/or property damage which may result from Contractor’s performance of this agreement. The policy shall provide a combined single limit of liability of $1,000,000 per occurrence for bodily injury and property damage with an aggregated limit of not less than $1,000,000.

AUTOMOBILE LIABILITY
The Contractor shall purchase and thereafter maintain for the term of this agreement and any subsequent extensions hereto, comprehensive automobile liability insurance to protect the Contractor from claims for bodily injury and property damage which may arise from Contractor’s use of motor vehicles in the performance of this agreement. The policy shall provide for a combined single limit of $1,000,000 per occurrence for bodily injury and property damage.

WORKERS’ COMPENSATION INSURANCE 
Prior to beginning the work, the Contractor shall take out full compensation insurance for all persons which may be employed directly or indirectly in the performance of this agreement, coverage is to apply to all employees for statutory limits in compliance with the applicable state and federal laws. The policy must provide Employers Liability coverage in the amount of $500,000 each accident; $500,000 bodily injury by disease each employee and $500,000 bodily injury by disease policy limit and shall be maintained in full force and effect during the term and any subsequent extensions hereto.

EXCESS LIABILITY POLICY
At the option of the Contractor, the limits of the primary general liability, automobile liability and employer’s liability policies may be less than stipulated herein, with an excess policy providing the additional limits needed. This form of coverage must be approved by the City and will only be acceptable when both the primary and excess policies include the coverage and endorsements required herein.    

POLICY ENDORSEMENTS
The following requirements shall apply to the policy(s) indicated below:

1. General Liability and Automobile Liability

It is understood and agreed that the City of Myrtle Beach, its officials, agents and employees are recognized as additional insured under the policy and, as such, will be provided thirty (30) days written notice by mail of non-renewal, exhaustion of aggregate limit, modification of coverage or cancellation for any reason, and the company hereby agrees to provide such notice. Failure of the company to provide the required notice shall cause the coverage to continue in force for the benefit of the City, its officials, agents and employees until proper notification, as required herein, is provided, the provisions of the policy or any Certificate of Insurance to the contrary notwithstanding.

1. Workers’ Compensation
The cancellation provision is hereby amended to provide that the City of Myrtle Beach will be provided thirty (30) days written notice via mail in the event of coverage cancellation.



INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS continued

NOTIFICATION OF INSURANCE COMPANIES
It is the responsibility of the Contractor to notify all insurance companies to familiarize themselves with all the terms and conditions of this agreement. The insurance companies shall waive their right of notification by the City of any change or modification of this contract, or of decreased or increased work, or of the cancellation of this agreement or of any other acts by the City or its authorized employees or agents under the terms of this agreement. The waiver by the insurance companies shall in no way relieve them of their obligations under this agreement.

CERTIFICATES OF INSURANCE
Contractor shall file with the City a Certificate of Insurance, which shall be approved by the City prior to the inception of any work. Renewal certificates shall be sent to the City thirty (30) days prior to any expiration date. 
 
INSURER LICENSING AND RATING 
All insurance companies providing coverage to the City, shall be licensed to do business in the State and have an A.M. Best rating of “A-“ or better. 
  
INSURANCE COVERAGE ADJUSTMENTS 
In response to changing circumstance of loss exposures, the City reserves the right to modify the insurance coverage, limits of liability, policy endorsements and policy terms required in this contract. The City will provide written notice to the Contractor, which outlines such changes and allow Contractor a reasonable period of time in which to comply with the new requirements. However, in no event shall Contractor compliance period be longer than thirty (30) days. 

COVERAGE CANCELLATION OR UNSATISFACTORY COVERAGE
If at any time any of the foregoing policies shall be or become unsatisfactory to the City, as to form or substance, or if a company issuing any such policy shall be or become unsatisfactory to the City, the Contractor shall, upon notice to that effect from the City, promptly obtain a new policy and submit the same for approval to the City. Upon failure of the Contractor to furnish, deliver and maintain the insurance coverage’s required herein, this agreement, at the sole discretion of the City, may be forthwith declared suspended, discontinued or terminated. Failure of the Contractor to take out and/or maintain any required insurance shall not relieve the Contractor from any liability under this agreement, nor shall the insurance requirements be construed to conflict with or otherwise limit the obligations of the Contractor concerning indemnification.

HOLD HARMLESS
Contractor agrees to protect, defend, indemnify and hold the City, its officers, employees and agents free and harmless from and against any and all losses, penalties, damages, settlements, cost, charges, professional fees or other expenses and liabilities of every kind and character arising out of, or relating to, any and all claims, liens, demands, obligations, actions, proceedings or causes of action of every kind in connection with or arising out of this agreement, and/or the performance hereof, that are due to the negligence of the Contractor, its officers, employees or agents. The Contractor further agrees to investigate, handle, respond to, provide defense for and defend the same at its sole expense and agrees to bear all other costs and expenses related thereto.
