A. City of Myrtle Beach – herein referred to as “City.”
B.  RFP – Request for Proposal
C.  Offeror – any vendor, proprietor, business, company, service provider, or corporation 
		who submits a proposal to the City.
D.  Proposal – the collection of documents that includes these general instructions, the 
		scope of work and/or specifications, a written offer, and signature page to 
		be used for consideration in negotiations and/or contract development.
		E.  Addendum – a written change, addition, alteration, correction, or revision to a proposal 
				document.
		F.  Bond – provides financial assurance that the proposal has been submitted in good faith, 
				that an offeror will enter into a contract at the amount proposed, and will 
				provide the appropriate performance and payment bonds.
		G.  Bid Bond – an insurance agreement, accompanied by a monetary commitment, by 
				which a third party accepts liability and guarantees that the offeror will not

	Unless otherwise stated in the special instructions of the proposal, these general 
	instructions shall apply.

2.02	Written Explanations.  Only written information from the procurement manager or an 
	authorized representative of the purchasing division is binding; therefore no verbal 
	instructions or verbal information from any other source shall be binding on the City.  The 
	City shall not be responsible for any other explanation or interpretation and the decision of 
	the procurement manager or an authorized representative of the purchasing division shall 
	be final and binding upon each Offeror.

2.03	Disputes with Written Explanations.  The written specifications are considered clear and 
	complete.  Failure of the Offeror to call attention in writing to any disputes, definitions, 
	discrepancies, inconsistencies or incompleteness before the opening of the proposal in the 
	time and manner set forth herein is a waiver of right to do so upon opening of the proposals.  
	Clarifications requested by Offerors must be in writing not less than three (3) days before 
	date and time set for receipt of proposals.

2.04	Written Addenda.  Should the procurement manager deem it necessary to alter proposal 
specifications, those alterations shall be made in the form of written addenda that shall be
posted on the City website, and may be advertised in the South Carolina Business 
Opportunties (SCBO) online publication and the local newspaper.  The Offeror is 
responsible for monitoring all of these sources and should not rely on a single source for 
updates. These addenda shall then be considered as part of these specifications.  No 
interpretations of the meaning of the proposal specifications shall be made orally. 

3.0	REQUIREMENTS FOR WRITTEN DOCUMENTS:

3.01	Availability of Documents.  Proposal documents may be obtained through the City of 
	Myrtle Beach website (www.cityofmyrtlebeach.com), or in person at the City of Myrtle 
	Beach Purchasing Office, 3231 Mr. Joe White Avenue, Myrtle Beach, SC  29577, Monday 
	through Friday (excluding City holidays), from 8:00 AM to 5:00 PM.  Proposal documents 
	may be mailed or sent via e-mail by vendor request only.

3.02	Responsive Proposals.  The City of Myrtle Beach will review proposals on a pass/fail 
	basis to determine whether the proposal is “responsive” to this RFP.  A responsive 
	proposal will contain all required documents and forms that are completed in their 
	entirety.  Documents and forms must be unaltered, legible, signed, sealed appropriately, 
	and free from errors without noted corrections.  The City reserves the right (at its sole 
	discretion) to determine whether a proposal is responsive. 


3.03	Non-Responsive Proposals.  Proposals that are incomplete, unsigned, improperly signed 
	or sealed, conditional, illegible, obscure, contain arithmetical errors, corrections without 
	initials, ambiguities, alterations, and/or irregularities of any kind, may be declared non-
	responsive. 

3.04	Document Completion.  A proposal and signature document is provided as part of the
solicitation.  This form must be used in submitting a proposal and all pages of the proposal 
document must be completely filled out in blue ink and signed by the Offeror.  No proposal 
shall be accepted unless submitted on the forms furnished herein.  The format of the 
proposal documents shall not be altered in any way.  Written errors made on the 
proposal documents prior to submission must be corrected by marking through the entry in 
blue ink and making the correct entry adjacent to the written error and initialed by the 
Offeror in blue ink.

