The Rockwood School District Purchasing Department is soliciting bids from qualified individuals, firms or organizations to provide and install new gym speakers as described in this request for Proposal for Lafayette High School located at 17050 Clayton Road, Wildwood, Missouri 63011.
INTRODUCTION:

The District is a nationally recognized, diverse community of learners. Currently the District serves nearly 21,000 students, made up of four high schools, six middle schools, and nineteen elementary schools, a talented and gifted campus, and a school for at-risk high school students. The District employs over 4,000 people, and covers 150 square miles in much of western St. Louis and northern Jefferson counties. SPECIFICATIONS:

Rockwood School District is seeking proposals for the purchase and installation of new speakers to be used in Lafayette High School’s Gym. The Proposer is requested to provide an accurate quote of equipment and installation including detailed pricing for each unit, designing, engineering, installation and labor, programming, training and the total cost for shipping and/or handling to Lafayette High School located at 17050 Clayton Road, Wildwood, Missouri 63011. Include any lead time for the equipment delivery. 

· Project must be completed by August 1, 2022.

· Replace the (6) main speaker cabinets in the gym with new speakers that offer complete coverage of the 
gym floor area and bleachers.
· Replace the amplifiers that currently power the existing (6) speaker cabinets with new amplifiers that meet the requirements of the selected replacement speakers.
· Use existing speaker wiring if able.
· The system needs to be tuned as needed with new speakers and amplifiers installed.
· The current DSPs, control station, and Bluetooth capabilities will remain in the system.

· All replaced equipment needs to remain on site as property of Rockwood School District. 
· Provide training on the system as needed.
· The amplifiers, speakers, and necessary cabling for the area paging system must remain incorporated into the existing system as they are now.

· Tone out the existing lines from the top amp/mixer. This item may be supplying public address announcements for the gym area. If this setup is running the PA for the gym area, it will need to maintain those capabilities, but the mixer/amp powering the PA speakers needs to be replaced or one of the two existing Lowell amps powering the Commons PA speakers may have enough power for the entire load.

GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS:

AWARD

Award(s) will be made to the responsive and responsible Proposer(s) whose proposal(s) is deemed to be the most advantageous to the District, considering overall content of the proposal, cost, overall proposal, experience and qualifications, and quality and content of the manner in which the services are proposed to be performed. The District reserves the right to split the award or to make multiple awards, and to make award on a part or portion of a proposal. In no event shall the District be required to explain the evaluation process or award selection to any Proposer.

PROPOSALS FINAL

All proposals shall be deemed final, conclusive and irrevocable, and no proposal shall be subject to correction or amendment for any error or miscalculation.

RIGHT TO REJECT

The District reserves the right to accept any proposal, to reject any and all proposals, and to waive any irregularities or informalities in any proposals. Conditional proposals will not be accepted.

PRICE

Proposers are cautioned that the services must be furnished at the fees, costs and/or rates submitted and proposed unless otherwise stated.

TAXES

Proposers shall NOT INCLUDE FEDERAL EXCISE TAX, TRANSPORTATION TAX, or STATE RETAIL SALES TAX in their cost proposal, as these taxes do not apply to the District.

EXCEPTIONS

If a Proposer takes exception to any part of these specifications as written, or as amended by any addenda subsequently issued, or the Agreement, they must do so in writing. Said exceptions must be submitted with the proposal. Failure to do so will be construed as acceptance of all items of the specification and the Agreement.

INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

Bidders will be required to issue a certificate of insurance naming Rockwood School District as additionally insured. Contractors must also sign and provide to the District an affidavit (attached) indicating they do not knowingly employee any unauthorized aliens under this agreement.
