Sealed bids, subject to the specifications and conditions contained herein and attached hereto, will be received in the Finance Department, J.P. Kennedy Building, until, but no later than 10:00 A.M. (EST.) local time prevailing, July 2, 2015, and then publicly opened and read for the purchase of a one year contract with the option to extend up to four additional years on a year by year basis for Waste Water and Grease Trap Pumping, for the  Department of Education, including the Monroe County General, as authorized by the Monroe County Board of Commissioners and the Monroe County Board of Education.  
No bid can be withdrawn after the scheduled closing time for receipt of bids for sixty (60) calendar days.

To be considered, your bid must be submitted on the copy of this Invitation to Bid. The date and time stamp in the Finance Department shall determine the time of receipt.  Bidders are responsible for ensuring that the Finance Department personnel stamp their bids before the deadline indicated.  Late bids received will be so noted in the bid file in order that the vendor’s name will not be removed from any future bid/vendor list.

If you desire not to quote on the Invitation, please forward your acknowledgment of NO BID.  Return of the “Terms and Signature Sheet” with authorized signature and indication of NO BID is appropriate.  Failure to comply may cause for removal of your company’s name from the bid list for subject commodity.

Bids will be awarded accordingly as prescribed by law which states Lowest and Best.  A Supreme Court ruling states that the discerning of best lies on those requesting the bid and not the bidder.  The right is also reserved to refuse any and all bids.

A. Scope Of Bid Board of Education
1. Provide all labor, tools and material to pump 11grease traps located at schools throughout Monroe County. It is the intention of Monroe County Schools to establish a contract with a qualified supplier for removal of wastewater and grease who can meet our specifications, terms and conditions as specified herein.

2. The approximate gallon of grease and wastewater to be removed for 2015 /2016 is 207,000 gallons.

3. It is expected that the successful bidder will pump out every unit on a monthly basis September thru June no pumping will take place in July or August unless specifically requested.

4. The successful bidder will asked to pump septic tanks located in the county. This will be on an as needed basis and not part of this bid. Fees for septic tank pumping will be negotiated at time of service.

B. General Requirements

 The successful bidder must;

1. Provide manifests of amount of removal per unit.

2. Pump ALL waste water and grease from grease traps.

3. Clean walls and bottoms of grease traps.

4. Provide all applicable equipment and personnel to clean and remove grease and waste water from grease traps.

5. Assure removal will be in accordance to all laws, rules and regulations of the State of Tennessee, Tennessee Department of Environment and Conservation, The Environmental Protection Agency and all Municipal Codes in towns where grease traps are located.

6. Work in cooperation with school personnel. All pumping will be worked around school schedule. NO PUMPING WILL BE ALLOWED ON WEEKENDS WITHOUT AUTHORIATION FROM MANITENANCE DEPARTMENT.

7. Understand that all pumping must be completed within 10 working days each month.

8. A single invoice for each pump / cleaning cycle will be provided to the county with a line item for each grease trap and will include the number of gallons pumped from each trap.
