1.   SCOPE AND CLASSIFICATION

1.1   Scope:  The intent of this Request for Proposals and resulting contract is to provide the City of Lebanon with information concerning roof replacement at the 112 Hartmann Drive location (Veterans Facility).

SUBMISSION

Proposals are to be submitted in a sealed envelope, plainly marked “RFP #23-ROOF REPLACEMENT HARTMANN DRIVE 7/6” along with the Company’s name and date and time of the scheduled opening.  The City of Lebanon will not accept any late bids or electronic bids.  The City of Lebanon reserves the right to reject any or all parts of this Requests for Proposal submitted in response.
OVERVIEW

The City of Lebanon is seeking proposals for the replacement of roof for (1) individual building located at the Veterans Facility located at 112 Hartmann Drive, Lebanon, Tennessee.
DESCRIPTION OF PROJECT

The purpose of this document is to explain work description and job requirements for the purpose of acquiring bids for the replacement of (1) existing roof.  
BUILDING SPECIFICATIONS:
CURRENT CONDITIONS:

1. The building currently has a wood deck roof.

2. The size of the roof is approximately 4,870 sq. feet +/-

3. The roof is approximately very old.
4. 3 ply BUR, mopped directly to deck.
5. ½” wood fiber board

6. 2 ply felt overlay in hot asphalt.

7. The roof is in poor condition at this time. 

REPLACEMENT NEEDS:

· Tear-off existing membrane roof systems down to the wood roof deck.

· Remove and deck over the thru-deck drainage scuppers.  The scuppers have rusted through and are allowing water into the soffit area.  Remove any unnecessary roof vents, including curbs associated with obsolete vents.

· Replace any rotten 23/32 plywood decking found.
· Mechanically attached a tapered iso rigid insulation system of the entire roof deck to create positive drainage the roof perimeter.  Tapered insulation will be designed with a 1/8:12 slope.

· Fully adhere 60 mil TPO membrane over the entire roof area using membrane bonding adhesive.  Extend the membrane over the perimeter edge approximately 3 inches.

· Fully adhere TPO membrane to all curbs, adjacent masonry walls and other vertical surfaces.  Seal the flashing membrane to the field membrane using the manufacturer’s recommended details.

· Install new penetration seal pockets and pipe boots around each associated roof penetration.

· Fabricate and install 24-ga. (white) painted steel edge metal for the roof perimeter.  Strip-in the edge metal and seal to the TPO membrane.

· Install 6” seamless gutters and 3x4 downspouts along the perimeter of the lower roof.  Lower gutters will match the same design as the existing upper slope gutters.  The gutters will tie-in to the existing downspouts routed below grade.  New downspouts will be connected to underground drains where they are currently available. 
· Clean up job thoroughly and properly dispose of all debris.  The material list and debris container are included with this proposal.
· Provide a 10-year workmanship warranty (labor & material) and a 20-year product warranty from the manufacturer or,

· A NDL 20- year Labor & material system warranty. (price each below) 
· With the assistance of the awarded vendor the City of Lebanon will source the dumpster and lift equipment required for this project.

INSPECTION NEEDS:

· Provide annual inspection to meet warranty requirements and detailed report with pictures.

Note:  All prospective bidders must schedule a site visit with Duane Gann, Maintenance Superintendent before bidding to better understand scope of work.
PROPOSAL SUBMISSION

To be considered, Proposers must submit a complete response to this RFP.  Proposals must be signed by an official authorized to bind the Proposer to its provisions.  Proposals must include a statement as to the period during which the proposal remains valid but for purposes of this RFP, the period must be at least ninety (90) days.

Two (2) copies of the proposal package shall be enclosed in a sealed envelope plainly identified In the upper left hand corner with the company’s name and address and in the lower left hand corner.

The City reserves the right to reject any and all proposals and to waive information, irregularities, and technicalities in the process.  The City may negotiate separately with any source in any manner necessary to arrive at a contract agreement that is in the best interest of the city.
Proposals may be hand-delivered or mailed to the above address by the date and time specified.  It is the responsibility of the Proposer to deliver the RFP.  Proposals dispatched, but not received by the City Purchasing Department by proposal closing time, will be returned, after receipt, unopened to the prospective Proposer.  Verbal or emailed quotes will not be accepted at any time.

Proposals must include a copy of your business license, TN Contractor’s License, proof of liability insurance, worker’s comp insurance.

Cost Certification

The undersigned hereby certifies that I have read all items of the RFP and fully understand the requirements listed herein.  I further certify that I am an authorized agent of the offering firm and may be held liable for any or all remedies that may become due to the City of Lebanon.
Notice to Proposers

To be considered, prospective consultants are required to submit all requested information including pricing detail.  Pricing should include all costs related to the cost of the equipment, removal of old equipment, installation, materials, shipping of material, and the removal of debris. 
The City shall purchase/pay for materials per contractor’s pricing (minus taxes) directly to awarded vendor’s suppliers.

The total project cost is a major factor in the decision process, but not the only consideration.  Other decision factors are the consultant’s identification and understanding of the City’s requirements.
Bidders must provide a list and the contact for (three) public roof projects like this project within the last four years (attach a separate sheet)

Any change to this RFP will be brought forward in the form of a written addendum from the Purchasing Department and will be provided to all known interested parties.  No oral interpretations or communication will affect or change in any way the information contained herein.

PROPOSAL EVALUATION

The basis for the evaluation of proposals received includes, but is not limited to, cost, delivery, capability of company, etc.
