The City of Lebanon invites sealed proposals for the construction of the pickleball courts for the City of Lebanon, in accordance with the specifications and bidding instructions set forth in this Request for Proposal. Proposals will be received by the Purchasing Department, 200 N. Castle Heights Avenue, Lebanon, Tennessee 37087, until 2:00 p.m. local time, September 19th , 2023, at which time they will be opened and read aloud.

A copy of the bid tabulation will be available upon written request to the Purchasing Department.

Any manufacturers’ names, trade names, brand names, or catalog numbers used in the specifications are for the purpose of describing and establishing general quality levels.  Such references are not intended to be restrictive.  Since the “City” does not wish to rule out other competition and equal brands or makes and models, please remember, “Any Approved Equal”.  However, if a service other than specified in the bid, it is the vendors responsibility to prove to the City of Lebanon that said service is equal to or exceeds the quality of the specifications listed for services provided.  
The City of Lebanon is an equal opportunity entity and does not discriminate on the basis of age, race, sex, national origin, religion, or disability in admission to, access to, or operations of its programs, services, activities, or in its awarding of such bids in Pursuant to Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964.  All vendors must be incompliance with all City Codes and current with all City fees and taxes to be considered as a responsive bidder or participant in this process.

Pickleball Courts for the City of Lebanon
Scope:  The intent of this Request for Proposals is to provide all information regarding the construction services for the paving, striping, and coating of the pickleball courts. 

Specifications, Requirements and Conditions
Location:  The Jimmy Floyd Family Center rear parking lot.

Overlay:
· The approximate size of the pickleball courts that are referenced in this RFP is 60 ft W X 120 ft L.

· Vendor must allow for wheelchair access on the asphalt edging in front of entrance gates, approximately 4 entrance gates.

· Vendor will provide a new mix to fill voids and low spots to prepare the surface for the overlay.  Contractor must submit the asphalt mix design to the City for approval before installation.

· Tack must be applied to existing asphalt.
· Vendor must mill asphalt along the edges where the asphalt joins any concrete and other asphalt (excluding concrete curbing and raised sidewalks) so that the new overlay will tie in flush in those areas.  
· The pavement must be thoroughly cleaned, and loose dirt and debris removed.

· Must have 2-inch binder in 15’ X 140’ area to match existing paved area.

· Must have 2-inch topping over entire 60 X 120 area to achieve 1% grade.

· Vendor must pave with 1% grade/slope on court.  Vendor must also provide and install a 2 coat resurfacer and a 2-coat color and a 1-coat seal line.   Vendor must paint all linings of the 4 sets of pickleball courts.

· Vendor will apply (1) coat of SportMaster Acrylic Color Coating or equivalent, to the entire surface of the area which helps smooth the surface by filling voided and provides adhesion to the existing surface for the first color coat.  Apply (2) coats of SportMaster Acrylic Color Coating or equivalent, loaded with fine sand to the entire surface of the area.  

· Colors must be different for the outer portion of the court and the inner portion of the court and surrounding border of the courts.  Colors will be decided by the JFFC director, Alex Major.  
· Vendor must provide striping of traditional pickleball lines and number the courts in the gray surrounding surface area.  All lines will be taped and no spray equipment will be allowed.  All lines will be 2” in width.

· Placed asphalt shall meet TDOT specifications for in place density measures or an average of 92%, whichever is greater.

· Vendor must show that diligent planning will be undertaken not to introduce any cold joints on the asphalt surface course.

· Asphalt must be allowed to cure for 30 days before any acrylic material is applied.  

· A one-year warranty against cracks, workmanship, etc. must be provided.  If repairs are to be made within the year, it will be at the vendor’s expense or an agreement be made with the City of Lebanon.
General Provisions
Bids:   Contractors are required to submit a bid on all bid items.  Bid submittals which do not have all items bid may be considered as an incomplete bid.

Discounts for prompt payment must be shown on bid; otherwise, prices will be considered net.  Unless prices and all information requested are complete, bid may be disregarded and given no consideration.

The Request for Proposal shall result in a firm, fixed price contract for this project. 
All prices and bids must be in ink or typewritten.  No pencil figures or erasures are permitted. Mistakes may be crossed out and corrections inserted adjacent thereto and must be initialed in ink by person signing the bid.  No corrections are allowed after the bid has been received by the Purchasing Department.

Submission of Bids:   Each bid must be submitted on the prescribed form in a sealed envelope with a bid number on the outside of the envelope.  If there is a need to set up an onsite visit, please contact Alex Major at 615-245-8567 before September 15th, 2023.
The City reserves the right to declare as non-responsive and reject any and/or all parts of this bid in which material information requested is not furnished or where indirect or incomplete answers or information is provided.  Bids may also be rejected and accepted to be in the best interest of the City of Lebanon.

No telephone or electronic bids will be accepted.  

Competency of Contractors:   No bid will be accepted from, or contract awarded to a Contractor who is not licensed in accordance with the law, who does not hold a license qualifying him to perform work under this contract, to whom a bid form has not been provided and who has not successfully performed on project of similar character and scope.  The contractor may be required, before the award of any contract, to show, to the complete satisfaction of the City, that is has the necessary facilities, ability, experience, and financial resources to provide the services specified herein in a satisfactory manner.  Three references are required with this bid.  

Payment to the Contractor:  Payment will be made within 30 days of completion of the project and submission of an itemized invoice. 
Termination of Contract:  If at any time, in the opinion of the City, upon recommendation of the Purchasing Agent:
· Contractor fails to conform to the requirements of this contract.

· Contractor files for bankruptcy.

· Any legal proceedings are commenced against Contractor which may interfere with the performance of the contract. 
· Contractor has failed to supply an adequate working force, or material of proper quality, or has failed in any other respect to prosecute the work with the diligence and force specified and intended in and by the terms of the contract, notice thereof in writing may be served upon him, and should be neglect or refuse to provide means for a satisfactory compliance with the contract as directed within the specified in such notice and agreement of one or both parties shall terminate the contract.  

Contractor shall be liable to City for any loss of or damage to City property arising from Contractor’s negligence or willful misconduct.

Federal and State Taxes:  Prices quoted shall not include Federal, State and Local Taxes.  A tax exemption certificate will be provided to the awarded Contractor.

Business License and Insurance:  All bidders must hold a business license with the City of Lebanon, Wilson County and/or vendor’s local city, and hold liability insurance before you can be considered as a qualifying vendor.
