This project consists of the design, procurement, and installations of one, approximately 60x60 picnic shelter. Work is to include design, erection, and subsequent concrete flooring system as a turn-key installation. All pertinent costs related to site work are at the expense of the contractor. 
Proposals must include these minimum requirements for a shelter: 
Estimated dimensions are a 60x60 square shelter. The shelter must have metal, powdered-coated poles (color will be supplied by the City upon award) and a pitched metal roof. Shelter must be bird resistant avoiding areas for birds to perch. The contractor shall install 62x62 concrete slab and ADA compliant sidewalk to parking area. All grade work is the responsibility of the contractor. Each company must provide detailed plans with submissions. 
Please provide the following with proposal submissions: 

1. Top drawing identifying each component of the proposal

2. Catalogue photograph of proposed structure

3. Product specifications and warranty details as they apply

4. Listing of color choices for applicable components

5. Proposed timeline including production times

6. References of local shelters or customers in the area

7. Cost breakdown sheet

The shelter design shall have Tennessee engineered drawings designed to applicable local, state and federal code(s). All necessary permits shall be the responsibility of the Respondent. Proposal to include delivery, installation, and timeline of project. Project completion required by June 30, 2023. 
The City does not intend to spend more than $320,000 for the entire project.