3.05	Contents of Proposal Packet.  The general instructions, scope of work and/or 
	specifications, and the proposal and signature document constitute the proposal packet. By 
	submitting a proposal, the Offeror is deemed to have accepted all of the terms and 
	conditions set forth in the proposal packet documents.  Alternative proposals shall not be 
	considered.  All proposal packet documents, after completion by the Offeror, must be 
	returned with the proposal in the same order as received by the Offeror.

3.06	Single Package Requirement.  Unless otherwise stated in the special instructions section 
	of this proposal request, submit one complete proposal package using the attached form(s), 
	for proposed pricing.

3.07	Proposal Submission.  Each proposal must be enclosed in a sealed envelope, clearly 
	marked on the outside with the company name/address in the upper left-hand corner and  
	proposal number/name and time/date of opening in the lower left-hand corner.  This sealed 
	envelope must be delivered to the procurement buyer.  If the required information is not 
	clearly stated on the outside of the envelope, the proposal is considered nonresponsive.

4.0	FULL EXAMINATION:

4.01	Thorough Investigation.  Offerors shall make all investigations necessary to thoroughly 
	inform themselves regarding plant and facilities for delivery of material and equipment 
	and/or service to be performed as required by the proposal conditions.  No plea of ignorance 
	by the Offeror of conditions that exist or that may hereafter exist as a result of failure or 
	omission on the part of the Offeror to make the necessary examination and investigations, 
	or failure to fulfill in every detail the requirements of the contract documents, shall in no 
	way relieve the Offeror from any obligation in respect to the proposal.

4.02	Pre-Proposal Meetings.  When Offerors are required to make site visits or attend 
	mandatory pre-proposal meetings, all expenses shall be paid for by the Offeror, unless 
	previous written arrangements are made with the City.  Offeror must be physically 
	present at the sign-in location with the Buyer at the start of the meeting.  The official start 
	of each pre-proposal meeting will be determined by the Buyer with an announcement of 
	the time and the final closing for Offerors to sign-in.

4.03	Evidence of Examination.  Submission of a proposal will be considered as conclusive 
	evidence of the Offeror’s complete examination, understanding and acceptance of the 
	specifications.

5.0	PRICING:

5.01	Unit Pricing.  Unit pricing will govern over extended prices unless otherwise stated in
special instructions in this proposal request.  All prices quoted should be firm.  In those 
cases where a firm proposal cannot be made, consideration shall still be given to all 
Offerors.  Also, maximum or ceiling prices should be quoted where possible when proposal 
contains non-firm prices.

5.02	Cash Discounts.  Cash discounts, if allowed, should be so stated on the proposal form.  
	Prices must, however, be based upon payment thirty (30) calendar days after delivery.

5.03	Changes in Cost.  If during the term of the contract entered into as a result of this proposal, 
	the cost of material(s) is/are increased through no act on the part of the contractor other 
	than to comply with any prevailing rise in the market price(s) of material(s) used, it shall 
	be the contractor’s responsibility to notify the City of Myrtle Beach Purchasing Office in 
	writing of the price increase(s) and the effective date of the increase(s).  Price(s) shall be 
	increased only to the point of absorbing additional cost(s) of material(s) paid for by the 
	contractor.  At any time during the term of the contract, the City may request that the 
	contractor provide written documentation from the manufacturer/supplier of the material(s) 
	to substantiate price increase(s).  If during the term of the contract, the cost of material(s) 
	to the contractor is reduced, then the contractor shall reduce the contract price(s) and notify 
	the procurement buyer in writing.

5.04	Price Evaluation.  The City of Myrtle Beach shall evaluate the Offeror’s price proposal 
	for completeness, price reasonableness, price realism, and unbalanced pricing.  Price 
	reasonableness shall be established by competition and determined primarily by 
	comparison with other offers submitted.  Price realism shall be established by analysis of 
	the unit price submitted to determine whether the estimated proposed price reflects a 
	clear understanding of the requirements, are realistic for the work to be performed, and 
	are consistent with the methods of performance and materials described in the Offeror’s 
	proposal.  Unbalanced pricing exists when, despite an acceptable total evaluated price, 
	the price of one or more contract line items is significantly overstated or understated and 
	poses an unacceptable risk to the City.  The City may determine that a proposal is 
	unacceptable if the proposed price is materially unbalanced between line items.

6.0	TAX INFORMATION:

6.01	Sales Tax/Federal Tax.  The City of Myrtle Beach pays South Carolina State Sales Tax. 
	The City is exempt from Federal Excise Tax and shall issue exemption certificates if 
	required.  All applicable taxes should be shown as separate line items unless otherwise 
	indicated.

6.02	Payment of Taxes.  The contractor agrees to pay all taxes and license fees of whatever 
	nature applicable to conduct business and furnish the City of Myrtle Beach, if requested, 
	with duplicate receipts or other satisfactory evidence showing the prompt payment of all 
	taxes and fees when referred to and showing that all licenses are in effect.

7.0	MATERIAL ASSESSMENT:

7.01	Product Documentation.  Proposal shall include adequate brochures, latest printed 
	specification and advertising literature describing the product(s) offered in such a fashion 
	as to permit ready comparison with the specifications on an item-by-item basis where 
	applicable.

7.02	Safety Data Sheet (SDS).  If so requested in the proposed documents, a completed SDS 
	for the item(s) indicated must be provided with the proposal documents.  Failure to submit 
	this form upon request may result in rejection of proposal.

7.03	Evidence of Work/Product.  All Offerors must be prepared to present suitable evidence 
	of similar work recently completed or goods supplied.  Products are to be brand name or 
	equal unless otherwise specified. If submitting an equal product, supporting documents 
	must be provided with proposal.

7.04	Sample Submission.  When samples are required with a proposal, they must be submitted 
	with the proposal unless approved by the purchasing manager or purchasing manager’s 
	authorized representative.

7.05	Sample Ownership.  Samples submitted shall become the property of the City of Myrtle 
	Beach.  The entire cost of the sample(s) shall be paid for by the Offeror unless previous 
	written arrangements are made with the City.

7.06	Furnished Items.  Offerors are required to state exactly what they intend to furnish; 
	otherwise, they shall be required to furnish the items as specified.

7.07	Quality of Items.  Offerors shall submit, with their proposal, data necessary to evaluate 
	and determine the quality of the item(s) they are proposing.  Unless otherwise specified, 
	the Offeror shall unconditionally guarantee the items and workmanship being proposed.  If 
	any defects or signs of deterioration are noted which, in the City’s opinion, are due to faulty 
	workmanship or material, the Offeror, upon notification and at the expense of the Offeror, 
	shall replace the items to the complete satisfaction of the City.  Upon the Offeror’s failure 
	to replace items, the City may return the rejected items to the Offeror at the Offeror’s risk 
	and expense, or the City may dispose of them as its own property.

8.0	CHANGES IN SPECIFICATIONS:

8.01	Authority of Specifications.  It shall be understood that in all cases the terms and 
	conditions, as detailed in the specifications, shall supersede terms and conditions, as 
	detailed in the general instructions.  No verbal agreement or conversation with any officer, 
	agent, or employee of the City shall affect or modify any of the terms and conditions.

8.02	Equipment.  If this proposal is for the purchase of equipment, the Offeror guarantees that 
	the equipment offered is standard new equipment, latest model or regular stock product, 
	with parts regularly used for the type of equipment offered; also that no attachment or part 
	has been substituted or applied contrary to the manufacturer’s recommendations and 
	standard practices.

8.03	Deviation from Specifications.  Any deviation from specifications must be noted in detail 
	and submitted in writing with this proposal.  Complete specifications should be attached 
	for any substitutions offered, or when amplifications are desirable or necessary.  The 
	absence of a specification deviation statement and accompanying specifications shall hold 
	the Offeror strictly accountable to the specifications as written herein.

8.04	Material Preference.  The specifications, as listed herein, represent our preference in 
	material; however, we are fully cognizant that no two pieces of comparable material are 
	identical and/or same in size, function, and operation; and some of the specifications will 
	not completely coincide with ours as listed.  Please list your exceptions and explanations 
	separately. It is not our intent to write specifications for any project on which only one 
	proponent can submit a proposal.

8.05	Changes after Award.  Any changes in specifications, after the purchase order/contract 
	has been awarded, must be with the written consent of the purchasing division; otherwise, 
	the responsibility for such changes shall be with the Offeror.

8.06	Equivalent Items.  For items identified in this proposal as “brand name or equal,” the 
	Offeror’s proposal must indicate each product that is being offered as an “equal” product 
	by providing the following information:

9.02	Adjustments to Items/Work.  The City of Myrtle Beach shall have the right, without 
	invalidating the contract, to make additions to or deductions from the items or work 
	covered by the specifications.  In case such deductions or additions are made, an equitable 
	price adjustment shall be made between the City and the contractor.  Any such adjustments 
	in price shall be made in writing.

10.0	BOND REQUIREMENTS:

10.01	Bid Bonds.  If required, Offeror shall supply a bid bond of 5% of the total proposal
	amount to be submitted with the proposal package.  Bonds are required if the contract 
	work is valued at $25,000.00 or more for construction and/or any type of service related 
	requirement.



10.02	Performance/Payment Bonds.  The successful Offeror at its own cost and expense shall 
	furnish, if required, a valid performance and payment bond (payable to the City of Myrtle 
	Beach.) The bond shall be in the full amount of this agreement conditioned on the full 
	and faithful performance of the work under this agreement in accordance with the 
	specifications and contract documents.

Where multiple 
	items appear on a proposal request, the Offeror shall, unless otherwise stated by the City, 
	show delivery date for each item separately.  If only a single delivery date is shown, it shall 
	be assumed to mean that all items included in the proposal can and will be delivered on or 
	before the specified date. The Offeror certifies that the delivery shall be completed in the 
	time the Offeror states, starting at the time the order is placed, provided that the time 
	between the proposal opening and the placing of the order does not exceed the number of 
	days stipulated in the proposal.  The right is reserved to reject any proposal on which the 
	delivery time indicated is considered sufficient to delay the operation for which the 
	commodity is intended. Successful Offeror(s) shall be responsible for making any and all 
	claims against carriers for missing or damaged items.

11.03	Delivery Price.  Proposal prices are to be Delivered Price (FOB Destination).  Proposal 
	prices must include all delivery costs, including but not limited to, loading and unloading 
	cost(s), transportation charge(s) and fuel surcharge(s).  The City of Myrtle Beach shall not 
	be responsible for any demurrage charge(s).

11.04	Documentation.  Invoice(s), certificates of origin, warranties and guarantees must be 
	submitted at the time of delivery of the item(s).

11.05	Wrong Deliveries.  In the event that materials, supplies, etc. are delivered which do not 
	comply with specifications and have not been approved by the purchasing division, the 
	contractor, upon notification, shall immediately remove from the premises any such 
	materials, supplies, etc. and replace them with materials, supplies, etc. in full accordance 
	with the specifications.

QUALITY AND SERVICE REQUIREMENTS 

PRICING:
City is requesting a discount off for all products offered as listed in each of the sub-categories. It is the desire of City and the purpose of this RFP to obtain the lowest prices offered as compared to but not limited to any other State or Federal Government entities for the same product or service. In order to determine the most advantageous pricing, a “pricing schedule” has been developed listing some products that may or may not have been purchased over the last year.  It is important to note that award will be based upon the best value for the City of all tires listed plus service requirements.

PRODUCT AND SERVICE SPECIFICATIONS

Detailed Product Specifications: 
Tires are only those that are in new unused condition and in current production that carry all applicable markings and requirements by the Federal Government and comply with all Federal, state, county and municipal ordinances and regulations.

Pursuit and Performance Tires:
Pursuit & Performance Tires include tires for police and other pursuit vehicles and for other high speed, performance vehicles. Minimum speed rating of 75MPH continuous is required.

Tires shall be new, standard production tires expressly designed and certified by manufacturer for high speed operation and shall exhibit exceptional safety, stability, handling and stopping characteristics. Contractor shall have certification that such tires meet such certifications and all laboratory test and size requirements of Federal Standards MVSS 109 and shall ensure that the tires are marked with "DOT" compliance symbol.

Automobile/Passenger Vehicles: 
These tires include common passenger car tires. Common applications for these types of tires would be passenger cars and mini vans. Tires shall be of standard OEM quality equal to or superior in every respect to those normally furnished as original equipment for such vehicles.

Light Duty Trucks Radial and Bias: 
These tires can usually be identified by the letters “LT” at the beginning of the tire size. Common applications for these types of tires would be pickup trucks, sport utility vehicles, full size vans and some trailers. Tires shall be of standard OEM quality equal to or superior in every respect to those normally furnished as original equipment for such vehicles.

Medium Commercial/Heavy Duty Trucks /Buses:
These tires do not have a letter at the beginning of the tire size. Common applications for these types of tires would be medium and heavy trucks, buses, semi-trucks, cargo vans and trailer tires. Tires in this subcategory have a diameter that is equal to or greater than seventeen and a half (17.5) inches. Tires shall be of standard OEM quality equal to or superior in every respect to those normally furnished as original equipment for such vehicles.

Off Road OTR Radial and OTR Bias:
Tires shall be of standard OEM quality equal to or superior in every respect to those normally furnished as original equipment for such vehicles.

Farm/Industrial:

Specialty Tires :

Low Roll Resistance Tires:
Because of average fuel economy standards, the auto industry generally equips new vehicles with tires that have significantly lower rolling resistance and better fuel economy than the average replacement tire. Tubes, if required:
All Inner tubes shall be standard production first line, heavy duty butyl tubes or natural rubber of fresh stock and of current manufacture. Manufacturer(s) of all tires and tubes must have a quality control system providing sufficient testing and control to certify compliance with U.S. Department of Transportation (DOT) specifications to the satisfaction of the participating states.

Detailed Services Specifications: 
Offerors are asked to bid on each of the below mentioned services that may be performed by their Approved Distributors to include any parts and labor as a total on their bid form. If any Offeror does not offer any of the below listed items they will be considered non-responsive to this proposal. If awarded a Contract, the Awarded Contractor are responsible for the timeliness and quality of all services provided by the individual distributors under this RFP Product installation and repairs, such as mounting, rotation, and balancing, shall be in accordance with manufacturer's recommended procedures of warranted new virgin-product tires for each product subcategory.

· Change tire, dismount and mount

Dispatch response time (arrival time by Contractor to Using Department identified location), shall occur within the time parameters requested by the City official at the time of contact (half hour but no later than one hour). Contractor shall make every effort possible, including having all necessary tools, replacement materials and labor on hand at time of repair, to make all roadside repairs and tire replacement(s) in a safe, cost efficient manner.

In the event that Awarded Contractor is unable or unwilling to respond within the required dispatch time after telephone notification of the emergency, the City reserves the right to procure the Products or Services or a combination of Products and Services elsewhere without Contract violation.

QUALITY AND SERVICE REQUIREMENTS:

(Offeror shall address all sub-headings in their Proposal)

Availability:
All tires of common usage should be regularly carried in stock by the Awarded Contractor, or their distributor. All other tires must be available from the Awarded Contractor, or their distributor, within fifteen (15) calendar days after receipt of order from the City. With your RFP proposal, include a statement of your company’s product availability standards.

Returns:
The Awarded Contractor shall not charge for return fees for inaccuracies or other errors on the part of the Contractor.

Product Guarantee and Adjustment:
Tires furnished shall be guaranteed to be free from defects in workmanship and material for original tread life or 48 months. Any tire which fails this guarantee shall either be satisfactorily repaired by the Awarded Contractor or replaced with a new tire charging only for the mileage used based on the tread depth, or as agreed upon by the Using Agency. Allowances and replacement charges shall be based upon the Contract tire price. The Awarded Contractor shall defray all transportation costs on both the defective tire(s) and replacement tire(s). The 	Awarded Contractor shall provide a one (1) year warranty on all tubes and parts 	beginning on the date of installation, to repair and/or replace as necessary, as determined by the City, AT NO COST TO THE USING AGENCY. If such items are not normally warranted for one year, maintenance to supply the equivalent of a one (1) year warranty must be included in the cost. Shipping cost for returned tubes and parts warranty service SHALL BE PAID BY THE AWARDED CONTRACTOR.  With your RFP proposal, include a statement that your company agrees to the minimum Warranty Requirements and include your companies warranty information.

Emergency Vehicle Service Priority: 
Awarded Contractor shall give Emergency Vehicles, (i.e. police vehicles, public works equipment, firefighting equipment, ambulances, etc.) involved in emergency operations priority service over all other customers, including both private and public customers. If there is no emergency, the Awarded Contractor shall service Emergency Vehicles in their normal priority manner.	

Service Areas:
The Offeror must demonstrate in their RFP proposal their dealer servicing facility is within 15 miles from the City of Myrtle Beach vehicle maintenance facility to support emergency requirements and have ability to sell and service all tires listed and tubes to the City Departments.


Contact Person: 
The Offeror must provide the name of the person who will work with the City’s Contract Administrator and/or appropriate Department official responsible in ordering tires or service. This person must be authorized to coordinate with distributors and representatives to ensure an efficient implementation of the contract and to insure correct pricing for goods and services.

Road Service Specification:
a. Road service will have as the place of origin the City of Myrtle Beach Municipal Garage located at 3231 Mr. Joe White Avenue, Myrtle Beach, SC.

b. The rates are to be inclusive within the set radii:

Fifteen/15 miles

c. The road service rates are to include, but not be limited to, the City’s tire listing.

d. Replacement tires will be picked up at the Equipment Maintenance shop & returned to same unless otherwise directed to repair on-site. The awarded bidder will check with the garage as to whether the service call is for spare installation or tire repair. Spare replacements will be returned within twenty-four (24) hours.

e. A “Tire Replacement Information” sheet, supplied by the City, will be filled out completely when a tire is replaced & faxed or delivered to the Equipment Shop.

f. Response time is must be within one hour from the time the awarded contractor is notified of the service call to the time the repair person arrives at the location of the call. This is required due to the emergency response vehicles need to be operational as soon as possible.  Any Police or Fire vehicle (truck, utility or car) shall be given first priority and be first in line for any repair.

g. Service call responses must be performed by employees of the awarded contractor. Sub-contractor repair will not be accepted. 

h. Any tire repaired on a service call will be removed and repaired by patching, not plugging. Plug or string repairs will only be accepted in emergency situations (i.e., to allow a City unit to be pulled out of traffic or a roadway so the tire can be repaired correctly, or certain “storm event” situations). 

i. If the awarded bidder is unable for any reason to respond to a service call in the allotted time, the Equipment Maintenance shop will be notified so as to have the unit repaired by a contractor selected by the purchasing office and payment of those services will be paid by the contractor unable to fulfill the requirement(s). 

j. The awarded contractor’s service call performance will be monitored and evaluated monthly by the Equipment Maintenance shop. The contractor will be notified by the Purchasing Office of any deficiencies. If the awarded contractor cannot fulfill the contract obligations or meet evaluation standards the secondary contractor, will be awarded the service call for the remainder of the contract’s time (subject to all contract conditions). 

Road Services:
Road service must be available 24 hours, 7 days a week to include time mounting and dismounting and flat tire repairs. Service calls to be provided within one (1) hour of notification from the City. All passenger and light truck tires to be patched internally (no plugs). All repairs and services shown to be defective due to poor workmanship is to be covered at the contractor’s expense. All workmanship will be warranted for one (1) year separate from parts/materials manufacturer warranty. Parts/materials warranties shall be handled by installing contractor.

Grade A Tire Recapping :
Tire Retread facility must be located within two hundred (200) miles from the City of Myrtle Beach.  However, all retreads listed on this proposal must be stored at the servicing facility to be able to deliver within one hour of placement of call by a City employee. Offeror must show location of their tire retread facility and pictures of the operation.   

Offeror shall have the ability to have a tire inflation testing machine intended to facilitate the visual inspection of tire casings and retread tires.  Contractor must show evidence that this machine can detect casing problems and be complete with the solidity of accident protection devices that allow the operator to work in safety

Retread price will include all nail hole repairs up to 3/8” hole (section repair starts after 3/8” hole) and minor sidewall repairs (surface cuts and abrasions).

All capping bids must show identity/address/phone number of original capper- not the final seller.
All capping bids must show graphic evidence of type/design/origin of tread (cap) and specific application (trailer/packer/dump/construction equipment/etc.).

The tread base capping width must be no less than ½” of the original new tread base width. Therefore, casings cannot be buffed in more than ¼” on either side in order to accommodate a more narrow cap.

After initial inspection of the casing to be capped, casings accepted for capping shall not contain any of the following:
· Ply separation.
· Broken, damaged or kinked bead wire.
· Injuries to plies in the bead area.
· Flex breaks.
· Loose cords on the inside ply or evidence of overload, under-inflation or run flat.
· Tread separations which cannot be removed during buffing.
· Sidewall separation. 
· Weather-cracking that extends into the body plies.
· Non-repairable damage to the inner liner or bead seating area on a tire designated as tubeless.
· Nail hole or injuries of sufficient size and numbers that cannot be repaired using acceptable commercial practices.
· Radial belt separations.
· Buffed casings to be cemented shall be clean and free of foreign materials such as buffing dust, dirt, oil, etc. 
· Any number of nail holes may be repaired in the repairable are of a radial truck tire. The only limiting factor is that the patches do not touch.
· Injuries found larger than 3/8” in the crown area or 1/16” in the sidewall area after all damage & rust have been removed will require a section repair.
· Spot repairs will be limited to cracks & cuts in the sidewall rubber with no damaged body piles. Any number of spot repairs can be made within reason.
· All section repairs are limited in size, as specified, by published industry limitations.
· Tires to be powder coated.
· Cuts or tears in the rubber covering the bead area that do not damage the bead bundle.
· Repairs limited in size to that which would assure duplication of original bead contours.
· Repairs that can be performed at low enough costs to be practical.

Product Warranty: 
Any retread tire that fails while in service & the cause is faulty workmanship and/or materials, the tire will be returned to the awarded contractor and be adjusted on the following scale:

(1) Tires that fail before twenty / 20% of the original tread is worn shall be refunded to the City at the full re-tread cost.

PROPOSAL EVALUATION CRITERIA

1.PROPOSAL EVALUATION PROCESS:
An evaluation committee comprised of representatives from the City will evaluate the proposals against the following weighted criteria. PUBLIC LIABILITY AND PROPERTY DAMAGE
The Contractor shall purchase and thereafter maintain for the term of this agreement, and any subsequent extensions hereto, public liability insurance to protect Contractor from claims for bodily injury and/or property damage which may result from Contractor’s performance of this agreement. The policy shall provide a combined single limit of liability of $1,000,000 per occurrence for bodily injury and property damage with an aggregated limit of not less than $1,000,000.

AUTOMOBILE LIABILITY
The Contractor shall purchase and thereafter maintain for the term of this agreement and any subsequent extensions hereto, comprehensive automobile liability insurance to protect the Contractor from claims for bodily injury and property damage which may arise from Contractor’s use of motor vehicles in the performance of this agreement. The policy shall provide for a combined single limit of $1,000,000 per occurrence for bodily injury and property damage.

WORKERS’ COMPENSATION INSURANCE 
Prior to beginning the work, the Contractor shall take out full compensation insurance for all persons which may be employed directly or indirectly in the performance of this agreement, coverage is to apply to all employees for statutory limits in compliance with the applicable state and federal laws. The policy must provide Employers Liability coverage in the amount of $500,000 each accident; $500,000 bodily injury by disease each employee and $500,000 bodily injury by disease policy limit and shall be maintained in full force and effect during the term and any subsequent extensions hereto.

EXCESS LIABILITY POLICY

1. Workers’ Compensation
The cancellation provision is hereby amended to provide that the City of Myrtle Beach will be provided thirty (30) days written notice via mail in the event of coverage cancellation.

NOTIFICATION OF INSURANCE COMPANIES
It is the responsibility of the Contractor to notify all insurance companies to familiarize themselves with all the terms and conditions of this agreement. The insurance companies shall waive their right of notification by the City of any change or modification of this contract, or of decreased or increased work, or of the cancellation of this agreement or of any other acts by the City or its authorized employees or agents under the terms of this agreement. The waiver by the insurance companies shall in no way relieve them of their obligations under this agreement.

CERTIFICATES OF INSURANCE
Contractor shall file with the City a Certificate of Insurance, which shall be approved by the City prior to the inception of any work. Renewal certificates shall be sent to the City thirty (30) days prior to any expiration date. 
 
INSURER LICENSING AND RATING 
All insurance companies providing coverage to the City, shall be licensed to do business in the State and have an A.M. Best rating of “A-“ or better. 
  
INSURANCE COVERAGE ADJUSTMENTS 
In response to changing circumstance of loss exposures, the City reserves the right to modify the insurance coverage, limits of liability, policy endorsements and policy terms required in this contract. The City will provide written notice to the Contractor, which outlines such changes and allow Contractor a reasonable period of time in which to comply with the new requirements. However, in no event shall Contractor compliance period be longer than thirty (30) days. 

COVERAGE CANCELLATION OR UNSATISFACTORY COVERAGE
If at any time any of the foregoing policies shall be or become unsatisfactory to the City, as to form or substance, or if a company issuing any such policy shall be or become unsatisfactory to the City, the Contractor shall, upon notice to that effect from the City, promptly obtain a new policy and submit the same for approval to the City. Upon failure of the Contractor to furnish, deliver and maintain the insurance coverage’s required herein, this agreement, at the sole discretion of the City, may be forthwith declared suspended, discontinued or terminated. Failure of the Contractor to take out and/or maintain any required insurance shall not relieve the Contractor from any liability under this agreement, nor shall the insurance requirements be construed to conflict with or otherwise limit the obligations of the Contractor concerning indemnification.

HOLD HARMLESS
Contractor agrees to protect, defend, indemnify and hold the City, its officers, employees and agents free and harmless from and against any and all losses, penalties, damages, settlements, cost, charges, professional fees or other expenses and liabilities of every kind and character arising out of, or relating to, any and all claims, liens, demands, obligations, actions, proceedings or causes of action of every kind in connection with or arising out of this agreement, and/or the performance hereof, that are due to the negligence of the Contractor, its officers, employees or agents. The Contractor further agrees to investigate, handle, respond to, provide defense for and defend the same at its sole expense and agrees to bear all other costs and expenses related thereto.
